t has teken time to arrive at the con-

clusion you asked in regard to the water pipe ~ @} %(C
problem. As an experiment, lMr. Roesi changed ¥
the pipe from the reservoir to the Hill, using b}ﬁﬁi

6" galvanized pipe and then 3" for abecut 3000
feet, of‘untTI_ﬁgét the first down end up "V"
of the line, cleaning and relaying the balance
of the pipe. It almost doubled the flow to
the Hill.

70 do the same for the whole Pine Moun-
tain line would be very expensive.

Mr. Rossi has now been 2ll up and down
this line, makimg necessary repairs. Mr, TLee
hes been celled into consultation as you re-
quested. All the o¥servations and conclusions
telly -- viz -~ that it was a mistake to have
used the iron pipe. That it would cost some
$2000 or more to dig it up, or 1ift it, clean
and relay it -~ and that it would be in just
aa bad condition in another year or eizhteen
months, and to be done over again. That it
would be better to put the money into replacing
it gradually with lerger gslveonized pipe, re-
placing first the heavy "V's" near the source.
That if we used all the water for the Hill the
pipe would give in ite present condition, we
would have enough water if reasonable judgment
is used in watering outside the white wall --
but that it might not be if used for the power
plant -- which of course could rely on the engine.

As another factor the local power company
have advénced & new offer. They have brought
their lines to Cambrias (now & brilliantly
lighted metropolis) and as I understand it, would
run on their poles to S&an Eimeon and up the hill

on your poles, for the patronage -~ as they
now figure they can handle your load without
the "booster” plent they thought necessary
when making their originsl proposition. Would
you care for their proffer in detail?

We are laying on top of the ground tem-
porary pipe to water the Spring Hill and Citrus
ereas this summer and fall and perhaps next year
the same seasons, as everyone says it will be
necessary in crder to give the Lrecs a fair start.
After that the 8pring Hill pipe can be moved to
newerplanting areas. It is predicted that the
citrus will need irrigstion at intervals for
some years.

I am following instructions as far as pos-
sible in the outside area planting of "drought
resisters”, but realize from the way this rain
cherked plaents up, that even hardy things in new
environments etand & better chance with some in-
dulgence.

I wish you could have been on the Hill to-
day, it was so lovely. <The planting looks finely
-~ the little orchard trees hesdinz out, vines
sprouting, and young foresting teking heart.

Some of the sequoias are burning brown from the
salt fogs the winds have blown in and Mr, Keep
is covering them with white cheese cloth to try
to save them. Last night at dusk the mesdow
looked like the gatherine place of a gigsntic
Ku Klux Xlan.
