The housewife scrubbed at a sink stain with deter-
gent, then tried o bleach. An acrid gas stung her
hands and eyes and the membranes of her nose. A
complaint came in to the Department of Public Heal~
th,

The gas was chlorine, contained in hypochlorite
bleaches such as Clorox and Purex. Mix a hypo-
chlorite with an alkali, acid, or reducing agent, and
you liberate chlorine. You can release chlorine by
mixing Purex or Clowux with vinegar, Sani-Flush,
Drano, Lysol or many common detergents. Such
a mixture usually occurs when you try to unclog
a pipe or remove a stainby using one household chem-
ical and then immediately try another.

The experience is unpleasant, because chlorine is
highly irritating. Any part of the body exposed to
chlorine should be thoroughly flushed with water, If
the eyes are burned, a physician should be called at
once.

Reading labels on the household products you use
may help you avoid the chemical pitfalls that certain
mixtures may bring. It is also wise always to flush
away thoroughly with water one chemical before us-

ing another.
