In May, 1975, Luis, 21, was unemployed.
He had been a construction worker, but bad
economic times meant layoffs for him. Aside
from construction work he had no other
marketable skills.

Richard had attended one year of college
before he became a missionary in Chile.
After he returned to the United States, he
faced the prospect of no work because he
lacked job experience. The fact that he
spoke Spanish did not really help him find
a job.

‘fretired"’ from his job for being too old to
do heavy manual labor. He had worked in
construction and janitorial work, and as a
restaurant work. He wanted to work but his
age got in the way.

What do these three people have in com-
mon? They were once unemployed and
among those people receiving General As-
sistance (G.A.) from the County of Santa
Clara. But, the Employment Services Pro-
gram has changed that. Because of this pro-
gram, headed by Merc Maran, of the Voca-
tional Services Division in the County De-
partment of Social Services, these people
and others like them have jobs.

The program, in motion since 1956, is de-
signed to ''serve people on general assist-
ance who are looking for help' to become
self sufficient, according to Ed Franks, a staff
member. Santa Clara County's general as-
sistance program was established to provide
aid from county funds to unemployed per-
sons who could not receive aid from public,
state, federal, or private sources, and '"the
employment program is one way of aiding
these people," said Franks.

He added that a secondary result of the
job placement program is the saving of
about $4 million a year in benefit payments

for the county by placing the people in jobs.

Persons on General Assistance are re-
quired to register for the Employment Serv-
ices Program, as a condition fo receiving aid,
continued Fanks. After a record is made of
the client's job experiences, "'. . . we try fo
contact those employers who will have jobs
for the skill level of the GA client," he said.

In some cases, such as those of Russ and
Simon, the employer will give the person
on-the-job training. Both of these men went
t o work for a local greenhouse manufactur-
ing plant doing steel work for which neither
had any previous experience.

The average GA client aided by the Em-
ployment Services Program is a single male
in his mid-twenties, explained Franks. He is
generally semi-skilled with a tenth-grade
education.

According to Franks, the program places
approximately 150 persons a month in jobs.
The average length of time a person stays
on the job is about six months, although, he
noted, only about 10 to 15 per cent of these
actually return for additional assistance when
they leave those jobs. The recent job expe-

. riences usually allow these persons to qualif
Simon was in his mid-fifties when he was ' ! P v, £

for unemployment benefits when they do
finish a job.

Franks commented that the public's im-
pression of the General Assistance program
may be one of providing long-term aid to
persons. "This is not the case," he said,
“since the average time a person remains on
assistance is about four months before he
is placed in a job." Long-term assistance is
provided to parents and children under the
Aid to Families with Dependent Children
program.

Franks viewed the Employment Services
Program as having a great potential for help-
ing more people obtain jobs and to "keep
them in touch with the job market." He
added that some employers who work with
the program make repeat requests to fill
vacancies as they arise which also augments
the program.

In addition to job referrals the employ-
ment program offers two job preparation
courses during which instuctions are given
on how to fill out application forms and how
to approach job interviews.

Luis went through the job prep courses
and enthusiastically commented that they
"taught me how to fill out an application
and how to get through an interview."




He plans to stick with his present job
which he found through the program for at
least two years because "it is teacing him
a definite skill and building up his work expe-
rience."

According to Al Read of the Employment
Services Program, Simon's employer is satis-
fied with him, despite his age, because he
is extremely dependable.

Richard recently wrote a letter thanking
the people in the program for placing him
in a teaching aid position where he is "ex-
tremely happy." He is able to use both his
Spanish language and his teaching expe-
rience as a missionary. :

This program also has been successful in
obtaining jobs for persons applying for wel-
fare when referred by the Eligibility Worker
and a job is obtained for the applicant be-
fore aid is established.

Frederick B. Gillette, director of the
County Department of Social Services, re-
ported, "Although our General Assistance
caseloads and costs are high because of un-
employment; in this county the costs would
have been much higher if it were not for
this program."

Chicanos Need To Build
Their Own Base

OPINION

Mexican-Americans (Chicanos) will never
achieve greatness as long as they remain
economically dependent.

The Chicanos own no land and have not
moved into the corporate structure. They
remain largely wage earners, primarily in the
blue collar jobs, and heavily dependent on
public assistance.

They have to become producers instead
of just consumers. They have to develop a
strong economic power structure in order to
influence the country’s politics.

They have to show that they also know
how to build the new, not only tear down
the old and the established.

One important reason why upward eco-
nomic and social mobility has been slow is
that the majority of these immigrants had
no skills, they were part of the uneducated
agricultural masses of Mexico.

One example of the opposite of this is the

Chicano refugees from the Castro regime.
Most of these refugees were professional,
businessmen, and government officials that

could easily adapt themselves to any system.

These people have, in a matter of a few
years, established themselves in good posi-
tions throughout the country.

Another significant factor for the low eco-
nomic condition of the Chicano today is that
most Mexican immigrants of the 1920's and
1940's never intended to remain in this coun-
try.

Their sincere intentions were to accumu- |

late sufficient dollars to return to their coun-
try to invest it. They never did.

The consequence of that is that they never
acquired land or became involved in political
and civic affairs.

There is no better time than the present

for the Chicano leadership to steer the
"awakened giant" into a path of economic
development.

The time is now because this generation
of Mexican-Americans is here to stay; they
are not plannin g to return to Mexico as their
parents did.

Economic and political power is within
reach of the Chicano today. They constitute
the second largest minority in the U.S. and
the largest minority in the five states of the
Southwest (12.2 million in the nation).

The Chicano has contributed with the
lands and culture of his ancestors, he has
provided the stoop labor to feed the coun-
try, he has shed his blood in this country's
world wars and conflicts.

What the Chicano needs today is not
more welfare programs, but job training pro-
grams like the "Opportunities Industrializa-
tion Center" (OIC) in San Jose.

We need to move the large numbers of
Chicanos that have been displaced by the
mechanization of farm work and teach them
how to compete for jobs in the cities.

This new western has all the elements of
being an outstanding example of the genre.

In short, "'Boy & His Dog"' is an amateurish
blend of redneck humor, chaotic fight scenes
and dimwitted philosophizing. L. @. Jones
should stick to working in Sam Peckinpah
westerns.

Steps Needed To Curb
lllegal Alien Influx

Most Americans have never experienced
what it feels to be asked to prove their U.S.
citizenship unless they happen to be return-
ing home from a trip abroad. Many U.S.
citizens of Mexican origin have at one time
or another gone through this ordeal while
walking a street, sitting at a restaurant, or
boarding a national or local carrier.

Eveyone knows that for many years the
number of illegal crossings into this country
by Mexican nationals has been increasing
and has created a serious problem for U.S.
authorities.

Understandably this country's immigra-
tion officials often look with suspicion at
Mexican-Americans they think may be in this
country illegally.

This situation, nevertheless, presents an
unpleasant and uncomfortable feeling for the
Mexican-American populaticn. This action,
furthermore, is discriminatory to this ethnic
group.

Recently a Chicano i~ader, Al Garcia and
his wife stopped at a Los Angeles airport as
they were about a board a jet for a flight
to San Francisco. A harbor policeman re-
portedly wanted to see proof they were in
the United States legally.

Garcia told him he had no right to de-
mand anyone's identification because he was
not a United States immigration officer.
Garcia also said his constitutional rights were
being violated because he was being dis-
criminated against.

Garcia then refused to show any evidence
until everyone in the airport was checked.

"l told him there were aliens from Ger-
many, China, and Russia in the airport,"'
Garcia said. "When he had checked every-
one else, | would identify myself."

Garcia then told the policeman, to ejther
arrest him on immigration charges or "get
out of my way." Np arrest was made.

A few days ago, State Senator Alex P.
Garcia [D-Los Angeles) said that he will in-
troduce a joint resolution in the upper house
in January urging Congress to enact legisla-
tion requiring issuance of new Social Se-
curity cards to citizens and legal residents
only.

Garcia, who chairs the State Senate
Health and Welfare Subcommittee on the
Foreign Born, said he believes that the pro-
posal is workable because "strict eligibility
requirements can be applied, and the neces-
sary technology exists to prepare new Social
Security cards which would be extremely
difficult to counterfeit.

"Clearly,” he continued, "such federal
legislation would lessen tensions between
brown-skinned people and the Immigration
and Naturalization Service because a citizen
or legal resident of Mexican, Latin and Asian
heritage could immediately prove his or her
legal status by producing a social security
card and other positive identification, if
needed.

""Moreover, support for a new Social Se-
curity card among my constituents is sub-
stantial. Accordingly, | believe it is in the
best interest of protecting the civil and con-
stitutional rights of Mexican, Latin and Asian
heritage individuals that Congress enact
such legislation at the earliest possible date."

One of my readers recently wrote me
about his concern on this problem. He says
that he "recently read a report from one of
the United Nations committees, that pre-
dicted that by the end of this century, Mex-
ico would have a population of 350 million
people.” (Mexico's present population is 40
million.)

| frankly find it hard to believe that Mex-
ico's population will reach that number in 25
years. But "if this does come to pass," the
letter says "it seems obvious that maybe 30
million more illegal immigrants will enter
California and the Southwestern part of the
United States."

Presently it is estimated that there are
more than 600,000 illegal immigrants in Cali-
fornia and the number is increasing at the
rate of 80,000 per year. Unless the economy
of Mexico improves drastically and provides
jobs for the majority of its people, we can
expect the illegal immigrant problem to get
worse.

| sincerely believe Senator Garcia's pro-
posal can go a long way in alleviating this
problem, which besides being costly to the
California taxpayer is a definite determent
to the farm worker. L

What Is Gonorrhea!

Gonorrhea (commonly called "clap,"”) is a
disease caused by a germ called the gono-
coccus. It is the most common of the vene-
real diseases. Unlike syphilis, which involves
the entire body, gonorrhea usually remains
localized.

How Is Gonorrhea Caughtt

Gonorrhea is caught at the time of inti-
mate physical contact with the sex organs
or rectum of an infected person.

What Are the Symptoms of Gonorrhea?

When gonorrhea involves the male penis,
the first symptom is usually a burning pain
when urinating, accompanied by a discharge
of pus. This occurs 2 to & days after contact
with the infected person.

A female with gonorrhea rarely notices
anything wrong. She usually does not have a
burning sensation when urinating. She may
or may not have an increased vaginal dis-
charge. Thus, she may unknowingly spread

the infection to others and allow her own
infection to progress into serious complica-
tions. It is also possible to have gonorrhea
of the rectum and not know it, although
some people complain of rectal irritation
and a discharge.

A simple smear tfest confirms gonorrhea
of the penis but is of no value in determining
the presence of gonorrhea of the female sex
organs or of the rectum. More complicated
laboratory tests are required.

(Can Gonorrhea Be Cured!

A person can be cured with the medicines
that are now available with early treatment
under proper medical supervision.

Syphilis is caught at the time of intimate
physical contact with parts of the body such
as the sex organs, mouth, or rectum of an
infected person.

What Are The Signs of Syphilis!

In most cases early signs are either absent
or so slight as to go unnoticed by the in-
they have syphilis through a positive blood
fected person. Most people who discover
test do not remember ever seeing any of the
early signs. The first sign of infection (pri-
mary stage) is usually a single painless sore
where the spirochete has entered the body.
It appears 2 to & weeks after exposure to
the infected person. It may look like a pimple,
blister or open sore.

The secondary stage of syphilis may also




go unnoticed. The signs may appear 2 to 6 |
months after contact with the infected per-
son. There may be a breaking out or rash all
over or on any part of the body, sores in the
mouth, sore throat, falling hair, or fever.
The signs of early syphilis (primary and
secondary) go away with or without medical
treatment. If untreated, the spirochetes are
still present and will damage vital organs
without the person knowing it. During this
period syphilis has no signs and can be dis-
covered only by blood tests. After a few
years, possibly four or more, the beginnings
of insanity, crippling paralysis, heart disease,
blindness, or deafness are likely to develop.

CAN SYPHILIS BE CURED?

A personwith syphilis can be completely
cured if treated early with proper medicines.
Treatment in the later or advanced stages
will stop progress of the disease, but the
parts of the body already destroyed may
not be replaced.
