Artwork on display will consist of works in painting, drawing, sculpture, ceramics, mixed
media, photography, graphic design, costume design, digitally generated imagery, and
video. The entire art studio faculty will participate in this exhibition, as well as art historians
who will present scholarly works in an innovative context.

"This exciting exhibition presents the University community and Ventura County residents
with the opportunity to view original, innovative artwork created by the accomplished
CSU/CI art faculty. It will illustrate the diversity of the faculty through a wide range of
artistic approaches, philosophies and media. These talented individuals are all practicing
artists and scholars recognized in their respective fields in addition to being outstanding
teachers," said Jack Reilly, Chair of the CSU/CI Art Program.
