Detection and Treatment
of CANCER

“CAUTION" advises the yellow light of
a traffic signal. Most cancers also give a
warning! This is the second in a series of
Cancer Education Week articles about the
early detection and treatment of cancer.

By Forrest Willett, M.D., Medical and
Scientific Director American Cancer

Your dentist protects your teeth — he may
also protect your life.

About 14,000 persons develop cancer of
the each year. With the help of available
early detection and modern treatment meth-
ods this disease could be nearly eliminated
as a cause of cancer death. Yet it will result
in about 7,000 deaths in 1971.

Knowing the warning signs of oral cancer
and seeing your dentist at least once a year
is your best frotection. Frequently the dentist
may discover oral cancer, or its precursors,
during the checkup.

Although mouth concers are easily observ-
able, they often are not found until in
advanced stages. Early cancer may be mis-
taken for a minor irritation.

To guard yourself, you should be aware
of any changes in mouth condition, such as
a sore that does not heal. There may be other
symptroms inside the mouth: a white, spotted
area; a raised, irregular warty area; or a
lump or swelling of the cheek, gums, or
tongue. There may be bleeding with no ap-
parent cause.

Don’t wait until the symptom becomes
painful; usually pain is a late symptom of
mouth cancer. If you recognize any of these
signs, sho them to your doctor or dentist
right away.

The presence of such signs does not neces-
sarily mean cancer. It does mean that you
should see a physician or dentist. Cancer
never cures its If! Chances for recovery with
minimum treatment are much better when
oral cancer is discovered early. Surgery and
radiation are among the treatments. Mod
surgical techniques protect normal facial ap-
pearance.

Mouth cancers seldom begin in healthy
tissues. Some forms of irritation that may
start oral cancers have be n identified as
excessive smoking, heavy drinking, ill-fitting
dentures, jayyed or broken teeth, dietary de-
ficiencies, and poor dental hygiene.

You can help prevent mouth cancer by
avoiding or correcting the conditions that

cause it.

The American Cancer Society believes in
cancer prevention. Don’t wait until a warn-
ing signal appears. Include a general dental
examination as part of your regular checkup.
