Family Relations

A LECTURE BY DR. JOSEPH KAPLAN

Head of the Physics & Meteorology Department at UCLA.

Dr. Kaplan spoke at Dailey Auditorium on
the San Jose State College campus on Sept. 25
as part of the 10th annual Family Service As-

sociation conferences before a crowd of 300.

Dr. Kaplan received his degree in Physics
fromJohns Hopkins University where he stud-
ied under Dr., Sidney Ames, for whom the
Ames Aeronautical Laboratories are named.

In addition to being head of the Physics
Dept. at UCLA he is president of the Interna-
tional Geophysical year, a worldwide scient-
ific project which was originally slated to last
but one full year but through the urging of na-
tions all over the world, may be extended for
another year. IGY preparations began in this
country in 1953, two years after most nations
had announced that they would participate in
the worldwide quest for scientific knowledge.

Dr. Kaplan has just returned from a tour
of Soviet Russia, Western Germany, England,
and Belguim. At Brussells he had an oppor-
tunity to get a first-hand look at the World's
Fair.

The Doctor pointed out that he is one of
the most popular professors on the UCLA ca-
mpus because ''my students hardly ever see
me."'

For example: the day before his lecture
in San Jose, Kaplan was in Washington. He
arrived in Los Angeles on Thursday morning
and by five that afternoon he was in San Jose.
After taking a plane late the evening of his
speech, he was to be in L.A. early Friday
morning and by that nite would be back in the
national capitol for a meeting of the Interna-
tional Council of Scientific Union.

EXPLORER rated equal of SPUTNIK I

Kaplan is considered the world's foremost
authority on space travel. He explained that
upper solar photography is a relatively new
field to Science and yet scientists have made
remarkablestrides in photographing the heav-
enly bodies in the past two years, That is the
principal reason why rockets were developed,
to further man's knowledge of the upper stra-
tosphere, and not for war purposes as most
people suppose. The United States Navy was
Ist to use rockets to photograph the stars as
they really are, from rockets hurled far into
space. The satellites give a closer and more
continuous look at the sun, moon, solar active
ity, eclipses, etc,

The American satellites Explorer I and Il
created good reactions from representatives
0of 56 nations to the International Astronomical
Union conclave at Mosocw. These observers
rated our orbiting satellites, though not as big
as their Russian counterparts, better to or
equal to the pioneer of the Space Age, Russia“
Sputnik L,

Dr. Kaplan explained that our scientific
research is behind the Russians in some res-

pects because the better men are not connect-
ed with government projects. Government has
to compete, unsuccessfully in most cases, with
private industry and the universities for the
best men in the scientific fields. Also the
USSR has a stepped up program geared to pro-
duce more and better engineers than other co-
untries. In ONE school in Moscow alone there
are300 graduate students in A stronomy, while
in the entire United States there aren't that
many astronomy students in the nation!!!!!!

Dr. Kaplan feels that the USA needs to
step up its educational program to turn out
more engineers and scientists,

As an example of Russian educational ach-
ievements he reminded the listeners that in
the USSR 75% of all physicians are WOMEN!!
Male physicians are the exception rather than
the rule.

At the conclusion of his lecture Dr, Kap-
lan invited the audience to ask questions. The
following questions were asked and answered:

Elderly lady: ''Was any reliable data
gathered this year when Mars came much cl-
oser to the earth than ever before in history? '’

Kaplan: ''"Yes, Mars did come much clo-
ser than ever before in recorded history. In
fact there has been much more solar activity
in this, the geophysical year, than ever before.
The best photos were taken by the South Afri-
cans, not the USA or even Russia.

An interesting note is that this year when
the world is concentrating on studies of the
stars, we, seem to be getting the fullest co-op
eration from the heavenly bodies themselves..
Never before have we had such solar activity.''

Young man: ''The competition between the
USA and Soviet Union in athletics, science, &
other fields could lead to war. Is Science do-
ing anything to prevent an outbreak of a 3rd
global conflict? '’

Dr. Kaplan: '"War 1s irrational and fund-
amentally useless. Things have come to the
point where politicians expect scientists to
cover up for their mistakes at the conference
tableby defeating the opposition in the science
fields. Even at that, Science is doing all to can
to avert war.'' Kaplan pointed out the geophy-
sical year, conferences, and symposiums all
over the world as examples of this work.

Twelve year old boy: ''What significance
if any does the recently discovered cosmic
radiation field on earth's outer layer have on
studies of othersolar bodies in theuniverse? "'

Dr. Kaplan seems obviously pleased at the
question by the young lad. Kaplan: ''Yes, th-
ere is significance.''

He went on to explain to the young lad but
inasmuch as we arenot as well versed in geo-
physice and meteorology as either we were
not able to follow Dr. Kaplan's answer.

Man: ''After the Russians put Sputnik I
into orbit, why the open season on America's
scientific 'eggheads'? "’

Dr. Kaplan: ''After Sputnik | startled the
world by remaining aloft in space, our scien-
tists were branded lazy, inept, asleep etc,

The real trouble in the US 1s that we were
a complacent people about space travel, assu-
ming as many of us did that when a space ve-
hicle was put into orbat, it would be American
made. After Sputmk I thinking in the US took
a sharp turn. We began to realize that we had
notcornered themarket on scientificknow how
and that everynation in the world could be re-
garded as a potential space traveler.

Men who laughed at the possibilities of
space travel now began to doubt that the moon
was out of reach. The ''eggheads'' are so
called because they prefer to isolate themse-
lves from the general public. They are so
engrossed in their work that they prefer to
keep to themselves. They think on a different
intellectual plane and devote practically if not
all of their waking hours to thinking about pr-
ojects in which they are engaged. They prefer
to talk about science with scientists, thus the
term '‘eggheads.''

These men, Dr. Kaplan emphasized, are to
be admired and encouraged and not ridiculed.

He made it quite clear that neither he nor
Dr.Glenn T. Seaborg of the University of Cal-
ifornia, the American representatives to the
International Council of Scientific Union are
eggheads. Both are interested in golf and foot
ball and Dr. Kaplan's hobby is ice-skating.

Kaplan is the UCLA faculty football rep-

resentative to the soon-to-be defunct Pacific
Coast Conference. He is an avid football fan
though seldom having time to watch his bel=
oved UCLA Bruins in action.

He is very proud that California and UCLA
are the only American universities represen-
ted at the ICSU conclave at Washington D.C.
They are two of eight persons from around the
world who will gather to exchange scientific
data and report on geophysical and meteorol-
ogical progress and research in their respec-
tive countries.,

Dr. Joseph Kaplan concluded his present-
ation with the statement that the ultimate con-
quest of space would serve to harvest the crop
of technology.

America's Pioneer moon-rocket is a step
toward that goal.
