WE MAY BE NEXT

At 1:40 a.m. on the morning of December
23, 1972, the world came to an end to the
people of Managua, Nicaragua. A devastat-
ing earthquake had struck. All of a sudden,
as the earth trembled and their homes col-
lapsed to the ground, the pleasant thoughts
of a Merry Christmas that had lulled them
to sleep a few hours before became a terri-
fying nightmare not to be ever forgotten.

Over two thousand people died that night
and thousands more were injured. No one,
I am sure, except those who survived, could
possibly express the agony of seeing one’s
loved ones die or one’s home become a pile
of rubble within a matter of seconds.

I was not there, nor have I had the un-
fortunate experience of living the terror
which the people of Managua must have
lived, although I have felt the impart of a
number of earthquakes that have struck Cali-
fornia in the last 38 years. Nonetheless, my
involvement in helping to set up a Nica-
raguan relief program in Los Angeles a few
days ago has had a significant impact on my
heart and mind as to the implications of
such an event.

As a member of the California Wing of
the Civil Air Patrol, an auxiliary of the U.S.
Air Force, I spent the last few days of the
year in Los Angeles helping to organize a
program to fly food, clothing, and other
necessities to the people of Managua. For
five days I saw hundreds of people open
their hearts as volunteers to sort, box, and
assembly over 600,000 pounds of materials
for shipment to Nicaragua. It was a beau-
tiful effort of cooperation between city offi-
cials, Civil Air Patrol seniors and cadets,
community organizations such as Nosotros
and Casa del Mexicano, church groups and
concerned citizens. Everybody worked, and
though many people put in as many as 20
hours of work at a stretch, nobody com-
plained. Since there was no money for the
administration of the program, everybody
gave. There were hamburgers from McDon-
ald’s, fried chicken from Col. Sanders, and

coffee and other supplies from the major
airlines. One bakery provided sweet rolls
their own, and one night a lady showed up
for breakfast, participants willingly gave of
late at night with a urn full of hot dogs so
the cadets and other volunteers would not
go hungry.

This does not mean that there were no
problems. There were. But we managed to
resolve them, and they were soon forgotten
in the camaraderie and friendship that arose
among the participants.

All the good feelings that I brought with
me were soon forgotten when, upon my re-
turn, I discovered that little has been done
in this community to help the people of
Managua. And this concerns me. It concerns
me because there are between 300,000 and
400,000 people in Nacaragua who may need
food, clothing, and other assistance for the
next 90 days. And it concerns me because we
could be next and I wouldn’t want my fam-
ily or my community to go hungry because
the rest of the world does not care enough.

It is therefore my hope that within the
next few days we can set up a program in
this community to raise food, money, cloth-
ing, and other supplies for the people of
Nicaragua, and that it receives strong com-
munity support. While we may not be able
to help them to re-establish their lives the
way it was before, we can help them, none-
theless, to get back on their feet, to re-kindle
their spirit, and to regain the confidence to
re-build their world. Which is what I assume
we would do if we were in their place and
we knew that someone out there really cares
to lend a helping hand in our greatest hour
of need.

FARM WORKER GAINS
M.A. DEGREE

A former farm worker from Taos, N. M.,
who is the father of four youngsters, very
soon will graduate from San Jose State Uni-
versity with a master’s degree in urban plan-
ning.

The student is FRANCISCO E. GON-
ZALES, 31, of East San Jose.

He is receiving his M.A. degree under the
County’s “Minorities in Planning” program,
a federally funded project being operated by
the County Planning Department. Robert
Cervantes was director of the program until
recently when he resigned to head a project
to evaluate education of Mexican Americans
in Texas.

Gonzales was honored by the national
planning group during its annual meeting
in Boston. According to James Bailey, the
present MIP director, Gonzales attended the
society’s conference as a delegate to Plan-
ning Network, the society’s student affiliated
group.

At that time he was elected by the student
group’s board of directors as the first student
observer to the society’s national board. He
also was elected to the national advisory
board, and to the board of the American
Collegiate Schools of Planning, a student or-
ganization working for a uniform curricu-
lum in planning.

Later commenting on both the honors and
his approaching graduation, Gonzales com-

mented, “Witkout my wife’s encouragement
and backing I couldn’t have gotten this far.”
At the present time he has completed 36
graduate study units in the San Jose State
Graduate School of Social Work and in
Urban Planning. In 1971 he graduated from
New Mexico Highlands University with a
bachelor’s degree in political science.

He also has served as a special consultant
on bilingual and bicultural programs to the
superintendent of schools for Las Vegas, N.

In addition he has found time to serve as
editor of the Model Cities newspaper in
Santa Fe, N. M., and as a consultant to both
the Valley Migrant League of Woodburn,
Ore., and Cambio, Inc., in Espanola, N. M.

Since arriving in San Jose he has been ac-
tive in La Confederacion de La Raza Unida,
the Chicano Parents and Teachers of the
Alum Rock School District, the United Farm
Workers Union of San Jose, the Urban Coali-
tion of City Planners and the Committee on
Mexican American Affairs, an advisory com-
mittee to the president of San Jose State.

Students enrolled in the Minorities in
Planning program through the County Plan-
ning Department are assigned to work with
professional planners to obtain practical ex-
perience. Gonzales has been working in the
Gilroy City Planning Department.

Accidente en Ia_ Cruz

Estabamos estacionados en el pueblo de
La Cruz, del Estado de Chihuahua, habiamos
venido de la Ciudad de Mexico para traba-
jar en el canal que llevaria agua desde la
Presa de La Boquilla, en Santa Rosalia, Ca-
margo, hasta estacion Alberto muy cerca de
la Ciudad de Chihuahua.

Las palas y dragas llenaban de tierra los
14 carritos de 5 toneladas que empujaban las
locomotoras “Porter” que nosotros maneja-
bamos. Las vidas se tenian que mover a me-

ida que avanzaba el terraplen, las locomo-
toras empujaban los carros, esto era para que
los crros quedaran en la orilla del terraplen
cuando eran descargados.

Para subir al terraplen se habian tendido
tres vias o lineas, por la del centro subian a
toda velocidad los trenes cargados, por las
de los lados bajaban los trenes vacios y se
detenian para tomar agua o combustible.
Teniamos un sistema ferroviario en minia-
tura, pero no por eso desobedeciamos los
regulamentos de los sistemas grandes; toques,
sefiales y ordenes se daban conforme a las
reglas ferroviarias. Teniamos Superinten-
dente, Jefe de Patio, Proveedar, Maquinistas
y Garroteros; el maquinista hacia tambien
de fogonero.

Trabajabamos dos turnos, el proveedor
que teniamos en el segundo turno era un
muchacho como de unos 19 afios de edad,
nunca supe su nombre, todos lo llamabamos
“El Guero”, tenia el cabello rubio y los ojos
claros, no era muy alto, pero si era fornido
y agil, era muy sencillo siempre estaba de
buen humor y sonriente; por la forma de
su cuerpo hacia recordar al David de Miguel
Angel, vor su caracter al Sancho Panza del
Quijote. Su trabajo era proveer de agua o
conbustible a las locomotoras que se detenian
en su seccion.

El Guero tnia que atravezar a linea del
centro para atender las maquinas que se de-
tenian en las vias de los lados. El Chapopote

nombre con que apodamos al Jefe de Patio,
debido a su color moreno; habia advertido
al Guero del peligro al atravezar la via cen-
tral.

Por meses trabajamos en ese terraplen sin
ningun accidente, solo uno que otro carro
volteado o descarrilado, lo volviamos a
poner en la via y seguiamos trabajando.

Una noche, no recuerdo la fecha, pero fue
en el invierno de 1929, subia una méaquina
cargada por la via central a toda velocidad,
yo tenia mi maquina en una de las vias later-
ales, tomando combustible, por la otra via
lateral, estaba otra maquina esperando su
toma de agua; de pronto note que la ma-
quina que subia cargada se detenia. Algo
anormal sucedia; baje de mi maquina y pre-
gunte al maquinista por que paraba en la
subida, no se, me contesto, el garrotero me
dio senales de parada. En esos momentos
llego el garrotero y nos dijo: creo que -atro-
pellamos al Guero; muy cerca de nsotroos se
pudo oir la voz del Guero que decia: sa-
quenme . . . saquenme.

Eran como las diez de la noche, el Super-
intendente estaba dirigiendo la carga de las
méiquinas en el canal, el Jefe de Patio, el
Chapopote estaba en la punta del terraplen,
dirigiendo la descarga.

Me hice cargo de la situacion y empece
a dar ordenes; al maquinista que estaba en
la otra via lateral lo mande a la caseta de
telefono a pedir una’ ambulancia, al garro-
tero de la miquina en la via central lo mande
a enfrenar el carro de la punta del tren, era
el unico que tenia frenos, al maquinista que
habia atropellado al Guero le dije: despega
poco a poco tu miquina a ver si el carro en-
frenado detiene el tren. Todos me obede-
cieron, como si hubiera sido el Superinten-
dente el que daba las ordenes.

Despego la maquina del tren y este no se
movio, bueno pense, el ultimo carro detiene
el tren, alumbre con mi limpara de carburo
el lugar en que habiamos oido la voz del
Guero, lo alcance a ver, estaba bocarriba en
medio de los dos rrieles, como a la mitad
del carro No te apures Guero, le dije, ahor-
ita te vamos a sacar.

Te vamos a sacar, me repeti a mi mismo,
a quien podia yo ordenarle que se metiera
debajo de sun tren cargado, en una bajada
y sostenido salamnte por los frenos de uno
de los carros. Aun dando la orden quien me
obedeceria? ... Alumbrenme les dije y me
tire entre los does rieles, me fui arrastrando
hasta que llegue a donde estaba el Guero,
