Transportation for Eastsiders to
S.C. Valley Medical Center

Lack of transportation need no
longer keep Eastside residents from ob-
taining necessary medical care., The
County now runs a daily shuttle bus ser-
vice between the Eastside and Santa Clara
Valley Medical Center.

The bus was chartered by the
Board of Supervisors in response to com-
plaints of difficulty of Eastside residents
in reaching the County medical clinic.
The attempt to alleviate transportation
difficulties experienced by citizens in
that area is now inits third week of oper-
ation,

Use of the bus has steadily in-
creased since the service was estab-
lished December 4, although no more
than 12 persons have ridden in any one
day. Last week (Dec. 11-15) 44 persons
used the bus, as compared with 15 for
the week of December 4-8, according to
Assistant Medical Center Administrator
George Sanderson,

The charter is designed to enable
Eastside residents to easily visit the
Medical Center outpatient clinic. Only
those requiring medical care, welfare
information of assistance, or both may
ride,

Six round trips per day are pre-
sently conducted, beginning at 7:30 a.m.
and ending at 5:55 p.m. Stops along the
route are at King and Tully Road, King
and Story, Story and Jackson, Jackson
and Alum Rock, Alum Rock and King,
King and McKee, Valley Medical Center
and the Welfare Building.

become part of a total City, completely
integrated, not only in association, but
lingually. The rate of intermarriage be-
tween Latin andthose of Anglo descent is
outstanding, and very extensive, indicat-
ing that discrimination, while it does
exist and always will. can best be over-
come by education and intellectual cul-
ture and association.

It is of utmost priority that the
children of our people who are going to
be the mainspring of the future genera-
tions and conduct of our government, be
given examples of how the majority ofhis
community have ment their responsibili-
ties and obligations to their Country as
good citizens. It is vitalthat they be-
come aware of the hundreds of citizens
of his own ethnic originthat are men and
women of science andthe professions; of
the hundreds who are teachers and edu~
cators; of the many who are in the high-
est echlons of our government, whether
it be City, County, State or Federal., Let
us inspire our children withthe hope that
they have equal opportunity but they will
have to earn it in the same manner that
those before him did through education
and civic interest. Let us point to the
increasing numbers who are executives
in large corporations as well as to those
who are gainfully employed and are pro-
viding a normal and fruitful existance for
their own, ’

The need for greater disclosure
of those who have succeeded ontheir own
and are giving to the City by their own
efforts grows every day. It is not im-
portant that such persons be pointed out
personally because it would take many
pages to include each name, their acti-
vities ete,

There is another field of endeavor
that is just as vital, It is vital because
of the direct effect it has on our youth
andyet it is taken for granted by the ma~
jority of the recipients and they fail to
realizethat a Mexican-American was an
integral part of the planning, These are
the Boy Scout programs that were deve-
lopedin the Eastside known as the Sierra
program to bring in the child of Mexican
de scent; the YMCA programs that are

now in the process of obtaining the sum

of $2,500, 000, 00 so that it can build a
YMCA Center not only in the Eastside,

butalso inthe Southwest, and Northwest ;
of the efforts made by organizations like
the Goodwill and the Disabled Veterans,

the St. Paul Society, and others to train
and help give the completely handicapped
a new chance; of the service clubs such
asthe Mexican-American Lions thathave
opened the way for other clubs to follow

"suit; the right of each citizens to the po-

litical belief and party of his choosing,

thus permitting the great two party sys-
tem, the Republican and Democrat and
giving our people a voice in government;
of the representation inthe Judicial, Law
Enforcement as well as Juvenile and all
others divisions of City and County go-
vernment as well as State and Federal,

so that they have a voice in its policy
making. No, we have not failed to be-
come citizens of responsibility and re-
sources, We have not failed tobecome
educated, proficient in the arts and

sciences, We are succeeding in spite of
those who for personal or other gains,

always strive to show the negative side
of our "coin". Perhaps the following
poem "A Christmas Prayer" from the
N.Y. Life Insurance Company should be
our prayer for 1968 and thereafter:

A CHRISTMAS PRAYER

Let us pray that strength and
courage abundant be givento all who work
for a world of reason and understanding.

That the good that lies in every
man' s heart may day by day be magni-
fied,

That men will come to see more
clearly not that which divides them, but
that which unites them.,

That each hour may bring us
closer to a final victory, not of nation
over nation, but of man over his own
evils and weaknesses,

That the true spirit of this Christ -
mas Season --It' s joy, it' s beauty, it's
hope, and above all it' s abiding faith --
may live among us.

As it is so true in the old saying
that "there are two sides to a coin'', so
there is in the Mexican-American Com-
munity and of all the residents of Mexi-
can descnt who are part of San Jose, It
is time that we began to turn the "coin"
over and become aware of the positive
gains made by our people who have, thru
their efforts and sacrifices, made suc=
cesses of themselves, It is time that we
change the image that has been contin-
uously conveyed to the press and televi-
sionby those who prefer not to make pub-
lic the tremendous gains by our people.

The average resident of our Com-
munity formsan opinion of his neighbor by
their efforts to improve themselves as
to better their lot by obtaining an educa-
tion, to participate in total community
efforts and to become an assetto the area
he belongs to. Much, and perhaps the
greatest means of obtaining this impres-
sion is from what he reads, sees, and
hears. It is unfortunate for some time
now, the public at large has not been a-
ware of the stability and strength of the
Spanish surnamed community. All ef-
forts have been to illustrate that the
average resident of Mexicanorigin is al-
ways dependent onpublic assistance, that
he does not have an equal opportunity;
that he does not want an education but
prefers to be a drop-out, and that crime
is part of the Latin-American background.
We are continuously exposed to expres-
sions that we do not pay taxes and have
to be subsidized because we are unable
to help ourselves. There areother
examples but space does not permit nam-
ing them.,

It is because ofthis thatit is time
that we take a goodhard look at the truth
and be proud of our heritage and what it
has contributed to history and what it is

now doing, It is time that we become
totally conscious ofthe pride andjoy that
flows in the blood of every American ci-
tizen of Mexican descent when he sees
and hears of the progress made by his
people and his own children when they
climbup intothe world of the intellectual
and make major contributionsto a better
way of life,

Let us become aware of the hun-
dreds of children of the pioneers who first
came to the Santa Clara Valley before
the war and worked at great sacrificesto
give their children an opportunity to ob-
tain as much schooling as possible; of the
most commendable efforts made by those
who were born of parents who did not
lose confidence or respect for the pride
of their forefathers and the right to hu-
man dignity and its preservation, not by
accepting a temporary economic restraint
but by encouraging and in some cases,
demanding thattheir children conformto
the need that an education is the key to
all opportunity. That even though they
would have to suffer some passing luxury
and perhaps some of the older childrens
hand me down clothing, that they would
be assured that soon, as soon as they
finished their schooling, that there would
be a new way of life,

The promise that these migrants
made to their children has not been an
empty one. There are thousands of ful-
fillments of this promise in visible evi-
dence as can be seen by the hundreds of
Mexican-American property owners that
are spread throughoutthe West Valley in
all the trac ts such as Cambrian Park,
West Valley, SevenTrees, Almaden Val-
ley as well as in the Eastside and into
Evergreen and Berryessa and north thru
the Northwoods. These residents are not
only owners of new homes but are con-
tributors towards the maintenance of the
fiscal needs of our City. It is also im-
portant to state that many of these new
property owners were at one time de-
pendent on public assistance programs
but their parents believed ina better way
of life for their children,

As thousands of citizens of Mexi-
candescent succedin life pursuits, they

The murder of Gilbert Garza is
only one of the many injustices that we
suffer, but this newly formed group has
resolved that it will involve itself in any
other unjust act. There is a tremendous
undertaking before us, for the forces of
evil are great. The effectiveness of this
group will depend upon the continued sup-
port of the public (we have norich Uncle).
We urge you to contribute financially or
morally. ’

An office will be opened in the
near future. All activities will be coor-
dinated from this center. The effective-

ness of this center will be determined
by the generous contributions of the pub-
lic.

A mass meeting will be held for
the purpose of presenting facts to the
public, naming the persons and agencies
who insist on "covering up" and formu-
lating plans which will allow the public
to protect itself from future injustices.

We need fundsto operate and keep
on fighting this and other cases.
