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LA INJUSTICIA DE LA JUSTICIA

Aun cuando el titulo de estas lineas se
pueda tomar por una insensatez o un juego
de palabras, no lo es, todo lo contrario,
tienen un hondo sentido y ademas encierran
una tragica verdad.

Si pensamos en el Decalogo sabemos que
los Diez Mandamientos le fueron entregados
a Moises, como la ley fundamental de la
Nacion Hebrea. Si pensamos en el Derecho
Romano, sabemos que muchos paises en el
mundo basan sus leyes en los principios del
mencionado derecho. Sabemos tambien que
la humanidad a traves de los siglos ha trata-
do de promulgar leyes que protejan sus
derechos.

Se ha dicho que; Toda es un Derecho,
pero no todo Derecho es Ley. Tambien se
ha dicho que: Todo crimen es un delito,
pero no todos los delitos son crimenes.

En tiempos remotos se uso el derecho de
castigar un delito como una venganza, esto
creaba muchos abusos, hasta el grado de que
por una ofensa leve se condenaba a muerte
al ofensor. Entonces aparecieron las prime-
ras reglas o leyes; una de estas fue llamada
la Ley Talion o sea ojo por ojo diente por
diente, esto se hizo con el fin de no extra-
limitar el castigo. Sin embargo, las penas se
imponian como castigo al culpable y ejem-
plo a la comunidad; pero eran exageradas y
se daban casos en que se quitaba la vida a
un sirviente por que habia robado al amo,
se le hacia confesar su culpabilidad, aunque
fuera inocente, dandole tormento.

Kant, el filosofo, sostenia que el principio
fundamental de la ley penal, era la preser-
vacion de la justicia. En el siglo XIX se
considero el derecho de castigar, como la
facultad de sancionar ciertos actos que poni-
an en peligro la seguridad social y la pena
tenia que ser en proporcion al delito.

La's teorias de Cesar Lombardo, Enrique
Ferri ;. Rafael Garofalo, todos ellos italianos,
contribuyeron a la creacion de metodos cien.
tificos para la idenificacion y clasificacion
de los criminales. Posteriormente y tomando
como punto de partida todas las leyes y

teorias anteriores, el sistema judicial ha av-
anzado al parejo de todos los adelantos de
la civilizacion actual. Pero desgraciadamente
todavia no hemos encontrado la formula que
nos de por resultado la proteccion real y
verdadera de los derechos individuales; todo
lo contrario, la violencia es mayor cada dia,
los crimenes y delitos aumentan hasta poner
en peligro la estabilidad de la sociedad. La
candidad de leyes y reglamentos que se es-
tablecen constantemente, son indecifrables
rompe cabezas tanto para los acusadores
como para los acusados, lo mismo que para
los jueces y los abogados.

Todos los crimenes y delitos que se come-
ten voluntaria o involuntariamente, cuando
llegan a las cortes se hacen interminables, lo
mismo es que sea un crimen horrendo, un
robo, un asalto, un estupro, una infraccion a
un regalamento o una simple querella sin
ninguna importancia ni transcendencia para
la proteccion de los derechos individuales.

La aplicacion de la justicia se hace cada
dia mas turbia; los jueces, con algunas ex-
cepciones, no se atreven a sentenciar a un
criminal por el temor a las represalias que
este o sus complices puedan ejercer contra
el, sus bienes o su familia; esto en parte es
justificable. o

Algunos abogados ponen sus conocimientos
legales como una mercancia en subasta, al
mejor postor. Afortunamente hay abogados
que defienden a sus clientes poniendo toda
su voluntad y capacidad, aun cuando no
estan seguros de que su cliente pueda pagar
sus honorarios y sin temor de las represalias
de la parte contraria, para esos abogados su
apostolado es defender a sus clientes de una
injusticia.

En los casos de infracciones a los x:egla-
mentos, el tramite es mas ligero, haciendo
que el infractor pague una multa, como en
el caso de las violaciones a los reglamentos
de transito, En caso de inconformidad, el
infractor es requerido por el juez para que
se presente en otra fecha, esto presume per-
der otro dia de trabajo, lo cual resulta mas
caro que pagar la infraccion 1o cometida
y por lo tanto arbitraria. :

La omnipotencia que las leyes le dan a
los jueces los hace semi-dioses y su veredicto
por injuste que sea se tiene que acatar, so
pena de recibir mas severo castigo. Dios en
su poder infinito puede perdonar. Los jueces
de la especie humana son inflexibles en sus
sentencias; ellos no son culpables, la cul-
pable es la sociedad que les ha dado ese
poder.

STOP VD

Diane Carey is smiling because she’s pret-
tiecr that way, not because there’s anything
funny about venereal disease. Diane is a
health consultant with the State Department
of Education, which is cooperating with the
State Department of Health and the Cali-
fornia Ad Group in observing “VD Aware-
ness Month” in April. The license plate? It
belongs to Ron Cremo, a health department
VD control expert. He said anyone can get
straight information about VD by calling a
toll-free number (800) 952-5250.

DON'T BE AFRAID TO ASK ABOUT VD

Want to know about VD? Afraid to ask?

Dial toll-free (800) 952-5250. The answers
will be direct, and the call is confidential.
Incidentally, April is VD Awareness Month.

Why ask about VD? Because it’s not go-
ing away, despite some optimistic reports of
fewer cases in scattered areas.

The State Department of Health said to-
day that California is just about holding its
own with VD. It has twice the average num-
ber of VD cases reported by the 50 states,
and is third highest in the number of gonot-
rhea cases. Gonorrhea, also known as “clap”
and other impolite euphemisms, is the most
common of venereal diseases.

Las year, public and private agencies in

California spent more than $31 million for
VD victims. That's about $1.50 for each
man, woman and child.

Despite this enormous expenditure—and
the existence of widely available treatment
facilities—gonorrhea and syphilis accounted
for more than 62 percent of all communi-
cable disease cases in 1973. More than 100,-
000 cases of VD alone were reported last
year.

And the health department says, for each
case of VD reported, at least three are not.
Conservatively, at least 400,000 cases of VD
occurred in California last year, and 300,000
weren’t treated.

Although recognizing that the fight
against VD is a continuing effort, the Cali-
fornia Legislature this year designated April
as “VD Awareness Month,” during which
special efforts will be made to bring infor-
mation and treatment to the public.

The campaign is a joint effort on the State
Department of Health, the State Department
of Education, and the free services of the
California Ad Group, a volunteer organiza-
tion of advertising executives. The private
organization, created a year ago to promote
public service advertising, has coined the
slogan, “Get VD before it gets you.”

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10 years after

Ten years after the 1964 Civil Rights
Act, blacks in the U.S. face a frustra-
ting paradox:

While opportunities in some areas
of housing, education, and employ-
ment increase, many doors remain
closed, or barely open.

At the same time, however,
throughout the country some notable
“‘firsts’’ are beginning to be made in
previously unchallenged areas.

In February of this year, the U.S.
Department of Justice filed a civil
suit in Hartford, Conn., against a
large real-estate company for dis-
criminating against black buyers. It

is the first discrimination suit filed by
the Justice Department in Con-
necticut.

Damages awarded

In San Mateo County, just south of
San Francisco, two black high-school
teachers were awarded $4,300 in dam-
ages because they were refused
rental of an apartment. The award
was the first in San Mateo County
since the Civil Rights Act.

And in San Francisco, a ruling by
the U.S. Supreme Court in 1973
enabled a group of tenants in a large
apartment complex to have a hearing
on discrimination charges against the
management. It was the first time
that the high court ruled that persons

who are not direct victims of dis-
crimination may file suits. In the
case, the plaintiffs argued that they
were being denied the social benefits
of living in an integrated community.

Potentially one of the most forceful
weapons in the battle against racial
discrimintion is the Equal Employ-
ment Opportunities Act of 1972. This
legislation empowers the Equal Em-
ployment Opportunities Commission
(EEOC) with the right to sue employ-
ers who have discriminatory hiring
practices and policies.

Settlement reached

Even before the ink dried on the act,

the EEOC, the U.S. Justice Depart-
ment, and the U.S. Labor Department
had reached a $38 million settlement
with American Telephone & Tele-
graph on behalf of minority workers
(13,000 women and 2,000 men) who
had been discriminated against. Even
though AT&T did not concede that it
was guilty of discrimination, it did
agree to the settlement.

Despite such deep inroads into
equal opportunity, statistics from the
United States Census Bureau indicate
the socioeconomic status of blacks
and whites still differing sharply. The
1872 median income among whites in
the U.S. was $11,549 compared to
$6,864 for blacks. And even though the
proportion of black workers in the
total work force jumped by 8 percent
between 1966 and 1972, most remain at
low-level jobs.

At the same time that employment
opportunities have increased slightly
in some areas for blacks, overall
unemployment for blacks hovers st a
rate nearly four times the i.utiostal
average.

Statistics hsow racial segregation
in the nation’s suburbs increased
between 1960 and 1970 despite legisla-
ticn aimed at assisting blacks to leave
city slums behind.

One study disclosed that out of 18
suburban areas near major metro-
politan areas only two — New York
and Los Angeles — actually de-
creased segregation. According to the
1870 U.S. census, Milwaukee is the
most segregated metropolitan area in
the nation, with a slim 1.3 percent of
the area's 106,000 blacks living out-
side the central city.

Government action, such as bans on
discrimination in housing and prop-
erty sales, and the 1968 Housing and
Urban Development Act, have not
made significant, broad inroads into
housing-discrimination practices.

While some laws designed to end
discrimination have not had the re-

sults hoped for, and while many
blacks are encouraged by new laws,
they insist that the long view of race
relations is the most viable.

For others, the importance of
‘‘black awareness'’ transcends even
the most welcomed laws against
discrimination. ‘I hope that militant
separatism is only a stage in which we
as a black people learn to love
ourselves,” sald a black graduate
student at Stanford University. "I
hope we can live in a truly integrated
world — a multiracial world where
people can be different without ter-
rifying one another.”
