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The walls were 2"x6" studs with no walltoard, just the studs
with the sheathing fer tre outeide of the building shcwing te-
tween them. There was noc ceiling overhead, only the peaked
roof freming coverecd by the roof sheathing and the recessary
2"x6" ceiling joists stretching from side wall tec sgide wall.
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Twe emell windows, ore on either side dispensed a minimal ge-
gree of ligkt. Several droplights with bare light globes hung
from the ceiling joists. The only clue to the possibility of
this being an office were the three desks, half dczen office
chairs end two four drawer metal filing cabinets in the center
¢f the room. Insgpecticn of sgeveral large cardhoard boxes on
the desks reveelecd typing paper, ncte books and general office
supplies. I added my stack of papers tc the boxes on the desks
and relreated to the pickup truck for a trip through and erou-
nd the bare wecd and bleck paper, unoccupied city.

Backing the pickup truck from the south sice cf the build-
ing that was to be my office, a distance of 50 feet, I stopped
there for a short period of time. Including the unit I hac just
left there were four buildings in a row. Building #20, the cne
I would occupy, Building #21 on tke left and Buildings #1% and
#18, lined up tc the right. Beyond these structures and paral-
lel to them weg & high wire fence with another fence beyond it
and I judged the fences tec be & or 10 feet high and made of a
heavy gage wire. A main road with considerabletraffic boundec
the docuble fence on the north. Te the left end tc the right
where fences comming from tke scuth intersected this ncrth fer-
ce, at “eachcocorner was a guard tower , restrainingly visille
above the rocf tcps. The towers were rnot occupied but they did
invoke a momentary ominous reacticr.

Listening tc the sounds cf the rapidly mcving flow cf
vehicles beyond the fence caused me Lo wecnder if some of the X
drivers ¢r pessengers at this very mcoment passing the Center
right be Jarenese indivicduals already scheduled to ke locking
out from this wery fecility witkin a few days.

Getting underway ageir ir the pickup, this time §winging
in & tight arch to the.left I let the car meve whtil I was fac-
ing south instesd of nortk. I stopped tc look ir this direction
for awkile. The first thing I notec¢ was a rcadway running east
ernd west just in frent of me but the roadway seemed to be swing-
ing in a curve to the south. This puzzled me momentarily, but
then I realized that it was pert cf the fdirground horse racing
