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Interview with
Jess Delgado

Whatever happened to "first time candi- '

date," Jess Delgado, 30, who just missed
forcing a run-off election between himself
and Supervisor Domonic Cortese, 43, the
incumbent, in last June's election?

Back then there was so much to do. A
multitude of speeches had to be delivered
in every auditorium, household, or street
corner, to anyone who cared to listen.

Supporters had to be organized. Precinct
workers had to be gathered, as he led a side-
walk bandwagon through neighborhoods in
search of doorbells to push ‘and hands to
squeeze, while spreading the word like a
gospel preacher that "Delgado’ was running
for office.

An office had to be opened and strategy
had to be planned as the staff stuffed en-
velopes, and the candidate opened leters
with campaign contributions of $5 and $10
from people familiar and unknown. (One man
donated $350 and has never met the can-
didate.)

All of this organization had to be done as
time mowed: away the hours. Delgado tried
to stretch the day, going from office to
school, from campaigner to teacher, and
back again. Working 12 hours a day globe-
trotting the city, breathing life and vigor
into his campaign, while temporarily cutting
deep into his family and personal time.

. The sum of all that effort reduced the
incumbent's hopes for a first ballot victory
to a narrow margin of one per cent. On elec-
tion day, all of the local incumbents won,
and won with wider margins than Cortese.
Even fhoug!ﬁ Delgado didn't win, he says he
increased his following five times. Many of

ortese appointees and supporters have
marched over to Delgado’s side.

. Looking'bacl( on the race, Delgado gives

s evaluation of the election returns. As he
sees it, proposition 15, the nuclear initiative,
increased the number of “'one-issue voters"
who consequently inflated incumbent votes
due to their back of knowledge of other can-

didates and issues.

"I | had it to do over again, we would
do more or less the same thing," explained
Delgado, "assuming you add the dimension
of increased one-issue voters."

"We had no idea the issue would be so
high anti-15. And again, these are peopl.e
that usuallly never vote, but | guess their
job was at stake—they had been scared f'o
death by the industrialists that wouldn't
benefit from proposition 15." Said Delgado:
"These people were one-issue oriented. And
aside from that, they didn't really know v./ho
was running for what. So, most of the fime
in situations as that, they look at the in-
cumbent."

"Il give you an example. On the west-
side, there were precincts that had never
gone beyond 70 to 75 per cent. Some had
78 to 80 per cent. The more that turned out,
the worse it was for me."

"The Eastside—the one that we were
really counting on—had an average turn-
out of between 50 per cent and 55 per cent
compared with an average of 64 to 74 per
cent on the Westside. (There's) quite a dis-
crepancy there."

"If | had it to do over again," continued
Delgado, "'l would have pointed out how bad
the incumbent is. As it was, | was much too
nice. | tried to present a positive image of
a full qualified young person. | guess it's the
old axiom—nice guys finish last—could pos-
sibly be related to this election."

Delgado felt the extra vote wou'l'd have
fell in his lap had tales of Corfese's_ lack of
attendance" at official or commum'fy meet-
ings been widely known. "It wasn't known
that he was kicked off two commissions for
lack of attendance. That wasn't in the
Paper,'" said Delgado. :

Another factor that Delgado contributes
to his narrow loss was the type of news
coverage the San Jose Mercury-News gave
his campaign.

""We must understand that there is a small

group of people that have always controlled
the local scene, and will not allow people
like myself to have an equal chance — an
equal opportunity to' get elected to public
office.

"We saw this in my election when the
local rag — you may quote me on that —
carried very obscene, racial, slurring cover-
age of myself. | can't understand it. They
are so damned afraid of me, | don't see why
| am neither a radical or a reactionary |
have given many years of public service,
(12 years) and | will continue to give even
more.""

What are you referring to — editorial or
news coverage?

“I'm referring to — supposedly news
coverage — that was more editorial than
news. I'm referring to newspaper stories dis-
torting what my answers were and adding
labels,”" Delgado explained.

Any examples?

“"Certainly, they supposedly published our
answers to a questionnaire which included
questions about our philosophy, and our
lives."

As an example a copy of the Sunday
Mercury News, Focus Section, dated May
23, 1976 was pulled to compare the text.

Cortese and Delgado are described differ-
ently. Here's a small portion of the text:
CORTESE

""Seeking his third term is the only candi-
date born in the country, Don Cortese, a
43-year-old life time resident rancher-busi-
nessman.

A political science graduate of the Uni-
versity of Santa Clara, Cortese has been
active in a wide spectrum of local civic ac-
tivities for many years. His list of affiliations
ranges from several youth and parent
oriented groups to minority and business
associations.

Despite all his civic endeavors, he still
manages to participate in family business
and ranch interest in East San Jose and Ever-
green area, where he resides with his wife
and five children."

DELGADO

"' Although he has been a registered voter
in the Second Supervisorial District for only
one year, candidate Jess Delgado has been
a Santa Clara County resident for 18 years.
... Born in Mexico, he became a naturalized
citizen in 1964. . . . The 30-year-old candi-
date, youngest of all eight seeking three su-
pervisorial seats, is the only one who identi-
fies with the liberal wing of the Democratic




Party."

It must be pointed out that the Mercury-
News endorsed the re-election of Cortese,
and included his name in a list of endorse-
ments that ran daily prior to the election.

Looking back on the article, Delgado had
three objections:

"NUMBER ONE, | have a family and I'm
a married person. They left that out. Where-
as the opponent — not only is he Happily
Married but, you know, he has oodles and
oodles of happiness with his children.

"NUMBER TWO, | was born in Mexico.
They forgot to mention that | was born in
Mexico to American parents. I'm an Ameri-
can Citizen.

"THIRDLY, they called be liberal when I
had specifically — in written form — said |
considered myself a moderate . . . The way
they put it, not only was | a liberal—| was a
radical. Whereas my opponent was a good
family man, church going, and had innumer-
able endorsements, when in actuality | beat
him (in endorsements) 20 to his 2. He got
two and Mr. Never got one. — That's or-
ganization!"

—>—

Looking back at the whole campaign, Del-
gado says his support was very strong for
his first race and that he is grateful to the
many people who worked for him.

"We lost this election by an average of
two votes per precinct. So for those people
who think that their vote isn't important,
they are sadly mistaken."

What is Jess Delgado doing now?

You might find him at home repairing the
lawn sprinkler, or in his backyard caring for
his cornucopia of garden delights. There's
corn, peppers, tomatoes and even a shed
with five or six-month-old hens awaiting the
time when Delgado will place their eggs on
the breakfast menu.

To sum it up, Delgado is relaxing in the
valley between the mountain of the past
election, and looking toward the mountain
of future opportunities in government. What
his next job will be is not exactly clear, but
he did say he has contacted the Sacramento
area, and is awaiting the official word. Who
knows what the next telephone call will bring.
But you can be sure Delgado hasn't given up.

Police Community
Relations

by Maria Elsa Cestna

It is no secret that for quite sometime
now, the relationship between the Chicano
community and the San Jose Police Depart-
ment leaves something to be desired. Chi-
canos are at best, dissatisfied with the man-
ner in which some officers enforce the law.
In San Jose this dissatisfaction can lead to
hostility, lack of confidence, respect and co-
operation.

The very nature of police work often
lends itself to contact between individuals
under less than favorable circumstances.
And although policemen seldom have con-
trol over the factors which lead an individual
to commit a crime, the manner in which
they conduct an investigation, car stop,
search or methods employed to subdue a
disturbance is often what the community ob-
jects to. Such incidents, if they occur often
enough, put doubts in people's minds about
the credibility or methods of apprehension
used by the police force.

It is doubtful whether the extensive cover-
age local newspapers give to clashes be-
tween police and Spanish surname persons
goes very far toward creating goodwill be-
tween the two.

Most people could give their opinion of
what the Police Department is doing wrong
if you asked them. They might mention that
due to an incident where they came into
contact with the police and an officer abused
his authority by harrassing, or using poor
judgment, they have a negative attitude to-
wards all law enforcement officials. This fre-
quenly happens. A person forms an opinion
about a group of people based on the ac-
tion of one individual. This can be a basis
for prejudice, whether racial, or occupa-
tional. This type of attitude, born of gross
generalizations, ignorance and fear is one
barrier to effective communication between
citizens and law enforcement officials.

In response to the need for better police/
community relations, some programs are
available where the public meets police of-

ficers under friendlier circumstances. The
police Activities League is one such program
which is especially successful in its relations
with sports minded individuals. Developed
in 1967 by Sgt. James Guido out of an in-
terest to curb gang fighting, P.A.L. initially
offered pool and boxing facilities. Today
P.A.L. has expanded to offer instruction in
the areas of soccer, gymnastics, judo, foot-
ball, etc., they now have their own stadium,
their officers located at 460 Park Avenue
will answer any questions you have about
the sports offered in your area, call 277-
4000, ext. 4725.

Another office which offers programs
aimed at improving community relations is
the Crime Prevention/Community Relations
Unit located on 2244 Story Road. They offer
a variety of public services, including dem-
onstrations, exhibits,  seminars on crime pre-
vention. One of the goals of the unit is to
"familiarize the public with the function of
he San Jose Police Department in order to
promote public support in crime preven-
tion." It is my feeling that the only thing
that is more important than solving a crime,
or arresting the person responsible, is de-
terring a person from ever committing a
crime. It was the feeling of the officers at
the Community Relations Unit that lack of
concern and initiative on behalf of the public
contributes to the rising crime rate.

For information on how to start neighbor-
hood watch programs, participate in the ride
along program, protection for women or to
get general advice on how to burglar proof
your home, contact the Crime Prevention/
Community Relations Unit at their offices
on 2244 Story Road, Monday through Friday
from 3:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m., or call 277-
4133. One full time Spanish speaking officer
is available to help you. A crime prevention
unit is intended to be used so why not take
advantage of this community service.

P.AL. and the Crime Prevention/Com-
munity Relations Unit are a step in the right
direction towards friendlier police/commun-




ity relations. Unfortunately whenever an
officer uses poor judgment in handling a
situation, these community relation pro-
grams take a step backwards, actions often
speak louder than words. Whenever hostile
feeling exist between community members
and the police, both sides lose.

Basically there is a drastic and overwhelm-
ing need for more Community Relations pro-
grams and a need for the San Jose Police
Department and the Chicano community to
confront one another on a person to person
level.

On September 4th, an exhibit of oils,
watercolors, and sculpture by Alberto Melen-
dez opened at El Centro Cultural de la
Gente. -

Alberto Melendez has worked extensively
in steel sculpture, using welding tools to
carve figures from solid steel blocks. He is
considered to be one of the few,-if not the
only artist who works with steel in this man-
ner.

Melendez now does sculpture only on
commission, and is now exploring the me-
diums of watercolors and oils. Several of his
most recent works illustrate the process of
urban renewal in San Jose. One of his most
striking pieces depicts the oldest commercial
building being torn town — despite protests
by the Society For, The Preservation of His-
torical Buildings.

Some of Melendez's work is characterized
by what he calls ""negative space,” which is
a striking bold stroke technique that sym-

blizes rather than details, portions of a

figure.

Born in Lubbock, Texas, the 42 year-old
Melendez initially learned how to weld after
leaving the Navy. He also studied drawing
on his own. For many years he operated an
ornamental iron works business in Texas.

The exhibit opened Sept. 4th and will run
through Sept. 30th.

""The Price
‘ It Too High”

The Board of Directors of the Mexican-
l‘ American Council on Alcoholism (MACA)
t announced today that they have decided not
| to renew any further contracts with Santa
Clara County for bilingual, bicultural alco-
holism services after September 30, 1976.
They will be forced to begin phasing out all

three (3) offices immediately.

MACA's purpose when started in 1971
was to provide much needed culturally rele-
vant services to Mexican-American alcoho-
lics and their families due to lack of those
services in this county at that time. MACA

| has been the leader in this field and has con-
sistently provided the services. However,
MACA is unable to accept further county
funding because the "price is too high' due
to the following conditions:

® On July 2, 1976 the Bureau of Alcoholism
Services director sent county empolyees
to enter MACA's confidential client
records without a written consent form
signed by either the client or MACA.
From these records, the county employees
obtained the addresses of eigth (8) of
MACA's clients and then proceeded to
these client's homes to question them. It
is MACA's opinion that this action not
only invaded the privacy of these clients,
but also strained the therapeutic rela-
tionship between these clients and their
MACA counselors.

* MACA is also of the opinion that the Bu-
reau of Alcoholism Services director is
selectively enforcing his administrative
policies on MACA, ‘while other agencies
who are in direct competition with MACA
for monies for their programs are not be-
ing subjected to similar treatment.

The county is equiring MACA to provide
very ertensive documentation of services
rendered, collection of data on clients,
and numerous other forms of all natures
which are being revised and superceded
frequently. MACA feels that this over-
abundance of paperwork is counter-
productive in that more time is required
documenting the service rendered than
in actually providing the service

!iﬁcal"_ maneuvering by the county which
is seekmg to set up its' own programs for
the Mexican-American alcoholic.

* MACA is currently aware of certain "po-

* Although MACA has been successful in
providing services to this county for the
past five (5) years, the county's 1976-77
proposed alcoholism budget prepared by
the director of alcoholism services recom-
mends elimination of MACA, but also
recommended approval of a brand new,
untested, unproven program for $100,000.

* MACA feels that the county is attempt-
ing to completely incorporate MACA in-
to county operations, which would retun
MACA to the insensative services condi-
tions which prevailed in this county five
(5) years ago and which is why MACA was
established in the first place.

The Board of Directors of MACA feels
that the price of accepting further county
funding is too high when they wo.uld have to
participate in what they consider to be
questionable politics and unprofessional
treatment of their clients. MACA also fe.els
they would have to compromise the quality
of their services and the dignity of the com-
munity they serve as well as the organiza-
tion itself if they were to comply with these
county practices.

Consistent with MACA's primary purpos
of providing quality services in the com-
munity, they will be keeping their door ope;
at (1591 East Santa Clara Street (at 33r
St.) San Jose, Ca. 926-2818) on a volun+.ar‘l
basis while they are seeking out alternative
funding from private sources. A more de-

Chianos Still
Face Prejudice

The importance of a college education is
one aspect of life that became very clear to

workers of this country.

Growing up in a system where the income
of the family depended on seasonal employ-
ment and long periods of unemployment and
hardship, these children were determined to
do something about their future.

Unfortunately, many of these Chicano
youngsters thought that a college education
was an avenue not intended for them. When
they left the fields to settle in urban areas,
they only sought steady employment.

Their level of aspiration was limited to
what they felt society would let them do.
They knew they could only go as far as the
White Anglo-Saxon majority would let them.

The period of time to which | am referring
is not so long ago—the 1950's in our tol-
erant and liberal great State of California.

| speak on this matter from first-hand ex-
perience. When | was registering for col-
lege at San Jose State University in 1950,
the dean of students suggested that perhaps
| ' would be better off if | enrolled in the
trade school, which was then next to the col-
lege. I did not follow his advice.

After struggling for nearly five years,
supporting a family of four during a reces-
sion and taking a full load at college, | have
to say that in those days, it ook more than
courage to do it.

V\{hen | had won that battle and held my
Precious degree in my hand, little did | know

that another battle was ahead—employ-
ment.

After successfully passing a state board
exam to practice public health in California,
| applied for a vacant job in the San Jose
City Health Department. | took a Civil Serv-
Ice exam and came out at the top of the
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eligible list.

I+ took the Health Department four
months to appoint me to fill that vacancy.
Twelve years later, | found out from some
of my fellow employees the reason why they
had delayed the decision to offer me the
job. My supervisors were afraid the public
would not accept a "Mexican" as a health
inspector. ‘

Many things have changed since those
days that are not that long ago. The social
conscience of our population has changed
to accept a more meaningful role of our
population of Mexican ancestry.

Our Chicano population has become
more active in civic affairs and business; and

the children of ‘Hhe" nomadic agricultural. | More have entered institutions of higher
e

learning and the professions.

We are, nevertheless, still far from
achieving the necessary leverage in 'fh'e po-
litical and business community that is re-
quired ot open the doors to the many thou-
sands of Chicanos that are still struggling
for the basic things of life.

Although the number of Chicano profes-
sionals has increased considerably, | find tha’r
most have gone into fields that are the first
ones to be eliminated when there is an eco-
nomic crisis.

Most of our Chicano professionals in gov-
ernment, for example, have been hired.for
socially-oriented jobs such as human.relations
and social work. ‘

ity young people to seek fechmcql careers.

Retraining Year
Ends for Seven

Seven U.C. Santa Cruz maintenance
trainees, including two women, have com-
pleted a year-long course designed to up-
grade their skills in electricity, carpentry, ma-
chine repair and plumbing.

Purpose of the employee devel'o‘pme"*
program is to give women and minorities of-
the-job training, course work and encourage-
ment for careers in the maintenance fu.eld.

The seven worked half-time as custodians,
groundskeepers and laborers. The rest of the



day, they took special courses at Cabrillo
College andtrained with skilled UCSC staff
members on a variety of maintenance pro-
jects.

Once interviewed and selected to take
part in the program, the trainees attended a
four-month Cabrillo College course in how to
build a house. For three hours a day, five
days a week, they hammered, plumbed and
spliced.

During the same four months, members of
the training team took a course in blueprint
reading, some at Cabrillo and others by
correspondence. For some, math tutoring
was offered to help them through the course
assignments.

Thre final phase of the development plan
was on-the-job training with UCSC mainten-
ance supervisors. The group worked on heavy

equipment operation, plumbing, and carpen- |
try jobs. They took an additional course in

basic electricity from Bruce Webster of the
UCSC maintenance staff.

The trainees also were given a special
course in communication skills, including ac-

tive listening and Hayakawa's theory of self-
concept.

Employees taking part were, Eleanor Bon-
ner, Brenda Dumford, Arthur Martinez, Jose
Martinez, Benny Lopez and Petfer Bolanos,
all of Santa Cruz, and Jesus Medina of
Watsonville.

El 21 de mayo pasado 28 estudiantes y su
maestra perdieron la vida en el accidente
que sufrié un vehiculo escolar en el puente
de Benicia-Martinez. Desde la fecha del
accidente se abrié una investigacion en la
que han tomado parte las autoridades, para
saber la causa del accidente y sobre quien
puede recaer la culpa y la responsabilidad
de las 29 vidas que se perdieron.

Los peritos que se han dedicado a inves-
tigar, han encontrado muchas irreqularidades
que entran en la categorfa de las que prin-
cipalmente son las autoridades las respon-
sables de vigilar.

El Departamento de Transito (Motor Ves
hicle Dto.) Tiene la obligatién de organizar
el transito de vehiculos, vender las licencias
y placas de identificacién, leventar infrac-
ciones a los que qubraten las reglas estab-
lecidas en su reglamente, revisar los vehi-
culos particulares, escolares y de servicios
pliblicos, en caso de accidente hacer las in-
vestigaciones.

Las autoridades escolares, deben ser re-
sponsables por la seguridad de los estudian-
tes y de cualquier clase de equipo que ten-
gan que usar.

Las autoridades Federales Estatales y
Locales, tienen la obligacién de reglamentar
los servicios pablicos en general.

En el caso del fatal accidente en el que
se perdieron 29 vidas, todas estas autor-
dades son responsables en parte; aunque
quieran hacer recaer la culpa o tirarle la pelo-
ta a otros.

El Dto. de Transito fallé al hacer la in-
speccién del auto bus del accidente, con 26
afios de servicios. Las autoridades escolares
se desentendieron del estado del vehiculo
que transportaba a sus estudiantes. Las
autoridades Federales, Estatales y Locales
no se dieron cuenta que el trazo del puente

representa un peligro para los automovilis-
tas. La compafia de transportes que renta
esos vehiculos, es la més directa responsable:
el auto bus que renté para el transporte de
los estudiantes, fomando en cuenta los 26
afos de servicio que ha dado, pudo haber
fallado en muchas de sus partes, no sélo la
banda del compresor de aire para operar
los frenos; pero los encargadas de la inspec-
cién de vehiculos escolares y de servicio
plblico, si acaso hicieron la inspeccién, se
hicieron de la vista gorda o no tienen los
conocimientos necesarios para saber cuando
un transporte esté en condiciones de dar ser-
vicio.

Después del nifio ahogado; tapen el pozo.

Segiin las informaciones de los peritos se
puede poner en claro: Que el puente en
que ocurrié el accidente, debe ser més ancho
y menos pronunciada la curva, con letreros
bien visibles de EXTREMA PRECAUCION.

Que se debe hacer inspeccién especial
y més frecuente a los vehfculos escolares y
de servicio piblico de pasajeros.

Que ningtin vehfculo escolar puede estar
en servicio, si la fecha de su fabricacién es
da més de diez afios.

Que el operador de un vehiculo de trans-
porte escolar o de pasajeros pase un examen
de competencia, tanto de manejo, como del
conocimiento del estado de su méquina.

Que ninguna persona convicta de manejar
en estado de ebriedad, pueda ser autorizada
para guiar un vehfculo escolar.

Todo lo que se haga ahora y en el futuro,
no consuela el dolor de las personas que
tuvieron la desgracia de perder a sus seres
queridos; pero su sacrificio debe servir para
que no se repita éste espantoso accidente,
en el que sélo se ha demostrado una gran
negligencia que debe ser corregida.
