FREE VACATION
RACKET

If someone offers you a “free vacation”
take a careful look at it and don’t hand out
any cash until you are sure it is bonafide,
warns Robert Horger, the County Director
of Weights, Measures and Consumer Af-
fairs.

He reports that the County seems to be
flooded with supposedly free offers, which
seem to be rackets.

The usual procedure is for the unwary
consumer to receive a phone call announc-
ing the “Free” trip. A runner arrives at the
house a few minutes later with coupons and
a request for $12 to $15 to “Validate” the
reservations, Horger explained.

Trouble is, many county residents com-
plain, reservations for desired dates are not
obtainable and refunds are hard to come by.

In one case, a couple read the fine print
on the back of the coupon after paying the
runner. One provision was that they had to
send an additional $15 to an outfit in, Los
Angeles.

The couple sent the money, but later re-
ceived a refund with a letter stating the
chosen dates were not available. Problem
was—the first $15 paid to the runner was
not refundable.

Horger said that in another case, a woman
opened the coupon packet after paying the
runner and nowhere in the contents did it
tell where to write or call for reservations.

Several of these firms are presently under
investigation in other counties and by the
Attorney General’s Office, he explained.

It is a wise buyer who recognizes that
something for nothing usually ends in noth-
ing for something, Horger reminded poten-
tial buyers.

These two minority alcoholism councils
are unique in the state. Lechuga and Joyner
speculate they may be unique in the United
States.

Not designed as separatist institutions, the
centers will take care of any alcoholic who
needs help according to the pair.

The centers are federally funded through
a sub-contract with the National Institute
of Mental Health for their services with the
county.

The two centets offer the wide range of
services available through the county’s alco-
holism program from referals to the coun-
ty’s Social Service Department to schooling
through the Model Cities program.

Besides Joyner, the Black Council is staf-
fed with a white and Chicano counselor.

“We're ready to help any alcoholic,” says
Joyner. “But we've called it the Black
Council so Blacks would have a place to
go. None of these programs are segregated,
we deal with everyone the same.

“The ultimate goal is to bring these peo-
ple back into the mainstream of society,”
says Jerome Becker, coordinator of the
County’s Alcoholism program. “Hopefully
this can be accomplished with dispatch.

Lechuga and Joyner both emphasize that
their two organizations wotk as close to-
gether as possible. Joyner refers Chicanos
who only speak Spanish to the Meéxican
American Clinic.

The two programs, both located on the
Eastside are neighborhood oriented.

The Black Council is forming a group of
35 people who live in the neighborhood to
determine .the direction of the clinic.

“This is a neighborhood program,” em-
phasizes Joyner. “If I get people in the

neighborhood involved in the program they
will kaow it’s theirs.”

Both men believe the white man often
cannot relate to the problems of the minori-
ty alcoholic.

Lechuga indicates that the council is cur-
rently studying whether alcoholism is inter-
mingled with the Chicano culture,

Both clinics seek out their patients.

“We are out in the neighborhood. We
look for them, drag them out of the park,
take them from the police and try to help
them,” says Joyner.

Lechuga cites the lack of care for alcohol-
ism on the Eastside.

“There’s no form of rehabilitation here,”
he said. “There’s no de-tox tanks or centers.
There’s nothing like this on the Eastside.”

The Eastside also lacks a facility for Alco-
holics Anonymous meetings.

Joyner has requested donations to remodel
a two-car garage to suffice as a room for
AA meetings.
