Voter Registration

Now that the elections are completed, a con-
centrated effort should be aimed in laying the ground-
work for strong voter education and registration pro=
grams. The community should be made acutely aware
of the necessity for strong voter representation.

According to recent statistics, over 100, 000
Spanish-speaking persons reside within geographical
Santa Clara County. In metropolitan San Jose, over
35,000 Spanish-speaking persons are listed in the re-
cent census., |t is estimated that an undetermined
number of eligible voters do not vote because they
have not registered to vote.

On the morning of February 19, 1953, an
ancient bus with defective brakes rolled in front of a
moving locomotive in the heart of the City of Braw-
ley, leaving 8 men dead and 9 injured strewn along
the tracks.

A produce truck without seats or cover
and carrying 35 men capsized in Stanislaus County in
October 1957, sending 32 of its occupants to the hos-
pital. The men were on an illegal work assignment.

A homemade panel truck with a capacity
of 36 men but carrying 50 caught fire from spilled gas
as it was leaving the town of Soledad early in the
morning of June 17, 1958. Twelve workers were un-
able to escape and were incinerated on the spot, two
others died later,

Forty braceros protested formally in writing
to their consul in April 1957 over unsafe transport-
ation. The protest went unheeded and a month later
one of theirnumber, Toribio Rodriguez, was flung from
an unsecured tailgate and killed,

Vidal Lopez Silva was beheaded by a pro-
peller of a duster plane as he drove through a field
fogged by pecticide dust.

One was pulled into a feed grinder on a
cattle ranch in the Imperial Valley,

Another left his arm in a chopping ma-
chine when his flapping sleeve became entangled in a
gear,

A third ripped his finger on a seed separ-
ator and died of tetanus,

One worker died from inhaling parathion
which he applied without a protecting mask.,

Another lost the sight of one eye after it
was infected with the residue of a spray that had been
applied to tomato plants a few hours earlier,

In 1959 the State Division of Industrial
Safety reported tothe governor of the state that it had
investigated 143 cases of organic phosphate poisoning
and the typical victim was of Mexican descent, did
not speak or read English, and knew nothing of the
hazards to which he was exposed. He was, in other
words, a bracero. The Division pointed out that the
Department of Employment had not specifically au-
thorized the use of Mexicans in such activities,
