Editorials: Why Boycott Coors Beer?

There are several reasons why many people have quit drinking Coors beer. Al-
though many people baycott Coors, the re asons are not always clear to everyone. The
boycott of all Coors products begdn in 1966. Boycott means to “refuse to have any-
thing to do with the product or services" of a company or enterprise. The Colorado
Gl Forum began receiving complaints that the Coors Brewing Company in Golden, Colo-
rado, was discriminating against Chicanos and Blacks in their hiring and promotion prac-
tices. When the Gl Forum began looking into the problem, they found that there were
1330 people working for Coors, of which only 27 were Chicanos. At the time there were
120,000 Chicanos living in the greater Denver area, which includes Golden. The Colo-
rado Gl Forum appealed to other Chicano organizations for support of the boycott. The
Crusade for Justice, UMAS, MECHA, West side Coalition, MAYA, and MAP were some
of the organizations that immediately took up the boycott. The national Gl Forum also
began actively boycotting Coors. By the end of 1967, there were 1820 Coors employees,
and only 74 were Chicanos. One Chicano was in a supervisory capacity, 22 were semi-s
killed and the rest were laborers. Coors con-tinued to deny that they discriminated.

GUILTY OF DISCRIMINATION

In August 1970, the Colorado Civil Rights Commission ruled that the Adolph Coors
Company was guilty of racial discrimination in the 1969 firing of an employee.

COORS ON STUDENT RIGHTS

As a University of Colorado Regent, Joseph Coors opposed student freedoms. On
September 16, 1968, at a Regents meeting Coors said, "'free speech only goes up to
a point, and has its limits." The students at the University strongly objected to Regent
Coors' attitude. An ACUC student assembly gave an overwhelming vote to a resolution
that ""Mr. Coors be censured by this assemb(y for his intimidatory approach to President
Smiley and his politically motivated harassm ent of the SDS National Council." When the
UMC in support of the AFL-CIO strike being waged against the Adolph Coors Com-
pany. The boycott also received official support of the National Student Association
(NSA) at the National Student Congress. 500 students from western states (all NSA
members) voted support of the boycott.

THE ENVIRONMENT

It is ironic that the Coors Company now claims to be concerned about the environ-
ment through their re-cycling program. On A pril 22, 1970, William Coors, President of
Coors Brewing Company, said ''American industry wouldn't pollute except for the fact
of competition." Maybe they should re-cycle the air.

SOME MORE STRIKEBREAKING

During the United Farmworkers grape strike in the late 1960's, Coors trucks were
used to haul scab grapes. The strike breakin g efforts of the Coors Company still exist
today. This summer Coors trucks were seen hauling scab grapes again.

THE TASTE TEST

Many people still drink Coors because "they prefer the flavor." In May of this
year, Federick Meeker, Asst. Professor, California State Polytech College in Pomona,
California, revealed the results of a beer preference test he had conducted. He asked
20 students to identify a singleb rand of beer that was offered to them in unlabeled con-
tainers. Before the test, ten of the students claimed that they could distinguish one beer
from another; 10 students said they could not. The students were asked to drink four dif-
ferent brands of beer. The results were: not one student could identify a single brand of
beer. Some people will have to find another excuse.

BOYCOTT COORS BEER

is far from over. In the last five years the Coors plants has almost doubled in size. This
construction was done by non-union labor. Coors also joined in trying to break the UFW
strikes. Coors claims to believe in a good environment but on the other hand believes in
pollution. As a Regent, Joseph Coors continuously attempted to suppress student rights.
The students did not hesitate to censure him. People who claim to “prefer the flavor
of Coors don't know what they're talking about. The policies and attitudes of Coors to-
wards minorities are still the same.

CHICANOS FACE CHOICE
OF CULTURAL IDENTITY

A person of Mexican ancestry residing in
the United States, whether he is here by
choice or not, has to, soner or later, decide
what he wants to be.

| am not referring in this case to his level
of aspiration that may lead to a professional,
business or political career or merely a ckilled
or semi-skilled trade level.

| am speaking about that choice he has to
make of cultural identification — that is
whether to retain his Mexican identity with
all or most of its traditions, or to cross over
the cultural line and lose himself completely
in the Anglo-Saxon world.

A third and middle choice is to become
bi-cultural and maintain contact with both
cultures.

This is not an easy choice to make because
there are many factors the Mexican-Ameri-
can must consider before he decides whether
he wants to pass as an Anglo-Saxon or a
Mexican or to be in between.

One factor that may influence his choice
is that of social acceptability, especially in
areas where Mexican-Americans are dis-
criminated against. He may find it easier to
move up in his job if he does not advertise
the fact he is Mexican. He may also be
better accepted in certain social circles or
clubs.

Not all Mexican-Americans can hide na-
tional origin. If he has caucasian features
and his acent is not too thick he may get
away with it; but if he has a dark complexion
with black hair and other Indian characteris-
tics, he will have a difficult time convincing
anyone that he is of Swedish ancestry.

Nevertheless, even if he is the '"Mexican
stereotype"" individual, he still has his choice
of what he wants to be. He can cut all ties
with the Mexican-American community by
moving into an all caucasion neighborhood
and limiting his friends to that group. He
may well be as happy in this situation as he
would be with people of his own nationality.
It all depends on cultural outlook and values.

In the sarne manner, a Mexican-American,
whether blond or dark, can chose to live his
Mexican culture and limit his social contacts
to Spanish-speaking people. If he is an immi-
grant to this country, he may not be too
interested in learning English and may re-
main almost confined to the Mexican-
American ''barrios,"" listening to Spanish ra-
dio and TV and attending Spanish-speaking
movies. He may learn some English and the
Anglo-Saxon ways enough to get a job out-
side the "barrio."”

Between these two extremes, he has many
levels of acculturation that can either Mexi-

canize or Anglocize him, more or less.

WHAT IS PROJECTS '75?

Projects '75 is a comprehensive program
of caﬁifal improvements designed to meet

the physical needs of the City of San Jose
through 1981.

The program has been developed by citi-
zens in all parts of the community and has
resulted in a $67.2 million general obligation
bond issue being placed on the May 27 ballot
for voter approval. San Jose hasn't had a
successful General Obligation Bond general
Eurpose election since 1966. Those bonds

ave long been sold.
WHY IS PROJECTS '75 DIFFERENT?

The Projects '75 program is truly a “peo-
ple's program.” It reflects the Jlesires of
thousands of residents in San Jose who spent
countless hours in reviewing the City's needs
for parks, traffic improvements, fire protec-
tion, libraries and other physical necessities.

DID THE CITY COUNCIL SUPPORT THE
CITIZENS PARTICIPATION PROCESS?
Yes, and the citizen participation portion
of the process was approved by the City
Council a year ago and by last May the or-
ganization of citizen task forces was under

" way in the City's 10 urbanized city plan-

ning areas.

A Projects '75 Steering Committee, com-
posed of representatives of each of the plan-
ning areas and a number of at-large citizens
named by the City Council, was formed fo
review and make final recommendations
about the capital needs recommended by
each of the neighborhood groups.

WHAT DID THE STEERING COMMITTEE
AGREE TO FOR PROGRAM OBJECTIVES?

The Steering Commitee adopted a policy
statement outlining goals and objectives for
the program which include:

—The great emphasis should be given pro-
jects which serve existing population and
existing needs.

—Projects stimulating residential growth
should be discouraged.

—Industrial and commercial growth which
benefits needs of existing population shall
be encouraged.

—Only projects which fall within the present
urban service area shall be implemented.

—The impact of projects on the character

of existing neighborhoods should be of pri-
mary concern.

—Unmet commitments from earlier city
bond programs shall be given high priority.

—Multi - jurisdictional projects shall be ex-
amined to insure coordinated effort,
avoidance of duplication and governmen-
tal efficiency and economy.

During the past eight months over 1500
citizens have participated, on a grass roots
level, to develop a comfrehensive capital
improvements program known as Projects
'75. The program consists of five measures
(A-E) on the May 27th ballot. These meas-
ures are urgently needed and will not in-
crease the maximum bond tax rate.

The maximum tax rate for bond redemp-
tion paid by any property owner in San Jose
is 42c per $100 assessed valuation. Approval
of this $67.2 million bond program would
maintain the 42c maximum currently in ef-
fect. Projects '75 is a program developed
by tax-paying <itizens lilfe ourself. It's de-
signed to bolster the Iocar economy, take
advantage of available federal and state




revenue funds, improve the quality of life in
neighborhoods, and to create new employ-
ment opportunities.

MEASURE A — will provide for needed
parks and recreational facilities throughout
the City.

When | mention that | am with the Santa
Clara County Commission on the Status of
Women, people ask me, "What is it?". |
state that '"We work toward eliminating sex
discrimination and to protect women's
rights''; then the highly emotional reactions
begin.

Some typical examples of these reactions
include: ""Feminists are just a bunch of frus-
trated man-hating women!" "It is a White
women's movement and Latinas that join are
just trying to be accepted by these White
women." "No woman is going to tell me
what to do!"

Who wears the pants in the family is not
my concern and hating men is a waste of
good energy. What is my concern is that a
woman must not be made to work for less
money than a man doing the same job;
women should not have to live in inadequate
housing or have to spend time begging for
child support or welfare.

239, of female heads of household
families have incomes below the poverty
level and more than 509, of them are re-
ceiving welfare. These statistics reinforce m
concern for women who end up with chir-
dren to care for and insufficient training to
earn the money it will take to care for their
families properly.

| strongly urge women to prepare them-
selves in case they find themselves in the
dual roles of being mother and father, bread-
winner and homemaker. This is what the
movement is all about, not burning bras,
bossing men and taking over the world.

Let us then analyze other areas that need
clarification. | often hear that Latinas do not
want to be liberated. (This usually comes
from men or from women who do not ven-
ture too far away from their home life.)
Some women do not recognize their own
repression within the culture or even out in
society. Their level of awareness is low and
it does not occur to them to question their

role. As long as a woman fits info that role
which is traditionally considered a "woman's
role," she wil probably not confront the
frustrations faced by women who break the
mold. If she is cared for by her father and
then marries and is cared for by her husband
who earns enough money to support her and
their children, she will probably be happy.
If her husband is not disabled, if she and
her husband are never divorced, or if she is
never widowed, she will probably be happy.
BUT, if anything happens which causes her
to stray from this pattern, there is a good
chance that she will confront the discrimina-
tion facing women in our society.

In 1971, 600 Latinas met in Houston at a
national conference of Raza women. A sur-
vey was taken; 84%, of the women attending
felt that they were not encouraged to seek
professional careers and that higher educa-
tion is not considered important for Latino
women. 849, agreed that women do not
receive equal pay for equal work. 100%,
said that married women or mothers who
work or attend school are still expected to
do the housework, be responsible for the
children, cook and do the laundry. 88,
agreed that the double standard which has
women living under a different set of rules
than men do, still exists. The women were
also asked if they felt that there was dis-
crimination towards them within La Raza;
729, said yes, NONE said no, and 289
voiced no opinion.

Yet, | still hear, '"Well, you cannot be very
Latina and be a feminist." It is my opinion
that it is possible to fit feminism within our
Latino cuﬁure because our culture teaches
us to be proud and strong and feminism
deals with the value of the woman as a hu-
man being.

The machos should not fear the hermanas
who have become their own person but look
at them with pride for practicing the true
teachings of the culture.

A real macho's confidence does not come
from keeping his woman down but being to-
gether enough to have her stand beside him.
The negative concept of machismo is on its
way out. The overglorification of the big
families as proof of a man's virility or a
woman's worth is no longer practical in our
overcrowded world. The quality of life is be-
coming more and more important.

The plight of the mujer will not divert
support from La Causa if we promote car-
nalismo and support each other's struggle
for identity and fulfillment.

FUNNY LADY

Is the sequel to the famed "FUNNY
GIRL," the hit of a few years ago that made
Barbra Streisand a household word. The
movie, you might think, because of the title,
is just a quick "flash in the pan' movie to
make a quick buck. And at first glance |
would be inclined to agree. But, consider
this, the movie stars not only Miss Streisand,
but James Caan and Omar Shariff. The mu-
sic is written by Kander and Ebb (of Cabaret
and Zorba fame). And it is directed by
Herbert Ross, who directed and chore-
graphed "Applause" on Broadway. Some list
of credits, huh? That's what prompted me
tc see it and believe me if you liked the
first one, you'll love the sequel. It has every-
thing the "old" movies had, laughter, ex-
citement, and a good sob or two.

The acting is far from average, from the
simple one liners from the stage crew and
actors to the personal scenes between
Streisand and Caan. They are all handled
with finis and sincerity. As for the musical
numbers, they are something from the long
past. They have exorbant costumes that
would cost the price of an average movie
alone. A big chorus line of competent
dancers. Followed by even more talented
leading performers (Ben Vereens 'Clap
Hands"). On top of all this the movie wastes
no time into getting into the action and is
not long in length. Add Stereophonic sound
on a wide screen and you have a top eve-
ning's entertainment.
