The Court Houses of S.C. County
A HISTORY By W.A. Johnson Esgq.

On our cover appears pictures of the his-

torical CITY HALL in the process of being
demolished. It formerly was occupied by the
San Jose Police Department, Detective Bureau
and was used as a meeting place for the City
Council,

All of these departments have been trans-
ferred to the new civic center located at North
First & Rosa Streets,

Fasew

At the time of the acquisition of California
by the United States of America, the judicial
authority here was by law vested in Alcaldes
and Justices of the Peace, who appear to have
had somewhat similar powers, Although co-
urts of the First Instance were also provided
for by Mexican law, none had actually been
established in Califormia under Mexican rule,
and no judge thereof was ever appointed until
American authority came into being, and jud-
ges were appointed thereunder,

Justices of the Peace, if any were ever
appointed in this locality, are not mentioned
in judicial history, but the Alcaldes are very
prominent therein, and seem to have constit-
juted theprincipal judicialofficers, and to have
assumed some of the powers of Courts of the
First Instance,

The courthouse here under the Mexican
rule was called the Juzgado. It was built in
1798 and was located on or near the westerly
side of Market Street in the Pueblo de San
Jose, about opposite where Post Street now
strikes the eastern line, A one story adobe
building containing three rooms, the middle
one of which was the courtroom, the eastern
one the Alcalde's room, and the western one
the jail, remained the judicial building as lo-
ng as Mexican law was in force.

The Alcalde in 1846 under Mexican law was
Dolores Pacheco,who in that year was captur-
ed by Capt. Thomas Fallon of the American
forces, and the office given to James Stokes,
who was the lst American Alcalde. The foll-
owing were Alcaldes thereafter up to the es-
tablishment of courts under the constitution
of 1849, viz: John Burton, Kimball H,
Dimmick, Richard M. May, John O,
Conroy,Jose Fernandez (ZndAlcalde)
James Weekes, and Charles White.

The l1st judge of the court of the
First Instance was appointed by Am-
erican authority in the spring of 1849,
This court went out of existence in
1850 on the establishment of courts
under the constitution of 1849, Dur-
ing its life the following were judges
thereof, viz: Richard T. May, John
T. Richardson, W.M. Kincaid, and
Kimball H. Dimmick,

The Juzgado was not well adapted
for the purposes of a courthouse un-
der the American system, and in 1850
was pulled down and a two-story bu-
ilding on the west side of First St.,
about opposite to the end of Fountain
Alley, became the court house,

f

This remained the courthouse until the
latter part of 1851 when for a short time the
courts were held in the Bella Union Building
situated on the site of the present Grant Bu-
ilding on the north side of Santa Clara bet-
ween st and Market,

This did not last long and the courtrooms
were moved to the State House Building on the
ecast side of Market Plaza, between San Fern-
ando and San Antonio Streets, and there rem-
ained until that building was destroyed by fire
in the spring of 1853,

For a few months thereafter the courts
were held in an adobe building belonging to
Frank Lightson, located on the east side of
Lightstone Alley, south of Santa Clara Street,
until the county purchased for a courthouse
the two story building known as the What Ch-
eer House, fronting on 2nd Street at the south
east corner of 2nd & San Fernando Streets,

This appears to have been the first court
house building owned by the County of Santa
Clara, and constituted the seat of the courts
for about seven years until 1860 when for ab-
out three years the court house was on the
2nd floor of the City Hall on the west side
of Market Street, north of Santa Clara, which
floor was leased for that purpose, and there
remained until about the middle of 1863, when
other rented quarters were secured in the 2nd
story of a brick building on the northeast cor=-
ner of Market & Post Streets, about opposite
the site where the old Juzgado had been.

This constituted the courthouse until the
year 1868 when the county had its own build-
ing 1n which to house the courts and county
officers,

In 1866 there was begun and in 1868 com=-
pleted, the erection on the present site, a co=
urthouse, at that time considered one of the
finest in the State of California, and the finest
public building in the state, with the exception
of the State Capitol at Sacramento,

On its completion the courts moved there
and for about 63 years remained until the in-
terior of the building was destroyed by fire on
May 18th, 1931,
