For the prisoner, there is a permanent feel-
ing of frustration based on the lack of un-
derstanding on the part of his visitors. Apart
from their failing to understand the urgency
that the prisoner has, they fail to recognize
that unless they are of positive help, he has
virtually no hope. Perhaps, one reason for
this failure lies in their points of view. Their
lives have not changed, while the prisoner’s
life has radically changed! As a result, things
for him assume a degree of importance that
is disproportionate to reality. This distortion
in value seems to grow with each month
that passes. The visitor is aware of it, the
prisoner is not. Thus, evolves the opressing
urgency and futile frustration the prisoner
feels so deeply. It is very real to him.

Many have failed him when he needed
them the most, this he has now accepted.
To offset this fact of life, the prisoner goes
through a strange process of mechanical de-
fense within himself. He takes refuge in
his innermost self where he reorganizes him-
self in the face of the many disappointments
he has encountered. Through his basic
strength and basic beliefs, he has been able
to accomplish this, and now, he is ready to
return to the realities of everyday life. He
has faced a grave crisis and he has over-
come it, but the memory of the past re-
mains. He draws on his past experiences to
create a world of thought wherein he often
escapes for a while. A simple idea, a casual
gesture is enough, sometimes, to send him
back into a vision of memory that he had
long left behind. He eagerly reviews those
memories that constitute pleasure, kindness,
nobility, love, and understanding.

The prisoner reviews his sentamental past
hoping to learn if he really has loved and
if his love is true. Later, on his knees, tear-
fully, he offers thanks, for, yes, he has loved
and he loves still. Symbolically, he relates
what love means to him in two ways. First,
to abstract ideals, and second, to human be-

ings, particularly those who have been close
to him throughout his life. For example, he
has love for his country, for justice, and for
the brotherhood of man, He knows love for
his children, his wife, the mother of his chil-
dren, and for his family now so far away.

In the quiet hours of the night he speaks
a monologue in his mind. Every such mono-
logue takes real form. It is not a mere phan-
tasy, but a very serious manifestation of
thought whose end is escape into a phan-
tasy world which acts as a means of bringing
about a form of spiritual redemption for the
prisoner and a new closeness to the Divine,
which in turn generates a realization of kind-
ness and understanding in the prisoner.

“God, how I love her! If only she could
know the desperation in which I cry out to
her; the degree of my need to know her. She
is the symbol of everything that I have ever
held dear in my life. She symbolizes Freedom,
Love, Kindness and Understanding. Will
these my agonizing feeling reach her and
speak to her? God, God of man, grant me
the power I need to reach her in spirit, to
invade her dreams and softly tell her in her
ear of the greatness of my love, and that in
tribute to her love and inspiration I will
overcome the torment that is my life. God,
grant that I be given the gift of her love
and devotion. Hear me, God! Hear me, Lady
of Guadalupe!”

In his present situation, the prisoner is
daily in contact with brutality and a lack of
social consciousness. In order to avoid be-
coming dehumanized himself, and, thus, be-
come a part of his vicious environment, he
has a great need to relate to things on a
higher spiritual level. By so doing, he will
not succumb to his present surroundings.

His need for love is, of course, related to
his mother, to his children, to his wife, and,
it goes beyond, to reach out to his friends.
On every occasion where he comes in con-
tact with those on the outside, he tries to
communicate to them his need, but too often
this tender sentiment is overwhelmed by the
urgency of his problems. His wife is ill and
finds it increasingly difficult to earn a liv-
ing. His children are in need and they are
not being properly cared for in a material
way. He wonders how he can reach the
higher authorities and make them under-
stand the true nature of his predicament.
To his way of thinking, these are valid rea-
sons worthy of consideration by the authori-
ties in the granting of an earlier release

date, but he has fear in his heart. He has
seen so many examples of almost total lack
of concern for the gravely serious problems
of his fellow prisoners, problems that could
very well turn into tragedy.

He wonders as to what is the real purpose
and objective of the whole penal system
which creates this servitude. It is the lot of
a prisoner to serve a sentence. Society through
the Court has demanded it. When he was
separated from his family to go to prison,
the unity of his household was seriously
weakened. Its head, its wage-earner was
taken away. Tragedy lurks just over the hori-
zon for what is left of his family unit. To
the prisoper this is not just! Is not the ob-
jective of imprisonment, rehabilitation—the
eventual restoration to Society of a criminal
become a useful and a good citizen? It not
the purpose of having a prisoner undergo
the experience of separation from Society as
a whole and from his family as a unit, to
brong about the desired or needed correc-
tion in his conduct and behavorial attitudes,
and, thus, reafirm his function in Society?

Destruction of his family can only bring
about the destruction of the individual If
this effect were to become widespread, the
end result could lead to the eventual break-
down of Society itself.

What can be done to cause the authori-
ties to pay closer attention to the valid and
serious reasons presented by prisoners who
hope for a recognition of the fact that there
are cases worthy of human compassion and
humane concern for the family unit as it
relates to the whole of Society? The answer
to this question should be a basic tenet in
the attainment of correction by the penal
system,

Actually, rehabilitation has been accom:
plished by having forced the individual to
take a hard look at himself and at the rea-
sons that have brought him to this present
incarceration. Now, he realizes the gravity
of his past behavior. He has changed from
the inside-out and from the outside-in. His
whole new attitude reflects this very concept
of rehabilitation.

One question plagues him, “Do the au-
thorities recognize and understand this? Are
they really concerned with looking into the
positive change and the constructive attitudes
and projections of the individual prisoner?

Punishment for the sake of punishment
alone can be extremely dangerous and harm-
ful, not only to the object of that punish-

ment, but also to those who must enforce it.
Who can say at what point a given individual
reaches a point of deminishing returns? At
one moment he is reformed, rehabilitated, re-
adjusted. In the next, he begins his downhill
fall into the stream of distorted behavior
that we know as the ‘hardened criminal’.

How many lives would be different if a
prisoner’s sentence could be terminated ex-
actly at that point!

OBREGON

Era el apogeo de la Revolucion Mexi-
cana de 1910, viviamos en la entonces muni-
cipalidad de Azcapotzalco, hoy delegacion,
Mi padre se dedicaba a atender sus negocios,
uno de ellos eran unos terrenos dedicados
a la agricultura.

HOW TO DEAL
WITH

MENTAL
PROBLEMS

Normal Difficulties and Emotional lliness

Emotional upscts, like physical upsets, are very com-
mon. Both are signs the system is reacting to some
temporary stress or irritation which disturbs its rou-
tine functioning.

When you get an occasional cold, headache or
upset stomach it makes you uncomfortable and it
may even annoy you. But you know that bodily dis-
turbances of this kind are very ordinary, that every-
body gets them, that they come and go hundreds of
times during a lifetime.

In the same way, simple minor emotional disturb-
ances, too, are a part of cveryday life. Everyone is
subject to them. Tt is quite ordinary, for example, for
a person to fly into a rage over some petty annoyance;
or get terribly worried about some insignificant trifle;
or get “down in the dumps” for no apparent reason;
or become tense and edgy “about nothing at all.”
Reactions of this kind come, last awhile and then
disappear.

But there are disturbances which don’t go away
“just like that,” which linger on for hours or days,
or even weeks, become quite decp and intense. and
affect your overall behavior, feelings and thoughts.

When a condition reaches that stage, it is no longer
just an upset or disturbance, but an actual mental or
emotional illness. And we can regard a mental or
emotional illness with the same attitude with which
we regard a physical illness. We know that it has
definite causes, that it upsets the system and makes it
behave abnormally, that it requires care and treat-
ment, and that when these are made available, im-
provement or outright recovery may be expected,

Mental and emotional illnesses are not at all rare.
As a matter of fact it is estimated that up to one
person in every ten (about 20,000,000 in our entire
population) suffers from mental or emotional dis-
orders serious cnough to require professional atten-
tion.

This will be concerned with some of the
victims of these illnesses you meet in your daily life—
the disturbed personalities, the troubled people — the
people with mental or emotional problems.

They are of concern to us becausc what they do
and say anc feel generally affects everyone else who
works or studies or lives with them. But they are of
concern to us, too, as sick human beings, as people in
nced of understanding.

Understanding Can Help

Understanding is more than sentiment. It has healing
qualities. Psychiatrists agrec .hat understanding can
keep minor upsets from becoming worse, and that
it can also help mentally sick people to recover.

There are two kinds of understanding:

The first is sympathetic understand-
ing—-the kind you give to a person when
he’s sick with a physical illness. His

d@ cold or ulcers or broken arm may cause

you extra trouble and get you upset.

E’g‘; because you know he's sick — that he

Ry can't help his sickness — that he needs
vour sympathy and understanding.

The troubled person — the person with a mental
or emotional problem — is also sick, and most of the
time he can’t help it, either. He is just as much in
need of your sympathetic understanding, even though
what he does may be disturbing to you.

There is another kind of understanding, too —
rational understanding — an understanding of what’s
behind mental problems, why troubled people behave
the way they do. This type of understanding helps
you to keep things in perspective and puts you in a

reasonable frame of mind to deal with the troubled
person — to help him rather than fight him.

Troublesome People Are People in Trouble

The first step in understanding the troubled person is
to realize that his disturbing behavior or problem
behavior may be more painful to him than to anyone
else. Then, you should recognize, too, that trouble-
some behavior without apparent cause may be the
effect of an emotional illness rather than a fault of
character . . . that troublesome people are people in
trouble.

Here arc several instances of disturbing behavior
which tell us a person is in emotional trouble:

helligerence—walking around continuously with a
chip on the shoulder, ready to argue or quarrel at the
slightest excuse, or even without any excuse at all.

excessive moodiness — spells of “the blues” or
“fecling down in the dumps™; Teeling o great deal of
the time that “nothing is worthwhile or really matters.”

exaggerated worry—continuous anxicty about noth-
ing at all, or entirely out of proportion to the cause

suspiciousness and mistrust — a persistent fecling
that the world is full of dishonest. conniving people;
that “cveryone is trying to take advantage of me ™"

selfishness and greediness — lack of consideration
of the needs of others; a “what’s in it for me attitude”
about almost everything.

helplessness and dependency — a tendency to let
others carry the burden; difficulty in making decisions.

poor emotional control — exaggerated emotional
outbursts out of proportion to the cause, and at
inappropriate times.

day-dreaming and fantasy — spending a good part
of the time imagining “how things could be,” rather
than dealing with them the way they are.

hypochondria — worrying a great deal of the time
about minor physical ailments; experiencing imagi-
naly symptoms of illness.

Most troubled people — people with mental prob-
lems — don’t start out that way. Their difficulties de-
velop as a result of earlier experiences which distort
their normal emotional responses, and set up in them
these inappropriate and ineffective ways of dealing
with life situations.

How Does This Happen?

Each one of us is born with the capacity to be gentle,
friendly, loving, considerate and kind. We also have
in us the capacity to be fearful, suspicious, hateful,
angry, destructive and cruel. The negative emotions
may serve the purpose of self preservation. They act as
devices to protect us from physical danger (like an
attack by a dog) as well as psychological danger (like
an insult or scolding. or insecurity on the job). Con-
fronted by either kind of threat, we get scared and run,

or else we turn on the source of danger
and try to destroy or overcome it. If
something happens in our lives to make
us continually defensive or hostile, then
this kind of response becomes more or
less fixed as part of our regular way of
behavior, even when no real threat is
present.

(If you will look back at the instances of trouble-
some behavior you will note that
each of them is a direct way or either escaping from
a threat situation, or of struggling to overcome it.)

These characteristics develop as a result of several
different kinds of experiences, especially in early child-
hood. Among these are:

1) A long and wearing siege of trouble, sickness.
tragedy or hard luck. This can cendition a person to

be on a constant alert for trouble, trigger-ready to
run or fight back.

2) A constant air of doom and gloom in the home. If
from infancy on, a child is surrounded by an air of
fretting and complaint, he may grow up with the
impression that the world is full of nothing but trouble.
and that everyone is trying to take advantage of him.
He is conditioned to anticipate trouble even when
none exists, This attitude, formed in childhood, will
tend to persist in adult life.

3) Neglect or rejection in childhood. A child who is

ignored or disliked may tend to feel this is his own
fault, that he lacks the qualities to make him lovable
and acceptable. The self-deprecating child becomes
an adult full of insecurity, self-doubt and fear, lacking
confidence and self-assurance and expecting to be
hurt, ignored or rebuffed.

4) Constant scolding and criticism. This may give the
child an exaggerated feeling of guilt and a feeling
he’s inferior, worthless and essentially bad. He is
conditioned to expect that everyone will find fault
with him and punish him.

Of course, some children can stand emotional
stress better than others and suffer fewer lasting
effects.

How to Give Helpful Understanding

Troubled people are not just a matter of impersonal
interest. For most of us, they are an immediate and
personal concern. They may be people with whom we
work — as employers, fellow employees, or super-
visors. We may have dealings with them in school —
as students or teachers. They may be among those
who are very close to us—parents, children, brothers
or sisters.

You, personally, may have the occasion soon — or
even now — to help a troubled person. If so, here are
a number of ways in which you can give your help —
some things you can do and some things you should
avoid doing:

1) Do let the person know you're interested and care.
A person who's “fighting the whole world” will be
relieved to know someone wants to be on his side.
Your friendly attitude can help him to let down
his defenses and to take a more relaxed attitude

toward life.

2) Do be a good listener. People with
mental problems need someone to tatk
to, someone with whom they can share
their troubles. Make yourself available
and. when the person starts talking lis-
ten quietly and with little interruption.
You're there to help him get things off
his chest, and not the other way around.

3) Do try to help out with some practical problems.

Sometimes emotional difficulties may be provoked by
some very simple, easy-to-adjust practical problem,
like a financial difficulty, or study problem, or diffi-
culty on the job, or a housing problem. If you do
anything to help the person work out this problem,
you may help relieve the emotional pressure, and
put him in a better frame of mind to deal with his
difficulties himself.

4) Do send for and read other literature. There is a

considerable amount of inexpensive literature dealing
with different, specific mental and emotional problems.
More reading may give you additional understanding
and put you in a position to be more helpful.

5) Do get help from an expert. If the
disturbance is prolonged and intense,
indicating a serious problem, it may
need the hand of an expert. In that case
you can be of assistance in making the _
person aware of these expert services @
and helping him to locate them.

He might find it useful, for example, to seek help
for some specific problem — like trouble on the job,
marital trouble, trouble between children and parents.
There are counselling and guidance services which
specialize in helping people work out their practical
problems. These may be found in family welfare agen-
cies, schools, churches, industrial plants and offices,
settlement houses, public health departments. Solu-
tion of practical problems help relieve emotional
strain. It is always well to seek such practical help
first.

However, if emotional disturbances become too
distressing to the person himself or those around him,

we should recognize and deal with them as mental
illness requiring professional treatment.

In that case, help should be sought from the family
doctor. He may advise a visit to a psychiatrist —a
medical doctor specializing in the treatment of mental
and emotional illnesses. Or he may recommend treat-
ment at a psychiatric clinic, a mental hospital, or the
psychiatric department of a general hospital.

To find out about the counselling and guidance
and treatment services in your community, get in
touch with the mental health association in your
state or locality.

There are some important “dont’s,” too:

]) Don’t set yourself up as a judge. Since

N problem behavior is a trouble rather

N o than a fault, it is unfair(and it may even
E—5N

be ha.rmful) to condemn the person as

“weak”, or “nasty”, or “selfish.” This
may only help confirm his belief that
everyone is against him.

2) Don’t tell him to “snap out of it.” In most cases, the
troubled person cannot help doing what he is doing,
or stop doing it when he is told to, anymore than a
person with tuberculosis can stop coughing on de-
mand. The problem is often so deep-seated that it will
take much more than even a very strong, sincere
desire to correct the problem behavior. Telling such
a person to “snap out of it”, can do little more than
infuriate him, or make him feel even more helpless
than he already does.

3) Don’t argue him down. There is little point in try-
ing to convince a troubled person that what he is doing
is wrong. He has latched on to this kind of behavior
as a means of protecting himself, and when you try to

argue him out of it it is like trying to take away the
only defense he has. He will only resent this and fight
you even harder.

4) Don’t try to be an amateur psychiatrist. Even the
best intentioned people sometimes yield to the temp-
tation to “act like an expert.” This may be all right in
trying to create an impression about literature or
music or something like that. But when it comes to
health and sickness there is only one expert — and
that’s the doctor. There may be some danger signals
which you, not having the training, will fail to notice.
You may also fall into the error of exaggerating the
importance of some minor instance of disturbing
behavior, and thus throw yourself and everyone else
into a panic. If the problem looks more serious than
can be helped by following the suggestions in
this " then get professional advice.

The help you give to others will benefit you, too. As
you help relieve the problems of troubled people you
work with or live with, you create a more peaceful
and more tension-free atmosphere for yourself as well.
Also, as you gain an understanding of troubled
people and their problems, you are likely to gain a
better understanding of yourself and your own prob-
lems, to become less critical and more tolerant of
yourself. And you are likely to be relieved of some of
your own concerns and anxieties about mental or
emotional problems you might be having.
Underlying all that has been said is
a basic philosophy ~— the philosophy of faith: faith in
ourselves, faith in others, faith in the ability of cach
person to improve and grow, faith in the desire and
capacity of human beings to work out their problems
cooperatively, faith in the essential decency of man-
kind. It is the philosophy of good mental health.

Cristianos y judios conviven juntamente en mu-
chas partes del mundo, generalmente ignorando lo
mucho que tienen en comun en lo que a su fe se
refiere. A veces estin separados por prejuicios y
costumbres distintas, aun dentro de la misma na-
cionalidad.

Los primeros cristianos, como cualquier perso-
na informada sabe, eran judios. Estaban convenci-
dos de que Jesus era el Mesias y que habia venido
para cumplir con las profecias del Antiguo Testa-
mento acerca del Redentor. Ni se les ocurrio ini-
ciar una nueva religion, porque para ellos la muer-
te y la resurreccion de Jesus fueron el cumplimien-
to de la religion de sus padres.

En el primer siglo, miles de judios aceptaron a
Jeslis como el Mesias y luego publicaron su descu-
brimiento entre los no judios, o como se llaman
muchas veces, los gentiles o paganos. En el prinei-
pio crefan que el pagano tenia que hacerse judio al
mismo tiempo que aceptaba a Jesls, para estar al
nivel de ellos. Pero después de largos concilios so-
bre la cuestion, concluyeron que Cristo era el cen-
tro de todo, y las ceremonias antiguas eran nada
mas que figuras proféticas y no exigibles en la nue-
va época.

Sin embargo, un sector de los judios no recibio
a Jestis como el Mesias, y se oponia al evangelio.
Esa oposicion crecia, y con el tiempo el cristianis-
mo llegé a ser cada vez mds una religion aparte,
mayormente de los gentiles. Durante los iltimos

siglos, con algunas notables excepciones, ha sido po-
g P

¢o comin que un judio se haga cristiano.

La diferencia principal entre las dos creencias
es la actitud hacia Jesus. Hasta los ultimos afios,
casi cien por ciento de los judios religiosos lo cal-
sificaron como un profeta como otros o un enga-
fiador. Aceptarlo como Dios, para ellos significaria
admitir maltiples dioses.

Pero altimamente hay inquietudes entre los ju-
dios del mundo, y las actitudes se van modifican-
do. En aigunos seminarios hébreos ahora se estu-
dia el Nuevo Testamento junto con el Antiguo. Al-
gunos de aquellos que mas estudian las profecias,
estan impresionados con la posibilidad de que Je-
sis podria haber sido el enviado de Dios, aunque
no lo_anuncian oficialmente como un hecho. Ade-

mas, los sucesos mundiales estan despertando en -
tre ellos un creciente interés y esperanza en las pro-
mesas mesianicas.

Al mismo tiempo, en algunos paises, sobre to-
do los Estados Unidos, jovenes judios se estan

identificando con los cristianos cien por ciento en
cuanto a su fe en Jesucristo. Como resultado, ha-
llan el amor, el gozo y la paz, que son Lipicos de
la fe cristiana, y se hacen fervientes evangelistas
para compartir con otros jovenes lo que han descu-
bierto. Un rabino en California calcula que la nue-
va generacion de judios se va convirtiendo a Cristo
a razon de mas de seismil por afio. Estdn estudian-
do y aceptando las profecias del Antiguo Testa-
mento acerca del Mesias,una parte de las Sagradas
Escrituras generalmente ignorada por sus padres.

Lo mas interesante de este nuevo movimiento
es que estos jovenes, aunque reconocen a Jesdis co-
mo el Mesias, todavia se creen judios. Algunos di-
cen que se sienten mas judios que antes y estan or-
gullosos de su herencia. Dicen que ahora por prime-
ra vez tienen por qué vivir. Algunos rechazan el
nombre cristiano y prefieren ser llamados “‘mesia-
nicos” o “judios completos™. Este Gltimo nombre
parece concordar bastante con el concepto de los
cristianos del primer siglo.

SPANISH-SPEAKING TO RECEIVE
MORE EQUAL SHARE OF CIVIL
SERVICE JOBS IN SAN FRAN-
CISCO BAY AREA UNDER
LABOR DEPT. PROGRAM

SAN FRANCISCO—Hispanic Americans
in the Bay Area will soon have more equal
representation in City, State and Federal jobs
under a program recently funded by the U.S.
Department of Labor.

Dr. Edward Aguirre, Regional Director of
the Labor Department, and William Becker,
Director of the San Francisco Human Rights
Commission, said the “Special Employment
Program for Spanish Origin Persons in Gov-
ernment,” which will be implemented by the
staff of the Commission, was developed out
of the alarming disparity in the representa-
tion of Latinos in Civil Service when com-
pared to their percentage of the California
work force.

Recent statistics have shown that Amer-
icans of Spanish origin comprise about 15.5
per cent of the work force in California, but
hold only 5.5 per cent of Federal jobs in
the Bay Area, and only 4.5 per cent of State
jobs here. Their representation in City jobs
is also reported to be far below an equitable
level. The Program represents a broad-based
governmental and community response to
this specific problem.

Francisco Aviles, formerly with the State
Department of Human Resources Develop-
ment, will direct the project with the assist-
ance of two other additional staff members
recently hired by the Human Rights Com-
mission to work full time on raising both
the quality and quantity of job opportuni-
ties for Latinos in Civil Service.

Under the Program and existing skills
bank will be greatly expanded to provide
a ready pool of qualified applicants of Span-
ish descent to be matched with government
positions as they open up. To further accel-

erate the process, governmental agencies at
the City, State and Federal level here in the
Bay Area will be asked to specifically re-
quest Latinos for positions as they accur. A
Task Force of representatives of both com-
munity and governmental agencies will setve
as the watchdog of the Program.,

The Program has been designed as an ex-
perimental model with great potential for
future funding and expansion to a national
level if it proves successful here in the Bay
Area, Specific provisions have been made for
monitoring results at the conclusion of the
one year pilot ‘project.
