LV residents, under di­
rection of the Emergency 
Services Organization, 
successfully completed 
their first Disaster Pre­
paredness Exercise (DPX) 
in cooperation with the 
City of Camarillo on Oct 
27.

This test, extensively 
supported by the Your 
Neighbors Care Group, in­
volved nearly 200 villagers 
in a variety of exercises 
designed to verify capabil­
ities of various units within 
the ESO to respond in 
event of a major disaster, 
such as an earthquake.

As part of the exercise, 
a Command Center oper­
ated under the direction of 
Elmer Eymann, was es­
tablished at the Adminis­
tration Building. The 
principal activity at the 
Command Center was to 
provide communication 
links between the Center 
and the Control Center at 
the Camarillo City Hall and 
between the Center and 
the First Air and Medical 
Units at the Recreation 
Center. These communi­
cations channels were es­
tablished by Ellis King and 
Ken Wilson and were very 
effective. This exercise 
was a repeat performance 
for the ESO Communica­
tions Unit, since they have 
done similar operations on 
two prior occasions.

The First Air Station 
was established at the 
Recreation Center. Facili­
ties for providing emer­
gency firs t aid w ere  
located in the Sewing

There­
fore, we gladly relinquish our editiorial space to print 
for your benefit an important statement from our 
Board of Directors.

Statement Rules & Regulations 
Board Meeting 1 1 /7 /8 8

On the morning of Wed, Oct 12, early in the 
morning, the Board of Directors received a call from 
one of our lady golfers complaining that a group of 
men have been insisting on starting play on the first 
tee of the LV Golf Course, regardless of the fact that 
Wed is Ladies’ Day until 1 p.m. Ladies’Day and 
Men’s Day are established by our Rules and Regula­
tions, Article XI, Sec. 11.5, in accordance with similar 
practice at well regulated golf courses.

A security officer was dispatched to the first tee 
and encountered so much resistance from a group 
of men that he was compelled to call the Chief of 
Security for assistance. In the meantime it was 
learned that some golfers had escaped to the 10th 
tee and had started play from there. Fortunately, the 
chief and the deputy also learned of this subterfuge 
and were able to reach that group on the 11th hole.

This occurrence is indicative of an attitude that 
has recently become too frequent in LV; an attitude 
of contempt for the rules and regulations, and an 
attitude of disregard for the rights of others. This 
has been accompanied by a lack of courtesy by 
people who are in violation of rules that are observed 
by an overwhelming majority of our residents, and 
has also been accompanied by the use of abusive, 
foul and indecent language directed toward those 
whose duty it is to enforce the rules.

We have also been challenged, recently, by indi­
viduals who seem to believe that our rules do not 
apply to them; and by clubs and groups which en­
gage in elaborate subterfuges in their effort to sub­
vert the rules. By way of contrast, however, the 
Village Players recently obtained instant assistance 
and cooperation simply by following standard proce­
dure and observing the rules. They and their presi­
dent are to be congratulated.

The Board of Directors is unanimous in its inten­
tion to continue to secure the peace and tranquility 
that has generally been the climate of this communi­
ty, and it is equally unanimous in its firm intention to

enforce the rules that promote that peace and tran­
quility. We fully support our Chief of Security and the 
security force in their efforts to fairly and equally 
enforce the rules they are ordered to enforce. The 
rules and regulations are designed for the greatest 
good of the greatest number; and are further de­
signed to protect the well being of an adult commu­
nity. They apply equally to all of us.

We want to make it clear that we have no intention 
of sitting by and permitting a few discourteous and 
obnoxious people destroy the peace and tranquility 
of the majority. This is a planned community; and all 
of us, whether an original owner, the buyer of a 
resale, or a renter, knew what we were getting into. 
We agreed to abide by the rules, and we have the 
right to rely on our neighbors’ observance of the 
basic rules of common courtesy and common de­
cency.

It is unfortunate that a statement of this nature 
has to be made at all, and we congratulate and pay 
our respects to the overwhelming majority of our 
residents who exercise restraint and cause no trou­
ble to their neighbors. W e have no intention of aban­
doning our authority to those few who refuse to 
cooperate with the majority in their observance of 
the rules and regulations, nor do we intend to aban­
don our responsibility to the majority of the ladies 
and gentlemen who know how to live in harmony 
with their neighbors.

Realistic Plan For 
New Workshop

The Ad Hoc Committee 
appointed by the Board of 
Directors in July 1987 to 
consider renovations and 
im provem ents to the  
Rec C tr w orked ten 
months before reporting 
to the Association in June 
of 1988.

Several renovation pro­
jects and the recommen­
dation for construction of 
a separate new building 
for the woodshop were in 
this report. These mea­
sures were put before the 
villagers in the June elec­
tion as Prop. A. A majority 
of voters approved the 
project, but purported le­
gal considerations have 
postponed any enact­
ment.

The Woodshop Com­
mittee, part of the Ed and 
Rec Comm, studied many 
designs for the new build­
ing incorporating ideas and 
needs of woodshop work­
ers. Architects among the

group drew up ten pro­
posals before a concen­
sus was reached.

The new woodshop  
building would be located 
next to the garden area 
and adjacent to the exist­
ing building which houses 
the Bocce room, Camera 
Club dark room Racquet 
Club room, etc. It would 
be so situated that a mini­
mum of shade would fall 
on the garden plots. The 
garden area could be 
aligned in a more regular 
manner, and extra space 
acquired by removing the 
old fence and walk could 
be utilized, with the total 
result of as many or more 
garden plots of the same 
size or larger than are 
now available.

As proposed, the new 
building would be 24’ x 
60’, about the size of 3 
garages. There would be 
room for all the shop ma­
chines with safety mar­
gins around each, a 
storage area for lumber 
and projects, a work area 
away from the machines, 
space enough to hold

teaching seminars for 
groups of nine people or 
more. Natural ventilation 
would be provided as well 
as ample artificial vents. 
Ceiling would be 9’-10’ 
high depending upon the 
roof slope, but high 
enough to accommodate 
turning a 4’x8’ piece of 
plywood. There would be 
no need for plumbing ex­
cept for a sink with run­
ning water.

After the Board has de­
cided the most meritori­
ous method to finance the 
building, working draw­
ings would be prepared 
by architects living in the 
Village, permits from the 
city of Camarillo obtained, 
and plans submitted to 
contractors for actual 
bids.

Financing for the pro­
ject could be accom ­
plished in either of two 
ways. It could be put into 
the budget and paid for as 
any other LV facility. A 
rough cost estimate is 
$50,000 which would be 
about $2 per month per 
household for one year.

The Reserve fund accu­
mulated from first-month 
rent payments which to­
tals about $190,000 and 
which no longer has any 
real purpose, could be 
used. LV’s lawyer is still 
struggling over the legal 
point of how to release 
money from that fund: 
whether 50% plus 1 of 
ballots cast, or whether 
50%  plus 1 of actual 
votes for the proposition 
are needed to use the 
money.

Members of the Ad Hoc 
Committee are June Niles, 
Ch, Erma Hopkins, Anne 
Janoff, Zo Simmons and 
Walter Zukerman.

The new building would 
not interfere with any oth­
er activity. The sound of 
the machines would no 
longer be as pronounced 
in nearby homes, the 
shop would be safer, 
more healthful, more con­
venient and could accom­
modate more people who 
enjoy hobbies working 
with wood.

More than 300 people 
at this time possess keys

which entitle them to use 
the Woodshop equip­
ment. The present shop is 
completely inadequate, 
say the Sawdusters, for 
people who would like to 
use it.

The new building would 
be an asset we could be 
proud of, and would re­
move a certain untidiness 
from the Rec Ctr created 
by crowded, unhealthful 
and unsanitary conditions 
in the present shop.

When the Woodshop is 
relocated to its new build­
ing, the vacated room will 
be renovated for the ben­
efit of the three Ceramic 
clubs. A new kiln room, 
dry storage, cabinet stor­
age and enlarged work 
area will bring the ceramic 
workshop up to a safe 
and healthy condition, and 

, increase the pleasure of 
the approximately 100 
people who use it.

Room and in the Garden 
Room. A triage area to ac­
com m odate incoming  
“patients” was set up on 
the paved area east of the 
pool.

The Medical Unit under 
Sy Schroeder and the 
Nursing Unit headed by 
M axine King utilized  
equipment and supplies 
provided by the Your 
Neighbors Care Group 
fund-raising project last 
spring. In addition, the 
YN C G , led by Sandy  
Okum, set up a food ser­
vice for the emergency 
workers and was pre­
pared to offer additional 
assistance to “patients.”

Moving of supplies and 
equipment from the stor­
age facility to the First Aid 
Station was done by the 
Public Safety Unit, direct­
ed by Phil LaPorte. In a 
real emergency this unit 
would be called upon to

transport the injured and 
to control access to the 
treatment areas.

Village Coordinators 
surveyed their assigned 
areas to identify those 
needing help, using the 
white flags attached to 
their residences. During a 
45-minute survey period 
approximately 2/3 of the 
residents displayed their 
white (I’m O.K.) flags.

taught many subjects re­
lated to art to thousands 
of students during his 34 
years in the Los Angeles 
City Schools. During all 
that time, he felt unfulfilled 
in creating work of his 
own, so that after his re­
tirement in 1969, his main 
ambition was to return to 
his first love in art, illustra­
tion.

S h a ke sp eare ’s plays 
became the focus of Ken­
yon’s work. Allowing his 
im ag ination  to  c re a te  
characters and settings, 
he d rew  n u m e ro u s  
sketches to illustrate ac­
tion of “The Tempest,” 
one of Shakespeare’s last 
plays. He wrote an intro­
duction to each scene, 
and privately published 
the book.

Kenyon is a native Cali­
fornian whose forebears 
were hardy people whose

lives spanned the devel­
oping Northwest and Cali­
fo rn ia . D a v e ’s dad , 
W ebster Nathaniel Ken­
yon was born on the Lew­
is River near Woodland, 
Washington in 1869. He 
could be called an adven­
turer who probably had no 
more than an 8th grade 
education, but in manual 
skills he could do almost 
every th in g . He w as a 
prospector on Vancouver 
Island, B.C., a lumberman 
and fisherman. In Califor­
nia, he was a carpenter, 
s to re k e e p e r , o ran g e  
grower, orange tree nur­
seryman, homesteader in 
Imperial Valley, dairyman, 
a lfa lfa  and v e g e ta b le  
grower.

D a v e ’s m o th er w as  
Carrie Apperson, bom in 
1868 in Hangtown, a Cali­
fornia Mother Lode mining 
town. (Phoebe Apperson 
Hearst, a cousin, was wife 
of San S im eon’s W .R .

Hearst, and co-founder of 
the P.T.A.) Her father was 
a fo rty -n in e r  m iner. 
Dave’s parents were mar­
ried in S acram ento  in 
1904, and moved to Los 
A n g e le s  w h e re  uncle  
C h a rle y  K enyon w as  
building a real estate sub­
d iv is io n  in th e  B oyle  
Heights section. Dave  
was born in 1905. Dad 
worked as a carpenter for 
a while, then bought a Co­
rona orange grove. Al­
though Dave was a very 
small boy, he remembers 
that the Corona business 
area was surrounded by a 
paved circular three mile 
long street where auto 
races were held. Barney 
Oldfield was a regular on 
the track, and the thun­
dering of the antique race 
cars is still a vivid memo­
ry-

From the orange grove 
back to the city, Dad Ken­
yon built his first home on 
Lorena St. (named after 
his sister) and started an 
orange tree nursery. At 
that time, Wilshire Blvd. 
was at the edge of town, 
and nothing but fields ex­
tended beyond to the  
Santa Monica area. The 
trees were frozen out in 
the winter of 1908.

Contrasts in life were 
continuing. Dave started 
school at Euclid A ve., 
then transferred to Lorena

St. when it was built. Dad 
Kenyon was persuaded to 
go out to the Imperial Val­
ley by several partners 
when water, brought by 
canal from the Colorado 
River at Yuma, through 
Mexico to Calexico to cer­
tain agricultural sections, 
b ecam e a v a ila b le . He  
agreed to do the physical 
work of proving up the 
homesteads for the other 
men. Within three years’ 
time a cabin, well, fencing 
and farming had to be ac- 
c o m p lis h ed  on each  
homestead, plus a pay­
ment of $5.00 per acre 
paid to the U.S. govern­
ment before the land title 
was transferred. Kenyon 
took up a homestead in 
the Cariso Desert on the 
west side of Imperial Val­
ley beyond the irrigation 
district which to this day 
has not been developed. 
Hard times and hard work 
dominated life.

Dave and his mother 
moved from their modern 
city home to the unpopu­
lated desert in 1911. They 
rode the train as far as 
Brawley, and the next day 
Dad and a team of horses 
took them on a wagon 
loaded with a ton of hay, 
fu rn itu re , tru n k s  of 
clothes, boxes of grocer­
ies and an empty water 
tank on the two-day trip 
past the farthest irrigation

ditch on the outskirts of 
W estm oreland  to their 
new home. They arrived 
at the cabin (16’x16 ’) at 
twilight, and the seven- 
year-old city kid was told 
to take the horses to the 
well about a quarter mile 
aw ay from  the hom e­
stead. An hour later, after 
interminable buckets of 
water had been drawn, 
the horses had been wa­
tered but it was now dark. 
The boy lost his sense of 
direction in the dark open 
desert. The well was the 
hub of roads going in all 
directions. The horses 
knew w here their feed  
trough was though, and 
led the youngster back 
hom e. The cabin w as  
loaded with a wood stove, 
harness and well digging 
tools, table, chairs, boxes 
of food, trunk and suit­
c a s e s , a d o u b le  bed  
which accommodated all 
three sleepers.

Tem peratures on the 
desert by May were over 
100 degrees. School was 
a d a y ’s journey aw ay  
from the homestead, so 
D a v e ’s m other, using  
books given her by the 
school principal in L.A. 
was his teacher for almost 
six years: 3 years on his 
dad’s homestead, and 3 
more on his mother’s de­
sert claim.

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The lonely life was in­
terrupted each June when 
Dave and his mother re­
turned to Lorena St. for 
the last two weeks of 
school for examinations 
and promotion to the next 
grade.

The next change came 
when Dad Kenyon moved 
from the homesteads to 
Westmoreland farms, and 
Dave went to grammar 
school for his 7th and 8th 
grades. Their first car was 
a 1915 Model T Ford with 
a brass radiator. The chil­
dren w ere bussed to 
3rawley for high school. 
Dave’s pioneering contin­
ued as he was a member 
of Brawley High School’s 
first football team. A math 
teacher/bus driver at 
Brawley befriended Dave 
and persuaded him to at­
tend the Junior College at 
Brawley which was just 
being organized.

Dad Kenyon built a 
house in Westmoreland, 
and his mother started a 
boarding house to supple­
ment the family income. 
She also raised chickens, 
sold eggs and worked in 
the town library part time. 
Dave’s first job was doing 
cement work. With this 
money, he bought his 
mother a washing ma­
chine and a phonograph. 
Father Kenyon ran a dairy 
farm on the outskirts of 
Westmoreland, and being 
a religious man, became a 
reader for the Christian 
Science Church in Braw­
ley.

The same math teacher 
persuaded Dave to go to 
Pomona College. Dave 
had decided that a practi­
cal career for him would 
be in agricultural produce 
m arketing, as he had 
watched the futility of his 
father shipping loads of 
fresh tomatoes and vege­
tables to market for a 
price that sometimes paid 
the shipping cost, and 
sometimes did not. The 
Great Depression was the 
economic phenomena  
which made life difficult all 
over the country.

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Dave’s mother, deter­
mined to help, opened an­
other boarding house in 
Claremont, and through 
the College job placement 
program, Dave got a job 
cleaning the studio of 
sculptor Burt Johnson.

Johnson, a semi-invalid 
in a wheelchair, made 
large bas reliefs for ar­
chitectural projects. Be­
sides cleaning the studio, 
Dave assisted in building 
armatures for the sculp­
tures, and observed the 
entire process from mod­
eling the figures in plasti­
cine to casting the models 
for reproduction. He was 
soon modeling parts of 
the projects himself. He 
realized that he had found 
a vocation, and changed 
his major from Business 
to Art during the last se­
mester. He had been at 
Pomona for 2 1/2 years 
when Burt Johnson died.

Dave and his mother 
went back to Westmore­
land. A new paved road 
had been built between

Brawley and Westmore­
land, and it seemed a 
good idea to build a store 
to capitalize on the in­
creased travel between 
towns. Webster Kenyon 
had the four walls up 
when a windstorm blew 
them down. Dave put the 
walls up again, but they 
decided that a gasoline 
station would be a more 
logical business for the 
spot. With mules, he dug 
a ten-foot pit for the gaso­
line tanks, he did the 
plumbing, and opened the 
station . A fter three  
months, the Rio Grande 
Oil Co. leased the station, 
and for the first time, the 
family had an income 
base with which to buy 
groceries. The teachers at 
mother’s boarding house 
encouraged Dave to go to 
UCLA where there was a 
large Art Department.

At UCLA, Dave was of­
fered a kaleidoscope of 
choices and changes. The 
realistic art classes of Po­
mona were supplemented 
with ideas from a broad 
field of art studies. He

started all over, finding 
the freedom to experi­
ment.

Dave met Frances Eliz­
abeth Danforth while they 
were working on sets for 
drama productions at 
UCLA. Beth, as he called 
her, was a year ahead of 
Dave, and seemed to him 
a “complete artist” when 
she graduated from high 
school. They hit it off well, 
and she tutored Dave in 
accepting abstract and 
modern art. Beth graduat­
ed with honors in Art in 
1931, and Dave graduat­
ed a year later.

Dave taught a year at El 
Centro, but due to the 
economy, art and wood- 
shop were cut from the 
school program. Beth had 
a job in Glendale as a 
playground teacher, and 
despite the tenuousness 
of their finances, and the 
fact that Dave was still 
helping his parents, they 
married on June 1 1 , 1933.

Dave became a design­
er and worker for ceramic 
studios in Glendale. He 
made figurines, vases and 
such, which were repro­
duced by the studios. 
Then he began teaching 
night school in Glendale 
as well as substituting 
and night school for the

Los Angeles City School
System.

The first regular teach­
ing assignment was at 
Manual Arts High School, 
and traveling from home 
in Glendale across town 
to school involved per­
haps four stop signals 
along the way. The traffic 
situation rapidly changed, 
and Dave was transferred 
to the growing schools in 
the San Fernando Valley 
—  Van Nuys and later Re­
seda. He taught ceramics, 
commercial art, book illus­
tration (was art advisor for 
the school annual), weav­
ing, silver working, art ap­
preciation, history of art, 
metal working, jewelry 
making, woodshop, char­
coal and pencil drawing 
and crafts. In the later 
years, he also taught driv­
er education. With night 
school and summer class­
es, he taught at many of 
the schools in the system.

As the Valley built up, 
Dave and Beth moved 
progressively west to Van 
Nuys then Woodland Hills. 
The family grew to five 
children, his proudest 
achievement, after his 
lonely childhood on the 
desert.

Dave Kenyon is im­
mensely proud of his five

children who have inherit­
ed the artistic and practi­
cal capabilities of their 
parents. Firstborn Mi­
chael, who lives in Den­
ver, received a 
scholarship to M.l.T. Chief 
civil engineer for Rio 
Grande/Santa Fe Rail­
roads, now in administra­
tion. He has two children.

Sharon Lynn, elemen­
tary school teacher in L.A. 
lives in Van Nuys, has two 
daughters.

Carol, housewife, lives 
in Reseda and has one 
son.

Frances, teaches art at 
La Serena School for 
girls, lives in Thousand 
Oaks.

Danforth is an electrical 
troubleshooter at Tele­
dyne. Lives in Mission 
Oaks, has 21/2 children at 
this writing (Nov. 1988).

Four of the five children 
live within easy distance 
of their father and all are 
loving and supportive.

Upon retirement, for 
contrast, Dave and Beth 
bought a cabin on a lake 
in Oregon, and Dave set 
about producing the illus­
trated Shakespeare play 
"The Tempest” which he 
completed in 1975. Re­
grettably, the market was 
disappointing. Ashland, 
Oregon, home of an annu­
al Shakespeare Festival 
absorbed several hun­
dred, Dave sold and gave 
away many more to 
schools in Oregon and 
Washington, but he is still 
seeking an outlet for sev­
eral hundred copies. He 
was discouraged from 
printing “Mac Beth” and 
“ A Midsummer Night’s 
Dream” for which he has 
completed sketches. “Ro­
meo and Juliet” is also 
partially done.

The Kenyons moved 
back to San Fernando 
Valley, then found their 
dream home in Leisure 
Village in 1978. Dave and 
Beth joined the Swingers 
Square Dance Club, and 
Dave did some painting. 
Beth died of cancer in 
1984. Dave’s ambition to 
paint has been supersed­
ed by the need to keep
