FOOD POISONING

It's A Question of Temperature

For the bacteria that cause food poisoning, '' Life
begins at forty'' and ends at 140-degrees fahrenheit,
that is. Room temperature is usually around 70 deg-
rees. Foods that are going to be served hot need to
be kept very hot--above 140 degrees-until they are
eaten.  Foods should be cooked thoroughly. If foods
are re-heated or cooked less than an hour at 350 deg-
rees F., be sure your pans are shallow enough so that
the temperature in the middle of the food is too hot
for bacteria. When possible, use several small pans
instead of one large one.

Foods that are going to be served cold should be
cooled quickly to 40 degrees or below, and kept re-
frigerated until time to serve them. Use shallow con-
tainers, not over 4 inches deep, so that the food will
chill through quickly.

When perishable foods are being prepared, remove

only small amounts from the refrigerator or stove at
one time. Bacteria can grow during long periods of
preparation,

Remember it is the temperature of the food that
counts=-not the temperature of the refrigerator or the
oven. Ask yourself before you begin planning food
for a large crowd: Will the oven hold all the food
that must be kept cold? If you do not have enough
oven space, a local bakery will usually bake or roast
food for you at a reasonable charge. Extra refrigera~
tion space can often be rrnted or borrowed through
freezer locker plants. KEEP HOT FOODS HOT AND
COLD FOODS COLD.

It's A Question of Time

If food ready to serve is kept longer than one hour
at room temperature before it is eaten, food poisoning
bacteria may contaminate it. When you cook at ho-
me for your own family you usually prepare the food
when the family is ready to eat. On the ohter hand,
food prepared for large crowds is usually fixed ahead
of time and held until eaten. Don't give bacteria
time, at room temperature, to poison food.

It's a Question of Food Handling

Keep hands away from food as much as possible,
Use spoons and tongs. The bacteria that cause food
poisoning lurk everywhere. It is hard to keep them
out of food. They can be found in the nose, throat,
and on the skin. Anyone with a cold, an open cut or
boil should stay out of the kitchen and serving room|
Make sure their is plenty of soop, water and o supply

of paper towels handy. WASH HANDS OFTEN. Be
sure that hands are thoroughly wahsed after usinga
handkerchief or going to the toilet.

Food poisoning is not always from bacterial ac-
tion. Beware of poisoning caused by poisonous chem-
icals accidentally put into food. Don't keep poisons
in places where food is prepared. Poisonous sprays
may have been used on fruits or vegetables, wash
them carefully. Don't use insect sprays over or near
foods. Don't keep fruit juices, lemonade, or any
acid food or drink in galvanized containers.

Many diseases can be carried by foods too. For
instance, ftrichinosis can come from eating underdone
infected pork. But if proper cleanliness and sensible
food handling methods are used, most of these can be
avoided.,

Call your health department for help if you are
going to serve a large crowd. A sanitarian will be
glad to help you plan for safe food.
