The Mayfair Area
INTERIM
ZONING FREEZE

By John De Heras

Member of the
San Jose Planning
Commission

The rapid progress that has been
made by the City of San Jose in its ef-
forts to bring to conformity all areas of
San Jose has been well demonstrated in
the policy statement and interim land use
plan for the Mayfair area of San Jose.

As a result ofa study by the joint
City-County Planning Committee recom-
mendation on Dec. 14, 1966, an effort to
more clearly describe the socio—econo-
nomic conditions with which citizens of
the Mayfair area are faced, was made
from the 1966 special Census. Briefly
they are as follows:

1 - A large proportion of minority citi-
zens.

2 - Low income.

3 - High family size.

4 - High unemployment

5 - Lessthan half of the dwellings owner
occupied.

In view of the aforegoing study,
it was opinioned that there was an ap-
proaching crisis and that opportunities
to avert the crisis existed. A broad based
approach could continue to be fostered
with the entire life situation of the low
income person needs to be considered,
and if any part, to be improved.

In the studies made by the County
and city Planning Commission's commit-
tees, various factors were brought to
light which would assist in the accerla~
tion of the program and I will list them
briefly from the report:

1. Direct involvement of the low income
and minority persons in the process of
improving the Mayfair area and the de-
velopment of a sense of attachment to the

rest of the Community.
2. That the first stepin helping solve the

approaching crisis is the.establishment
of physical development policies. Im-

provement of the physical environment

is a key function of City and County plan-
ning. However, in the Mayfair area, this
should not be sought as an end in itself
but as a means of improving social and
economic conditions. In this medium,

the Federal Government recognizes the
fact that one of the conditions contribut-
ing to blight is incompatible land uses
and poor andloosely enforced zoning re-
gulations. The proposed plan and poli-
cies attempt to alleviate this condition
and prevent further blight.

3. As a result of the proposed zoning,

andestablishment of a General Neighbor-
hood Renewal Program (GNRP) will ef-
fect more basic and significant changes.

As further results of the study,
the San Jose City Planning Commission
met at the Mayfair School onJan. 24,1967
and made offi¢ial acceptance of the pro-
posed land use plan. The San Jose City
Council followed suit on Feb. 7, 1967,
the Santa Clara County Planning Commis-
sion on Feb.1, 1967 and in turn were fol-

lowed by the Santa Clara County Board
of Supervisors on Feb. 21, 1967 in es-
sence the following zoning policy was in-
stituted and I quote:
"The Mayfair Areais an older urbanized
area located in the eastside of the City
of San Jose. It is approximately one
square milein land area and surrounded
by three major highways: The Bayshore,
the future Capitol Espressway, and the
Alum Rock Avenue.

This neighborhood has been the
object of much concernby the City of San
Jose, the County of Santa Clara, and the
citizens living within the area. The mu-
tual desire ofthese three groups has been
to establish a guide for action through
the process of investigation and evalua-
tion. The result has been the establish-
ment of major guide lines for improving
the physical and social environment of
this area.

The attached report sets downthe
Physical Development Policies and an In-

terim in Land Use Plan which are the first
steps in this environment improvement
program. These policies and this plan
have been adopted as a guide for deci-

The above zoning freeze was put
into effect to permit proper evaluation by

‘all parties concerned. Amongthese were
policies recommended by the Mayfair Ci-
tizens Committee and I again quote from
the report:

1) "Thatthe local citizens' group be no-

tified when a new development or rezon-

ing is applied for. This could possibly be
done through the office of Com. Develop-
2) Existingland uses will remain as le-
gal non-conforming uses. The plan de-
scribes only what NEW development will
be encouraged or discouraged.

3) The final plan, also to be prepared in
consultation with local citizens, should
include careful consideration for parks,

open space, and provisions for their de-
velopment.

4) In granting a rezoning, special con-
sideration should be given to the effect
it may have on the entire Community,
bearing in mind the special nature of the
problems and socio-economic conditions
of the Mayfair area."

In keeping with the above, a meet-
ing was held last night Dec. 14, 1967 at
Mayfair School. In attendance were the
Honorable Mayor Ronald James, Coun-
.cilman Joe Colla; San Jose Planning
Commissioner Dr. John de Hera; Luis
Juarez, San Jose Community Relations
Director; Stanley Twardus, Executive:
A ssistant to the City Manager; Eldon

Ericksonof the City Annexation Division;

Jerry Seredin, who outlined the proposed
changes last night and member of the San
Jose City Planning Staff; Bob Carlson and
Roger Mobley of the City Planning Staff
representative of various Mexican Ame-
rican organizations.

Some time in late January there
will be a public hearing before the San
Jose-City Planning Commission and which
timelI invite youto attend and inform the

San Jose City Planning Commission of
your thoughts. We must not forget that
we are a representative form of govern-
ment and that all due process before the
law will be protected in the public hear-
ings.

In closing I wish to thank the San
Jose Planning Staff for their hard work
efforts in properly researching the area
and it's need.

Planning Commission and after which the
Planning Commission can approve it as
presented or after it; iral it's recom-
mendation then goes before the San Jose
City Council for final approval or changes
atthat elected body may see fit to do so.

Planning Department and they will supply
you with the information and literature.
