Blacks, Browns In U.S.

OPINION

The black and brown people in the United
States are still considered inferior by the
white population.

The myth that blacks are inferior started
with slavery. Before slavery, blacks were
treated as equals in Europe.

With Mexicans, it was farm work which
attracted primarily illiterate and untrained
people from the most destitute regions of
Mexico.

During World War |l the United States
imported hundreds of thousands of Mexican
farm workers that came to work the agri-
cultural fields in a level perhaps just a notch
above slaves. They were brought in and
shipped out like cattle.

White America came in contact with this
element of the population and formed an
opinion of the capacity and the role of these
people in our society.

The struggle by these ethnic minorities to
gain equal status in our society has been
extremely difficult. Excellence in the per-
formance of their community duties is not
enough; they still have to contend with racial
prejudices.

It is well known that several European im-
migrant groups went through a similar pro-
cess and were at the low end of the pecking
order at one time, and now are established
as prosperous groups in our society.

Furthermore, they no longer even feel the
need to identify as separate ethnic groups.

This being the case, why has this not hap-
pened to black and brown people. I think
racial prejudice is still a big barrier which
keeps the group down and until this disap-
pears, these groups' socio-economic climb is
going to continue to be painfully slow.

Civil rights legislation and affirmative ac-
tion programs thus far have only made a
small dent in bringing ethnic minorities into
meaningful and responsible positions. Educa-
tional groups are designed to help these
groups look far more impressive on paper
than they are in practice.

In this area | have noticed Chicanos and
blacks are looking to public agencies less
and less for assistance or special considera-

tion for jobs and business opportunities.
Many of the Chicanos | have talked to no
longer feel they have to depend on this kind
of help. As an individual, the Chicano feels
he can make it, even if it takes extra effort.

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Niimeros y Sus Sistemas

Hoy escribo sobre néimeros aunque sigo
usando letras. Intento hacer resaltar la cues-
tién de los sistemas sobre la numeracién. Lo
primero es aclarar que actualmente preva-
lece el sistema decimal de numeracién ara-
biga. Lo sequndo es recordar que hace 15 o
20 siglos prevalecia en el mundo la numera-
cién romana. Lo tfercero es observar que
retrospectivamente otros sistemas usaron en
sus respectivos tiempos: griegos, caldeos,
fenicios: asirios, chinos, egipcios; indios, in-
diies y ofros. Y mientras més atr4s vamos en
nuestra blsqueda histérica en relacién con
los nameros, cada vez nos hallaremos con
sistemas mas variados, rudos e incivilizados.
En los més primitivos sistemas de numera-
cién no se observa el concepto del ceroi y
en general, todos tienen alguna relacién con
los dedos de las manos.

La idea de la numeracién es més antigua
aln que el alba de la civilizacién primera.
Desde los tiempos mé&s remotos han sido
usados medios de expresién tan rudimen-
tarios como marcas sobre la arena, después
sobre piedras o maderas; més tarde hacien-
do nudos sobre cuerdas vegetales.

Muchas tribus indigenas de América han
usado sistemas de numeracién que van desde
agarrar el pulgar de la mano derecha para
decir el seis hasta sistemas tan bien desa-
rrollados como el sistema vigesimal de los
mayas que hace unos quinientos afios ya
tenfan el concepto del cero en su numera-
cién.

Hace como mil afios que los hindles in-
cluyeron el cero en su numeracién; y mas de
5 milenios hace que los sumerios habfan
desarrollado un sistema de numeracién sexa-
gesimal (o sea, de base 60). Por otra parte

el antiquo Egipto tuvo un sistema de numera-

cién de base 10 pero sus simbolos eran aln
jeroglificos.

Los érabes (a través se Espafia) nos legar-

on su sistema decimal en el que los 10 sim-
bolos béasicos tienen un doble rejuego de
nimero y posicién.

Hay muchos detalles interesantes en el
desarrollo o evolucién de los niimeros. La
razén de llamar '"tablas' mateméticas (de
sumar, restar, multiplicar, etc.) se debe a su
origen, pues las primeras recopilaciones de
datos aritméticos que se conservaron para
uso posterior, ueron hechas sobre maderas o
"tablas". Y més antiguo es el nombre del
actual céleulo (calculadora, calcular, etc.)
pues mucho antes del ldpiz ydel papel, las
operaciones aritméticas se realizaban con
""célculos", es decir, "'piedras"

Hace 2500 afos, ¢l genial matemético y
filésofo Pitdgoras afirmaba que el nimero
es el principio de todas las cosas. Nosotros,
que estamos viviendo 25 siglos después
podemos afirmar que casi todas las activi-
dades de la vida superior de los humanos se
desarrolla con marcada implicacién de los
niimeros.

Efectivamente, son decisivos los nimeros
en la identificacién de las cosas més pe-
quefas (moléculas, dtomos, protones, elec-
trones) y también de las cosas mas grandes
(tiempo, espacio, constelaciones, galaxias.)

Ahora bien, no sélo ha correspondido a
los cientificos el pensar acerca de los
ndmeros. También los nimeros han ejercido
extraordinario influjo en los &nimos inclinados
a la supersticién. Muchos han venerado el 3;
el 4 era simbolo de perfeccién pitagérica;
el 7 era sagrado entre los hebreos; el 13 se
ha tenido por infausto entre muchas pueblos
y aln hoy inspira temor a muchas personas.

En fin, los nimeros y sus sistemas han
evolucionadc; y en este siglo XX es posible
que estemos pasando del sistema decimal a
otro sistema, como el binario que ya se esté
usando en las computadores automaticas.

Turning to the legal profession, Ms. Garcia
points out that,

- "There is one field that is of great signi-

ficance tc us, and that is the field of law.
In 1971, women accounted for 9.4%, of all
law students in the U.S.A., but women
lawyers were only about 4%, of the total
number of lawyers. At the University of
Southern California this year two Chicanas
will graduate. If we are going to fight for
our place in all fronts, we better have
Spanish-speaking women lawyers to battle
for us.

"In the field of education, even though |
said before that the great majority of
Spanish-speaking professional women were
in the field, we must remember approximate-
ly 80,000 bilingual teachers are needed right
now, according to the State of Bilingual
Education report presented to Congress by
Mr. Manuel Fierro, President of RASSA. We
have no representation in early childhood
development, remedial education, programs
for the handicapped and bilingual adult and
vocational education. There is a tremendous
need for Spanish-speaking women specialized
in personnel services, psychologists, and
counselors, in elementary, secondary and
higher education."

"We must share the information we have
of opportunities that exist in higher educa-
tion for minorities and for women." As Ms.
Garcia points out in her closing paragraph,

"The key factor in achieving our goal of
success is to unite ourselves as Spanish-
speaking women, in unity is strength."

She suggests that Spanish-speaking women
keep abreast of opportunities and create a
network of communications. Each of you can

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Minority Students
Face Unique
Problems

San Jose State University

Carlos came from an inner-city school in
Los Angeles to study accounting at San Jose
State University.

A black student who entered the univer-
sity in a special-admissions program for dis-
advantaged student, he was bright—but he
was also a little bit scared.

In a new environment, Carlos tried hard
to pass in competitive business classes for
which he had no tutoring help.

And he was worried because so many of
the other students seemed to be better pre-
pared in his field.

Not being familiar with some of the requ-
lations here, he forget to drop a class, and
received an administrative F.

The pressures mounted, his grade point
average fell—and Carlos finally went for
academic counseling after he had been
placed on academic probation.

For many Chicano, Asian-American, na-
tive American or black students like Carlos,
the struggle to compete in a university en-
vironment has taken a serious toll.

Almost one-fourth of all minority students
on campus were placed on academic proba-
tion or were in danger of disqualification by
the end of the fall, 1974 semester, according

to Steven Faustina, Affirmative Action co-
ordinator.

Some minority faculty and staff members
main the university administration is not
taking firm steps to relieve the situation.

But administrators counter that university
cutbacks in funding are contributing to the
problem.

""There is no doubt in my mind that the
university administration knows what's hap-
pening," said Bill Carter, a counselor at the
Edu‘cafional Opportunity Program (EOP).

o "Nothing has been done," he charged
and nothing is going to be done. ;

"They want it to happen," he said.

"l don't think the minority students' prob-
lems are of priority concern to the adminis-

trators,' said Gabriel Reyes, director of
EOP, a special admittance program for cul-
turally and economicaly disadvantaged stu-
dents.

"What more can we do than what we are
doing?" countered Academic Vice President
Hobert Burns.

"The cure may be largely in having more
money," Burns said. But, he added, the en-
tire university is feeling the crunch of fi-
nancial cutbacks.

The campus, he said, is faced with a tragic
situation — "No dough, no tutoring."

The question being raised in the contro-
versy are complex and emotional ones.

® What exactly are the problems that
minority students face when they enter high-
er education?

® Why are one-quarter of the SJSU minor-
ities facing academic difficulty?

® Is the university really concerned with
offering programs that can assist those who
need help?

The basic academic difficulties en-
countered by the students, according to
some minority counselors and instructors, are
in adjusting and competing here with others
who have been academically and emotion-
ally better prepared for the experience.

"These students are going through an
identity crisis in terms of their cultural back-
grounds,” said Stella Nanez, EOP counselor.

Minorities are often pressured into ac-
cepting "middle class, Anglo culture" in a
university atmosphere and are told "this is
the 'American way' to do things," Nanez
said.

It is especialy critical, said Bill Carter, a
black EOP counselor, for minorities to "'ad-
just to the environment and acquire self-
discipline."

And "if you can focus their attention on
one thing—like black pride—then that in-
fluences their belief that they can succeed,”
Carter said.

Minorities Less Prepared

Minority students are sometimes "less
well-prepared in elementary and secondary
schools for college, said Burns.

Some of the students "never learned to
develop good study habits," he said.

When they enter college, he added, "they
are asked to do something that they are not
prepared to do.

""We have to go out of our way to ident-
ify, diagnose and help'" students who need

e e e -
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assistance in studying and with ''the funda-
mental processes,” he said.

"The cure may be largely in having more
money," Burns added, "but even if we had
40 times as much money, that wouldn't
quarantee a solution."

Answers Lie With Students

The answer, he said, lies "basically with
the student."

'It's his problem," Burns said, "but the
faculty and administration can help."

Some campus instructors and staff, how-
ever, maintain that the need for skill-building
programs is being largely ignored by white
university officials.

"The university administration has official-
ly not responded to the problem," accord-
ing to Affirmative Action coordinator Faus-
tina.

Instead of looking at enrollment figures,
they should "start looking at the human ele-
ments," Fautina said.

"How many of those students could we
have saved?" he asked.

Report Presented

Faustina said he presented his report on
the disqualification and probation rate of
minorities to the university last semester.

But "l haven't heard anything," concern-
ing committees or studies at SJSU to investi-
gate the problem, which was ''never official-
ly recognized," he said.

"The institution is interested in having cer-
tain kinds of students here," said Dr. Carlene
Young, chairwoman of the Afro-American
Studies Department.

"Blacks and minorities," she added, "don't
seem %o fit into that scheme."

With the urban location of SJSU, Young
said, the school's black population should be
growing.

Blacks Declining

Instead, a "frightening number" of black
students have been lost, she said.

The probability is minimal "of this being
due to chance," she said.

Now that the civil rights push of the 1960s
is over, she said, ''people are no longer in-
terested in trying to deal with the issues of
justice and fairness.

"It seems out of vogue," she said.

"Our department has been depleted,"
Young said and it "no longer has as many
people who can provide services."

"The university is not using these students
for some kind of political advantage," main-
tained Dr. Richard Whitlock, dean of under-
graduate studies.

"If it's a game, then I'm not sure what
the prize is," he said.

Procedural Difficulties

Reyes of EOP said that particularly strong
difficulties revolve around "Procedural Prob-
lems."

Many of the students are often not fam-
iliar with policies concerning adds, drops,
disqualifications and progress points, he said.

These things are "critical for students from
disadvantaged backgrounds," Reyes said,
and have often made major differences in
students' academic standings.

Along with the emotional adjustments the
student must make to the university, said
EOP counselor Nanez, they must then face
the problem of hearing "take your forms to
this office, then to that office, then to that
one."

Many of them, she added, can't handle
all the unnecessary 'regulations and red
tape."

The administrative F has "definitely'’ hurt
numbers of students who were unsure of po-
licies concerning adding and dropping
classes, according to Henry Lostanau, a
counselor at EOP.

The administrative F is given to those stu-
dents who have not officially dropped a class
or have not made up a grade of "incom-
plete' within one year.

Changes Acknowledged

"We made an effort to notify them about
policy changes," he said, but ""90 per cent
of the students still don't know half of the
academic regulations."

Some administrators, however, believe
this is not the actual problem for the stu-
dents.

"There isn't any more red tape under
these procedures than under the former,"
according to Whitlock, dean of undergratu-
ate studies.

""Some of the students we are seeing have
been in academic difficulty for several
terms," he said.

"It isn't a new happening," he said. Some
students do not seem to be learning the re-
medial subjects after they are disqualified,
he said.

Lostanau, however, said many of his stu-
dents have experienced great difficulty in
dropping classes late and in communicating
with Whitlock and his office staff.

"He's an old-school, straight disciplinar-
ian" who is "not sensitive to the students'
needs," Lostaunau said. {

Because of this, he added, some students
have been forced to accept administrative
F's which have seriously affected their
records.

Whitlock maintained the "biggest prob-
!em" he sees for campus minority students
is one of "poor advisement—whether the
student is being given poor advice or is not
following it properly."

The university simply needs "a hell of a lot
more financial support and personnel' for

"'programs that attract minority students,"
acording to Dr. David Newman, head of the
SJSU counseling services.

Newman said the counseling center has
not been given the money "to hire a suffi-
cient number of counselors with ethnic back-
grounds.

"I'm convinced that because the (coun-
seling) services do not reflect the ethnic
composition of the student body," he said,
"that many students are reluctant to utilize
them."

The formation of "a learning assistance
center, a serious tutorial center and addi-
tional volunteer programs" to help students
academically is "a crying need," Newman
said.

"It's a matter of convincing the Califor-
nia state legislature that this is of high prior-
ity," he said.

Reyes of EOP maintained more "skill
building programs' are needed here, where
students could develop "learning, reasoning
and problem-analysis  skills."

Students have to be taught how "to apply
the knowledge they gain," Reyes said.

"A lab approach to English" for example,
he said is a "'step in the right direction.”

Dean Whitlock of Undergratuate Studies
said "remedial'" kinds of course work, de-
signed to educate those who are still work-
ing on a high school level, could be "in con-
flict with the mission of the university."

He maintained, however, that SJSU al-
ready offers ""a number of courses that are
available to lend support" to students hav-
ing problems.

Whitlock cited the critical writing, prac-
tical writing and business communications
courses as possibilities for students with
writing difficulties.

But "'l suspect that some of these students
are avoiding these courses if they are having
trouble," Whitlock added.

SJSU "ought to be able to use state funds
to set up programs of special education that
go beyond mere remediation," said Aca-
demic Vice President Burns.

"With five extra faculty positions" for
this purpose, he added, ""SJSU could ma_ke
a dent" in those disqualification figures with
reading, writing and math cfinics provided
for the students.

But because of state policy, he said, the
university is "not allowed to use state funds
for non-credit activity'' like basic remedial




work.

NCounselor Marjorie Craig maintains SJSU
offers enough programs for the students but
that "a large number of students leave
the campus without knowing" about them.

The university must make it "easier. for
the students to utilize"" what already exists,
she said.

"For the most part, we are not reaching
those students, and they are not moving to-
ward these programs," she said.

Some staff and faculty are trying to tackle
the problem.

Some black faculty and staff members,
said St. Safford, associated dean of student
services, have tried to unite "to show stu-
dents that we care, that we are here and
are not just shinin' them on."

As black professionals, he said, it is some-
times "easy to forget from where we came
and how we got over."

The group, he said, is making an effort to
be recognized as ''resource people' who are
available "specifically for black students."

'We want to show students that we care
about their problems," Saffold said.

Saffold said the group is beginning to get
other black students, particularly upper divi-
sion ones, "involved and working with us."

Counselor Margorie Craig said the coun-
seling center ''personally contacted 300
black and brown students' by mail to inform

them of academic guidance counseling ses-
sions that have been initiated.

The sessions, which are primarily for EOP
students who 'need to strenghten their
learning skills," are held in the Afro-Ameri-

can studies building on Wednesdays and
Thursdays from 3:30 to 5:30 p.m.

Craig said she was "gratified" that in the
first three weeks of school the counselors saw
"'60 to 75 of these students' for guidance.
She said they expect more.

Craig said the students are instructed in
"effective note taking and in exam prepa-
ration from both a cognitive and emotional
point of view.

Tutoring programs have also begun in the
building, Craig added.

Although some of the students had a "less
than enthusiastic response" to the tutoring,
Craig said she is still optimistic.

"It takes time," she said, for students to
accept the extra work involved in the no-
credit, time-consuming tutoring work.

"They're thinking, "This is another group
that wants to label me deficient," she said.

And these kids "have enough negative
labels put on them as it is," she added.

EOP Director Reyes said a new course
designed specificaly for Chicano students—
Introduction to Higher Education, MAGS
50,—has been recently introduced.

The course includes an "introduction to
skills-building for entering students," accord-
ing to Reyes.
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Henry B. Gonzalez
United States Congressman

Outstanding
Mexican American

The father of ecight children, Henry Gon-
zalez had a number of varied experiences
before he entered politics. He taught citi-
zenship and English to Mexican American
union members, and mathematics to vet-
erans of the armed services; served briefly
as an insurance company public relations
counselor; and operated a Spanish-English
translation hurcau for radio and television
clientele. In 1950 Gonzalez turned to poli-
tics as a carcer, and with his election in
1956 to the Texas State Senate achicved
the distinction of becoming the first citizen
of Mexican descent to he scated in that
hody in 110 years. After he moved from
the state legislature to the United States
Congress, Gonzalez continued working for
the same goals: better education, water
programs, benelits for farm workers, more
and better housing, minimum wage, and
several more hesides. Possibly his most
significant legislative accomplishment in
Washington was the defeat of the “bracero
program,” under which American citizens
of Mexican descent would have lost farm
jobs to workers coming from the other side
of our houndary with Mexico.

In the not too dis-
tant future, the social problems we face to-
day will be history.

But, for today if there is an opportunity,
it is certainly worth the effort to visit our
Latin American brothers. We can learn a lot
about ourselves.

Three Days of the Condor

Spy Melodrama - Panavision, Paramount
Pictures Release, produced by Stanley
Schneider. Stars Robert Redford, Faye Dun-
away, Cliff Robertson and Max Yon Sydow.
Directed by Sydney Pollack, Screenplay, Lo-
renzo Sempls, Jr., from the novel, "'Six Days
of the Condor," by James Grady. Camera,
Owen Roizman: Music, Dave Grusin. MPAA
Rating: R; running time, 120 minutes.

Sydney Pollack's new film is nothing less
than one of the most intelligent films to
come out of the Hollywood dream factory
in many a year. The film deals with a com-
mon man caught in a very un-common situa-
tion. Robert Redword is Condor, the man
caught in the situation. He plays a researcher
or reader for the C.I.A. His job is just to
read, and that is exactly what he does. He
reads everything printed in the U.S. and |
mean everything, newspapers, magazines,
comic-books, novels, everything. Of course
de doesn't do this alone, he works with a
team of people just like himself. They do all
of this in the heart of the financial district
of New York, under the front of a publish-
ing house.

One day, Robert Redford, goes out to
lunch, to pick up sandwiches for the rest of
his crew. When he returns he finds his entire
group massacred. But why?, remarks Red-
ford, "We're not the bad guys?"

Things become more complicated when
he calls the C.I.A. to figure out what to do.
He waits for the usual contact. And when
it goes to the point of pick-up they try to
bump Condor off. Why?, you ask. That's
exactly what Redford would like to knowi
And that's what the rest of the film is about,
those three days in the Condor's life. And
what he uncovers before that time is up,
| quarantee make for some of the most ex-
citing minutes of cinema history.

The film, as | mentioned earlier, was di-
rected by Sydney Pollack. His past works in-
clude, "They Shoot Horses . ..," ""The Way

We Were," 'Jerimiah Johnson" and. "'The
Yakuza'' (reviewed in April issue of EL EX-
CENTRICO). He is far from a newcomer to
the film scene. His work has tremendous
artistic control about it. As his past work,
there is a strong visual style with strong key
scenes alternated with fast clip chases and
action scenes. His pace never fails to hold
your attention. From the moment the film
starts to the end, it just simply goes, like a
bat out of &?!;X!!)(.

All of the performers, Redford, Dunaway
and Robertson turn in more than credible
performances. But it's Max Von Sydow that
really steals the scenes.

The film itself is a rarity, one of the most
exciting pieces of film made. It ranks with
the best of political and spy melodramas like
"Seven Days in May," "Z," "Fail Safe." |
would like to tell you more, but that would
only ruin it for you.
