Mexican-American
Chamber of Commerce

"Our main purpose is to assist and help
the small businesses in our community," be-
gan John G. Zamora, president of the San
Jose Mexican American Chamber of Com-
merce.

In a recent interview with EL EXCEN-
TRICO, Zamora explained that the Chamber
concentrates its assistance on a businesses'
day-to-day problems, such as management,
financial advice and dealings with the State
Board of Equalization.

"By offering help on everyday situations,
we hope to stop the high rate of failure
among small businessmen,"” Zamora said.

The Mexican American Chamber, a non-
profit organization, also strives ''to promote
business, industry, commerce and culture
within the community, for small businesses,"
according to a phamlet they provide.

Zamora said they also want to create an
atmosphere of understanding between the
small businessman and the community, and
encourage the full development of San
Jose's resources.

There are over forty Mexican-American
Chambers of Commerce in the United
States. The San Jose Chapter, organized in
1973, has over 300 members.

"Membership consists of businesses most-
ly, but we do have some individual mem-
bers," Zamora said.

"Forty per cent of our members are
Mexican-American and the other 60 per
cent is a combination of all races. Member-
ship is open to anyone who needs help, as
far as we are concerned," he added.

Although the Chamber is geared toward
small businesses, which differs it from the
San Jose Chamber of Commerce, they do
have a few "big business'' members, like Pa-
cific Gas & Electric.

"The San Jose Chamber of Commerce is
made up of bigger businesses. They handle
convention-type operations and make deci-
sions that affect the community on the
whole.

"We are in no way in competition with
the San Jose Cmamber of Commerce. In
fact, we often work closely with them," Za-
mora explained.

The Mexican-American Chamber has a
small staff, although many businessmen
volunteer their time for the various projects
and programs the Chamber conducts.

One of the newest programs is called
"Future Business People of America." Still
in the planning siages, it is scheduled to be-
gin in September, 1977.

"In this program, we hope to help young
people learn the steps necessary to set up
a business.

"They will actually help to form businesses
within the Chamber," Zamora said.

The program is designed primarily for high
school students from lower income families
or minority backgrounds, although eventual-
ly they would like to open it up to every-
one, according to Zamora.

"The purpose of the program is to make
these students go through all the phases of
a business operation, such as advertising,
payroll, loans, sales, etc.," Zamora added.

He said that as they move up from fresh-
men to seniors, some of them will become
managers, just like in real business.

"Our goal is to teach them how to start
and maintain a business, which is something
these kids have never been exposed to," Za-
mora said.

In the beginning, the students will par-
ticipate in the program on their own time,
bu eventually Zamora said he would like to
see them receive high school credits for the
learning experience.

Probably the best asset the future pro-
gram has going for it is the teachers. Actual
businessmen from the San Jose community

will conduct all the classes. For example,
bankers will teach loan operations, and
CPA's will teach accounting.

Zamora hopes to set up a Scholarship
Bank in order to help those financially under-
privileged students continue in business after
the program, as a follow-up.

"l am sure there are a lot of students who
will want to do this," said Zamora, referring
to the program and helping the students to
set up their own business.
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"These kids need someone to look up to
and the businessmen volunteering their time
are just the people,” he added.

In order o continue many of these fine
services, the Chamber encaurages member-
ship to help them in achieving their goal
of bettering the San Jose Community.

They are located at 416 North First Street
in San Jose, and they are always willing to
answer questions about the organization.

Why We Insist On Spanish

| received a letter from a reader who
poses a number of questions regarding the
use of Spanish by Mexican-Americans in the
United States.

Many of these questions have often been
asked of me by other readers through
letters or in conversations. | will try to
answer them now.

Q.—Why is such a large portion of the
Mexican-American community insistent on
speaking Spanish?

A.—Part of the reason is cultural.pride.
For generations, Mexican-Americans were
discouraged by teachers — and often by

arents — from speaking Spanish. It was
felt that the use of Spanish would be a de-
triment to their socio-economic betterment.
Mexican-American people were made to
feel ashamed to use the language of their
fathers.

@.—Is there a need for Spanish-speaking
Mexican-Americans in everyday life?f

A.—Yes, because we are neighbor to

Mexico and 19 other Spanish-speaking coun-
tries in this hemisphere. We have a con-
stant flow of Spanish-speaking immigrants
and visitors who need to communicate in
Spanish with public and private agencies.
We also need more Spanish-speaking Ameri-
cans to serve in diplomatic posts in Latin
America and other Spanish-speaking coun-
tries of the world. Spanish is one of the
maijor languages of the world. The more
Americans who speak it, the better our
chances for international understanding will
be.

Q.—What would you say is the percent-
age of Mexican-Americans who speak Span-
ish fluently and can also read and write it?

A.—Unfortunately, truly bilingual Mexi-
can-Americans (English-Spanish) are relative-
ly few. As | mentioned before, most Mexi-
can-American children were discouraged

and often punished for speaking Spanish.
The use of Spanish was unpopular in this
country as late as the early 1960s.

Today, we have a substantial number of
monolingual persons of Mexican descent
who speak either English or Spanish well, but
Inof many who speak both languages fluent-
y-

Q.—Is it the goal of most Mexican-
Americans to try to establish a bi-lanquage
standard in governmental institutions and
public schools?

A.—The need for Spanish-speaking em-
ployees in governmental agencies was estab-
lished some time ago. Many agencies now
recruit for bilingual and/or bi-cultural em-
ployees where the job requires the use of
the language.

A number of agencies are now giving bi-
lingual employees additional pay over other
monolingual employees in the same job
classificatian.

@.—Do you believe the world would be
better off if all of its people spoke the same
language?

A.—Yes, | believe so. There would be far
less misunderstanding, although | don't
think it would prevent conflicts.

@.—! have read that French is the diplo-
matic language and that English is the most
flexible, useful, and that more of its words

are used internationally than from any other
language. What is your opinion?

A.—A few years ago, | traveled exten-
sively in Central and South America as a
public health consultant for the World
Health Organization (United Nations). In
my contacts with U.N. and Latin American
officials and diplomats, | found French still
in use by many, but not nearly as much as
English.

There is no question that English has taken
the place of French among the educated.
English is the business language; it is indis-
pensible for many professional businessmen
in almost every country of the world.

There are hundreds of English words in
the vocabulary of the people of other coun-
tries. Our movies, music, investments, inven-
tions and military are mainly responsible for
that.

Q.—Is there an international language?
If so, which one is it?

A.—Esperanto. Few people speak it to-
day, and the number is getting smaller.

No cabe duda que es un entretenimiento
muy interesante, aunque por lo general cos-
toso para los que no tienen control y se
empefian en ganar sumas fabulosas; algunos
son favorecidos con un golpe de suerte y
pueden ganar cientos o miles de délares,
pero la mayorfa pierde o si tiene suerte sale
a rnano.

El camino en avién, en automévil o en
autobus es hermoso, con vistas panorémicas
de una belleza extraordinaria, los bosques,
las praderas y montafas en la época de in-
vierno se cubren de nieve y regalan al via-
jero con panoramas inolvidables. El servicio
de hotel y restaurant es magnffico y se ajus-
ta a los diferentes niveles econémicos de los
visitantes.

The Pink Panther
Strikes Again

If you have become one of the many
"Pink Panther'" fans over the past ten years,
I'm sure you will want to see the newest of
his adventures. If you liked the first three,
then you will love this one. By far the most
complicated, funny and best of the four.

The story concerns Herbert Lom, who
once was the head of the French police,
and is now in a mental home. He has been
there since the last Pink Panther movie, be-
cause of the antics that Sellers pulled. Now,
it is some months later and he is awaiting
release. All he has to do is show the board
of doctors that he is not "nuts' and does
not wish to do in Inspector Cleasou (Sellers),
who now has his old job. That is, Sellers is
now head of the French police. All goes
well until Sellers shows up to visit his old
boss. This enrages Lom so much that he goes
into a rage and shows the doctors that he
cannot be released.

Inspite of that Herbert Lom escapes and
begins to organize a group of professional
criminals, in fact the best in their field, to
do away with the Inspector. And what fol-
lows, | cannot begin to explain to you be-
cause it's too funny for words. All | can
tell you is that | couldn't stop laughing from
beginning through the end. Some of the best
gags ever devised are used in this picture,
they lead from one right to another, with-
out hardly ever a break in between. The
credit of the gags goes to Sellers as well
as Blake Edwards as the two that came up
with insane ideas.

Besides the "live" gags, the film is high-
lighted by cartooned titles with our hero the

ESCOBAR

The Alum Rock Communication Center is
a bi-lingual, bi-cultural center located at
5038 Hyland Avenue. It is a non-profit cor-
poration formed to meet the mental health
needs of the residents of Milpitas/Alviso/
East San Jose and Evergreen areas, with a
subsidiary in Gilroy called the South County
Counseling Center serving South County/
San Martin and Gilroy areas.

The Alum Rock Communication Center is
staffed from 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. They
also have a 24-hour hot line for crisis inter-
vention. The staff consists of over 25 affi-
liated counselors who have a variety of back-
ground skills and experiences. They are
barrio workers, psychologists, counselors,
social workers, and clergy: They are brown,
black and white and are both parents,
childless, married, divorced, and single par-

ents. This variety of backgrounds enables

them better to meet the needs of our com-
munity.
24 Hour (risis Infervention

There is a 24-Hour Crisis Intervention
services provided to alleviate the needs of
adolescents and families in crisis. A crisis
may be related to problem behaviors in
school, drugs, law enforcement or the im-
mediate family. No family is denied these
services since a family in crisis is in imme-
diate need, the centers staff are available
to go to the scene of the crisis. The center
operates on a pager system enabling coun-
selors to respond immediately. The 24 Hour
Crisis Intervention is supported by the Coun-
ty of Santa Clara through Federal Revenue
Sharing Funds. This service is free for
families with adolescents, ages 10 to 17,
there is a small charge on a sliding scale
based on ability to pay to non-adolescents
families.

Counseling

The Alum Rock Communication Center
offers the following types of counseling
services: personal, family, child, pre-marital,
marital, vocational and group. Their coun-
selors are skilled in helping families and indi-

viduals to resolve problems, clarify goals,
improve family relationships and com-
munication, ana to develop understanding
of ones own life. Often problems are so
overwhelming that it is necessary to turn to
someone for help and the staff at the Cen-
|+er are willing to work with almost any prob-
em.

The Center also offers family life educa-
tion to assist families in developing a set of
communication skills through which parents
and children can solve problems and negoti-
ate satisfactory solutions to family conflicts.

This service is also offered in the home
or at the center for the convenience of all
concerned.

Sexual Awareness

Another service offered is human sexual-
ity awareness to provide improved sexual
awareness and communication between
family members, and includes understanding
and treatment of sexual expression.

Body awareness is offered to provide op-
portunity for exploring relationships of the
body to feeling states and emotions either
in group or individual setting.

Other projects the Alum Rock Com-
munication Center is involved in includes a
school for emotional disturbed children.
Mandala Children's House, program devel-
opment and a speakers bureau. The school
for emotionally disturbed children provides
educational and developmental intervention
for emotionally disturbed children between
the ages of 5 to 10.

The Mandala Children's House provides
individualized, multicultural, family oriented
pre-school day care services for children
based on Montessori methods and materials
and using Dr. Thomas Gordon's Parent Ef-
fectiveness Skills. In program development
the center provides consultation and tech-
nical assistance o community social agencies
in developing, maintaining or expanding
their service delivery systems. The speakers
bureau provides community groups, organ-
izations and agencies with speakers on re-
levant Mental Health issues.

La Catedral
De Mexico

por FRANCISCO J. ORTIZ

La Ciudad de los Palacios, llamada asi
nuestra capital mexicana dié nacimiento a
una de sus mas abdominables construcciones
de la epoca colonial, La Catedral Metro-
politiana.

Este monumento de pesada construccién
y de arquitecténica belleza ha logrado
sobreponerse a fuertes tempestadas para
permanecer erguida y audaz ante la mirada
celosa de la Gran Ciudad.

Oficialmente en el afio de 1791 se ter-
miné de construir la Catedral de México, y
muchos fueron los problemas que afronté
esta inmortal construccién, su edificacién
fue paralizada por muchos afios a causa de
inundaciones y ofros motivos que se susci-
taron en el virreinato. :

En este mismo afio se concluyeron las
torres por el Arquitecto Damian Ortiz, cuyos
cuerpos habién iniciado Juan Lozano y Juan
Serrano siendo la altura de ellas 72 varas dos
tercios (60m. 90 cm.) desde la cruz hasta
el pavimiento, empezadas a costruir el 28 de
marzo de 1786.

En 1624 fueron cerradas las bovedas; el
14 de septiembre de 1648 fue colocada la
cruz de Mafiosca, por. el Arsobispo de este
apellido y que fue traida de Apam, obra
que construyo Fray Francisco de Tembele-
que.

Para el afio de 1730 se estrené la joya
maravillosa del coro de la Catedral de Méx-
ico, la reja fue mandada construir a Macao
China de acuerdo con los planos y dibijos
enviados por el gobierno virreinal.

Las Campanas; Desde que se inicio la
construccién del templo mayor en 1573 han
sido colocadas las campanas; la mayor dofia
Marfa con un peso de 20 toneladas, y la
Ronca llamada si por su sonido grueso y
apagado.

En el siglo XVIII fueron fundidas tres cam-
panas por el espafiol Salvador de la Vega;
la mayor Santa Marfa de Guadalupe con un
peso de 18 toneladas, la llamada Santo
Angel de la Guarda con un peso de 7 tone-
ladas y la Esquila San Salvador colocada en
1793.

Después de 94 afios que duré la construc-
cién se habian gastado $1.768,800.00.

El Sagrario Metropolitano; Anexo a la
Catedral se encuentra el Sagrario Metro-
politano de estilo Churrigueresco.

El 16 de febrero de 1740 se comenzé a
construir ante la presencia del Virrey Conde
de Revillagigedo, habiendose consagrado el
8 de febrero de 1768 y estrenado en 1829.

La madrugada del 17 de enero de 1967
la Catedral Metropolitaan sufrié una de las
pérdidas més grandes en su historia, debido
a un corto circuto que ocasioné incendio,
destruyendo el Altar del Perdén que se en-
contraba a 10 metros de la entrada prin-
cipal, el coro que se encuentra bajo la nave
central, el monumental organo asf como pin-
turas y otras obras de arte fueron danadas
por el siniestro fuego.

Esta monumental construccién es uno de
los centros turisticos més visitado en la
Ciudad de México, acuden a él més de un
millén de capitalinos diariamente.

Actualmente se celebran en él Misas,
Bautizos, Bodas, Confirmaciones y fiestas

Religiosas.
\

Su pesada construccion a dado motivo a
su lento sequro hundimiento, esta joya
arquitecténica de valor inapreciable a que-
dado como muestra del pasado y herencia
del pueblo Mexicano.

Los Arquitectos de la Catedral de Méx-
ico fueron, Don Juan de Miguel Aguero,
Don Juan Gomez de Trasmonte, Don Pedro
de Arrieta, Don Damian Ortiz de Castro,
Manuel Tolosa y otros més.
