When Radio KAZA signs on
the at 6 a.m. daily from its studios
in Morgan Hill, its powerful 5,-
000-watt voice is
Spanish - speaking listeners that
another day of community serv-
ice is beginning.

The station slogan, ‘“Radio
KAZA, su casa” is a play on
words of a Spanish phrase that
tells listeners they should feel at
home. And it means just that, ac-
cording to Albert Rodriguez, presi-
dent of the station.

assuring its |

“Our primary role is to be at
the service of our listeners. We're
a clearinghouse, a source of in-
formation and a referral service
for an audience from San Fran-
cisco to San Luis Obispo,” Rodri-
quez said. .

Community service is provided
In many ways.

“We're the only station I know
liaison. His role is to help pub-
lic or private organizations get
their message on the air,” Rodri-
that ‘has a full-time community
quez said.




“We don’t have the red tape of
stations that require the signature
of several persons to authorize a
public service message. Our lis-
teners go directly to our liaison,
who pretty much has a green
light.”

The result, he added, is more
information for an audience for
whom radio is one of the major
sources of information.

The station now airs 32 differ-
ent public service announcements
daily — a considerable number
when the station day is only 12
hours long.

Special efforts are made on
some topics, such as the current
blitz to assure participation in the
1980 census, and a recent request

for a telegram barrage that Rodri- |

guez believes contributed to a

federal attorney general’s ban on |

indiscriminate raids by immigra-
tion officers seeking illegal aliens.

Community service at KAZA
also means community participa-
tion.

One popular program is “Opin-
iones,” which allows listeners to
debate or question guest speakers
on topics such as ddrugs, immigra-
tion, education, welfare and child
abuse.

KAZA was born in the mid-
1960s when the owners of Radio
KLOK, then a Spanish-language
station, sold it, bought another
station and changed the call letters
to KAZA.

Rodriguez, formerly a promoter
of Mexican recording and movie
stars in the United States, has
been with the station for sevven
years.

Virtually all programming is
directed to Hispanics of Mexican
descent, Rodriguez said.

There are some 1.2 million per-
sons of Hispanic descent in Santa

4 Clara, Alameda, San Benito, Mon-

terey and San Francisco counties,
he said. The Hispanics in San
Francisco are 75 percent Central
American, Puerto Rican or Cuban.
In the East Bay, the Hispanic
population is 85 percent Mexican.
In Watsonville and Gilroy, the
proportion of Mexican - Ameri-
cans is 90 percent to 95 percent.

Therefore, music, news and
sports on KAZA are directed to a
Mexican - American audience,
Rodriguez said.

The success of the station, he
added, is reflected in the number
of callers. He produced a letter
from the phone company in 1977
that said the company was having
problems with its equipment be-
cause up to 40,000 callers an hour
were trying to get through.

“We expanded the number of
lines,” Rodriguez said, “but we
can’t do any more. If we put in
100 lines, we wouldn’t have the
personnel to answer them.”

The station’s grass-roots orien-
tation also is reflected in broad-
casts to raise funds for persons
who need money for a funeral or
o ship a body to Mexico, Rodri-
guez said.

He said he is working with a
San Jose funeral home on the pos-
sibility of giving the agency ad-
vertising in exchange for provid-
ing funeral services for destitute
citizens.

The station’s efforts to help
Mexican - Americans has been
recognized by Mexico City news-
papers, which send representatives
to cover the Fourth of July cele-
brations Radio KAZA sponsors
each year at the county fair-
grounds.

“Also we’re the only station in
the United States to receive an
award of merit from the Associa-
tion of Newspaper Editors of Mex-
ico,” Rodriguez said.

Love Carefully

“Last year an estimated one
million teenagers became preg-
nant.”

This caption on the back of
valentine cards is being used to
increase public awareness that
teen pregnancy has reached epi-
demic proportions. These cards
have been distributed nationally
by the Massachusetts Zero Popu-
lation Growth Center as a part of
its 5th annual Love Carefully Day
Program.

Teen pregnancies often result
in problems and health risks to the
teenage mother and her child. The
death rate from complications of
pregnancy, delived and birth are
65 percent higher for teenagers
than females in their twenties.
Teenagers are twice as likely to
die from hemorrhage and mis-
carriage. Toxemia, iron deficient
anemia, pre-eclampsia and pro-
longed labor are some of the seri-
ous health problems that preg-
nant teenagers commonly face.
The mortality rates of infants
born to young women is two to
three times higher than infants
horn to women in their twenties
Babies born to this age group are
more likely to be premature and
of low birth weight which are
major causes of infant mortality
and increased risks of devlopmn-
tal problems and mental retarda-
tion.

One out of every ten teenage
girls becomes pregnant each year.
While 11 million of the 21 million
teenagers are sexually active only
3 in 10 sexually active teenagers
use contraception. Births to teen-
agers account for 20 percent of all
births in the United States each
year.

In Santa Clara County, tenage
pregnancy appears to be a major
problem. In the county, 22.3 per-
cent of all pregnancies occurred
to teenage women. Although the
county’s percentage of births to
mothers under the age of 20 is
lower than the state’s, a higher
percentage of teenagers in Santa
Clara County elect to have abor-
tions. In Santa Clara County, 9,-
592 abortions were reported in
1976. an increase of 7 percent over
the 1975 statistics. This increase
in numbers of abortions repre-
sents a significent need ofr family
planning services in this county.

The cost to the public for teen-
age pregnancy runs into several
millions of dollars each year. As-
cording to Assemblywomen Leona
Egeland, it has been estimated
that 1975 welfare dependency fig-
ures reflected a cost of $460 mil-
lion a year to support households
in which the women gave birth as
teenagers.

There are many othér compli-
cations. Many pregnant young

women are poor or ignorant of
their own medical needs and do
not receive adequate nutrition or
care from a physician. Others, es-
pecially in their early teens, ages
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12 or 13 or so, are not physically
fully grown and are less able to
deiver a healthy child. The rate
of attempted suicide and child
abuse is extremely high among
voung women who become preg-
nant before they are 20 years of
age.

There are no simplistic answers
as to why so manyv teenagers be-
come pregnant. Programs aimed
at preventing adolescent preg-
nancy often provide family plan-
ning services have begun sexual
activity. In spite of the increase
in family planning services, the
rate of teenage pregnancies con-
tinues to increase in unprece-
dented numbers. It does seem
clear that adolescents reed to re-
ceive information and guidance
earlier to better understand their
own needs and desires.

As parents are often cast in the
role of sex educators to their chil-
dren, Love Carefully Day could
be seen as an opportunity for par-
‘entsto reaffirm their ability to en-
able their children to grow up
with correct information and atti-
tudes to make sound decisions and
wise choices about sexual behavior
as well as other behavior.

Love Carefully Day could also
be seen as a time to emphasize
the need for new programs and
services to help with the problems
of teen pregnancy. While Love
Carefully Day will serve to in-
crease public awareness of many
of these facts and figures, it will
require a lot more effort in the
form of dedicated work and edu-
cation to inform teen about the
benefits of taking responsibility
for their lives and futures.
