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President Carter recently held
a meeting with the black leader-
ship of the nation. Black leaders
are dissatisfied with the Presi-
dent’s efforts to curb unemploy-
ment, particularly among black
youths. They also contend that
the President has failed to keep
his promise to appoint more
blacks to high level official posi-
tions.

At the same time, Hispanic
leaders have been trying to draw
the President’s attention to their
needs. They feel that the Presi-
dent’s attention has been primar-
ily towards the black population.

The Hispanics say that the
Carter administration has shifted
a number of federal grants to
black urban areas and that most
of the important appointments
have gone to blacks.

If Carter’s attention to the black
population is partly based on pay-
ing back for their political sup-
port, then the same should hold
true for the Hispanic population
who gave practically all its sup-
port to the Carter’s election.

My theory for the lack of at-

tention to the Hispanic population
1s that the President is unfamiliar
with the Hispanics, especially
those of Mexican anecstry, who
reside “primarily in Southwest
United States.

Some time ago, I had a talk
with a lawyer friend of mine who
now works for a major television
network in New York.

He told me that in Manhattan,
there is an area of a few square
blocks where the largest and most
powerful news media administra-
tion offices are housed. These are
NBC, CBS, Time, Inc., New York
Times and others. In these offices,
the decisions are made for news
coverage, TV and radio series and
educational programs. These are
programs that influence most of
the nation’s thinking.

My friend told me that most of
the executives who make these
decisions live in the suburbs and
commute by train to and from
work every day.

In their daily commute, they
pass through the black ghettos of
New York. They see the problems
of the blacks and this influences
their thinking when it comes to
the topics their networks select for
their programs.

This accounts, he says, for the
increasing number of of TV pro-
grams where blacks are given
better coverage and roles. The
Latin population which is primar-
ily in the Southwest and which
they do not see—it’s a matter of

out of sight, ont of mind.

“TONY” DIAZ FOUND
HOME AT BAY MEADOWS

Jockey Antonio L. “Tony”
Diaz, a 28-year-old native of Silao
Guanguato, Mexico, has parlayed
a tragic fire in his native land to
an outstanding riding career in
the United States, particularly at
Bay Meadows.

Tony came to Bay Meadows in
the fall of 1971, following a fire
that destroyed the Aqua Caliente
Race Track in Tijuana. He fin-

ished third in the jockey standings

at the San Mateo course that year
and then started a winning sreak
that has some racing fans calling
he popular peninsula track, “Tony
Meadows.”

The hard riding youngster won
the jockey championship at the
Meadows in 1972 and came back
to repeat in 1973.

He was limited to just a few
local appearances in 1974, due to
a commitment he had made to
ride in Southern California, but
he made it four out of five by
agamn topping the Meadows’
standings in 1975 and 1976. He

is “Off and running” in 77, as
he seeks his fifth title in the past
six years.

Tony jumped off to an early
lead during the 20-day Tanforan
portion of the 79 day season, but
saw it diminish somewhat when
sidelined due to injuries received
in a spill during the running of
a race.

Diaz also won riding champion-
ships at Golden Gate Fields and
he always manages to more than
hold his own when trying the
likes of Shoemaker, Pincay, Haw-
ley and McHargue at Santa Anita
and Hollywood Park.

City, a furlong or two away from
the entrance to the track’s barn
area. He and his wife, Martha,
have two daughters, Elizabeth, 6,
and Sandra, 4.

La historia de México podemos
decir que empieza con la caida de
el imperio de Moctezuma, y al
pasar del tiempo ha escrito
gloriosas paginas que son dignas
de conservarlas en la memoria y
en nuestros corazones.

Asi termind el sefiorio mdas po-

deroso del Anahuac. Cortez no
estaba interesado en quitarle la
vida al joven principe y guerrero,
él estaba interesado en conseguir
el tesoro de Moctezuma, le pidié
a Cuauhtemoc que le dijera donde
se escondia el tesoro, a lo cual no
obtuvo contestacién; Cortez pensé
que atormentandolo lo podia hacer
hablar y la quemaron los pies con
aceite hirviendo. El Ray de Ta-
cuba que tambien fue atormenta-
do, lanzo una mirada suplicante al
soberano para que hablara y Cua-
hutemoc lo contesté: Acaso crees
que yo estoy el un lecho de rosas?
Poco tiempo después, el gran so-
berano fue muerto por los con
quistadores.

Los espafioles se audefiaron de
las tierras e hicieron esclavos a
los indios; la dominacién de la
Nueva FEspafia duré trecientos
anos. Implantaron su idioma sus
costumbresy su religién, forman-
do una nueva raza con la fusién
del hibero con el indio americano.

Maximiliano fue inevitable, En
Queretaro en el Cerro de las Cam-
panas, el Archiduque entregd su
espada y se rindi6 en compania
de los generales mexicanos Miguel
Miramén y Tomas Mejia.

Fueron juzgados por un tribunal
de guerra y sentenciados a muerte,
el 19 de junio de 1867 los tres
fueron fusilados en el mismo Cerro
de las Campanas de la Ciudad de
Queretaro.
