LA ARQUITECTURA COLONIAL EN PUEBLA

Al principio de la conquista espafiola, las
obras coloniales fueron sencillas y fuertes construc-
ciones, hechas para dar albergue y seguridad. Al-
gunas veces desempefiaron el doble papel de templos
y fortalezas, como los templos de San Francisco en
Huejotzingo y Tepeaca. Mas tarde comenzaron
a construirse los castillos y las moradas. Luego dando
paso a la influencia religiosa, se levantaron los tem-
plos y conventos y por fin, ya en plena epoca de ab-
undancia y mayores necesidades, se hicieron las ri-
cas residencias, las iglesias de complicadas fachadas,
los monumentos de afiligranados dibujos, las fuentes,
etc,

De esta epoca colonial perduran numerosas
reliquias en mi natal ciudad, en mi querida Puebla de
Los Angeles, y que bien quisiera demostrar amplio-
mente a ustedes, pero, ante la imposibilidad de ha-
blar detallodomente de todas y cada una de estas jo-
yas, me limitare a hablar someramente de las carac-
teristicas de la arquitectura colonial poblana y bre-
vemente de sus templos y edificios.

El siglo XVII fue el siglo de oro de Puebla.
Se levantaron los mas bellos templos y algunos edifi-
cios civiles. El barroco adquirio en Puebla caracter-
isticas propias que lo distinguen del de otras ciudades.
En el siglo XVIIl la originalidad de la arquitectura
poblana culmina con la combinacion en las fachadas
y cupulas, de azulejos y ladrillos, canteria grisy
atauriques en mezcla blanqueados. En Puebla tene-
mos las cupulas de mejores formas y mas vivos colores.

Una de las caracteristicas que distinguen al
colonial del plateresco o del barroco es la busqueda
del contraste del color entre las partes del edificio,
para lo cual, se revistieron los entrepofios con mate-
riales de colores vivos. En el Distrito Federal, entre
lo piedra chiluca y el tezontle rojo se uso este en

aparejos variados, formando asi el fondo del con-
traste. Sin embargo, como en Puebla no tenemos ese

material, hubo la necesidod de utilizor el ladrillo
igualmente en diaspositivos muy variodos, en com-
binacion con el azulejo, resultando esta combina-
cion todo un exito, ya que hace resaltar los adornos
de jombas, cornises y frisos. Detalle sobresa liente
de la arquitectura colonial es, el uso de un lambrin
de piedra gris, que para proteccion de la pared se uso
en las casas y que ademas de darle fuerza y solidez
presenta una bella sucesion de colores: gris (el lom-
brin) - rojo (el ladrillo) y azul y amarillo (el ozul-
ejo) produciendo un maravilloso efecto de colorido,
Otra caracteristica de las construcciones coloniales

es la concentracion de ornatos en las portados.

Refiriendome a las portadas y fachadas, tene-
mos en Puebla otra cosa notoriamente local y colon-
ial para adornar estas; el material Ilamado *' pegos-
tre'' o ''pegote'’ pasta para tallado, hecha de cal y
arena finamente cernidas, mezcladas y aglomeradas
en pequefias piezas que, frescas aun, se van pegando
para formar el bulto que posteriormente se talla.
Flores, ramazones, roleas y figuras geometricas se
tallan a punta de cuchillo, vaciando con suma paci-
encia los bultos antes dichos y previamente formados
con el pegostre.

Empleando este material estan hechas fachadas
enteras, como las de la casa de Alfefiique, La Casa de
San Martin, La Casa donde se encuentra el Departa-
mento de Salubridad y otras.
