Pucbla su fundacion g frogredo

Puebla despues de su fundacion progreso rapida-

mente. En 1547 los habitantes pasaban ya de 350 sin
contar con la poblacion flotante. A fines del siglo
XV| la ciudad se extendia de oriente a poniente con

16 calles y 9 de norte a sur, formando unas 120 man-
zanas.

Se establecieron diversas industrias que poster-
iormente y hasta la actualidad han caracterizado a
Puebla. Molinos de trigo, entre ellos el de Huxotitla
que es el mas antiguo y que a la fecha sigue traba-
jando.

En 1542 se establecio una fabrica de vidrio.
Por esta misma fecha Francisco de Pefiafiel establecio
una fabrica de pafios, que vino a ser el primer esla-
bon de lo que afios mas tarde seria la principal indus-
tria de Puebla, la textil. El jabon fabricado en Pu-
ebla era famoso entodo el virreynato. Asi mismo eran
famosos los cueros curtidos y repujados, los fierros pa-
ra rejas y balcones, las telas corrientes de algodon y
otras mas finas de seda y aun terciopelo. Los azul-
ejos que brillaban como lente juelas en las cupulas de
las iglesias y como adorno en las fachadas de las ca-
sas. La loza a imitacion de Talavera de la reing,
Espafia.

A fines del mismo siglo XVI se representaban
comedias en una casa ubicada al costado de Catedral
donde mas tarde se levanto el Palacio Episcopal (en
este edificio actualmente se encuentra el Palacio de
Justicia). A principios del siglo XVII se hacian las
representaciones en una casa de la calle de Herreros,
contra esquina de la Catedral. Cuatro teatros mas se
sucedieron en la epoca colonial, siendo el sexto el
llamado Coliseo en la plazuela de San Franciscoy
despues el Principal, que fue terminado por el Ayun-
tamiento en el afio de 1759. Este teatro aun subsiste
y es, en la actualidad, el mas antiguo de America,
abierto al publico. En 1960 con aportaciones de par-
ticulares y muy especialmente de la fundacion Mary
Street Jenkins, fue reconstruido y arreglado total-
mente.

En el proximo articulo veremos la arquitectura
colonial poblana que se caracteriza por el uso de azul-
ejos y ladrillos.

| guess that most of us who love to write have
thoughts that we can write the All American novel
someday. Dave Sierra has actually gotten down to
hard work and has produced a very moving story in
REMEMBER THIS DAY. A college buddy of mine al-
ways wanted to write ''the novel, '' and who can for-
get the very successful '' Pocho'' by Joe Villarreal.

| read the opening two chapters of Dave Sierra's
novel REMEMBER THIS DAY and | was highly impress-
ed by Dave's style of writing which is characterized
by beautiful and vivid simplicity. It is so written that
you will immediately get hooked.

You can't help but identify with the main char-
acters. A young boy (Richard Moreno) is torn emo-
tionally between his love for the girl (Shirley Kirk-
land) and expressing this love which he isnot sure will
be accepted.

The story begins on June 6, 1944 (D-Day) which
is Richard Moreno's high school graduation day. In
very effective flashback the thoughts of Richard Mor-
eno take you through all the events worth remember-
ing, the color, the students, the teachers, the foot-
ball games and the spirit which moke up Emerson High
School.

The novel has its spicy and racy passoges but they
are well hondled by the writer, The story will no
doubt take you back to your high school days. It's
probably a safe bet that you still remember a certain
day and who but Dave Sierra can deny that he didn't
live the story.

Dave could have painted his main charocters with
stronger hues and run it at a little faster pace but all
in all the novel has considerable commercial merit and
o very moving and tender approach that blends superb-
ly with the subject and mood of the story.

The Prologue

The Sixth of June of Nineteen Hundred
and Forty Four dawned bright and sunny. Peace and
contentment are the words which would most aptly
describe the way Emerson City looked that morning.
The town was alive with news of an Allied Expedi-
tionary Force which early that morning had raced across
the beaches of western France. The invasion was on|
Across the globe the news wires hummed with com-
muniques of what was happening, the action that was
transpiring ot Omaha, Utah, Gold, and the other
beaches under attack. One never knew quite what to
make of news dispatches any more. One day the news
papers would announce that American forces were
pushing ever onward, carrying the fight to the enemy.
The next day another voice would urge all to contri-
bute to the war effort, to buy savings bonds, stamps,
don't drive over 35 miles per hour, save gas, save
oil, save cooking oil, save yourself, save the country,
etc., etc,

This war seemed many millions of miles
away. Emerson City, nestled in the cracks and cre-
vices of the Stanley Mountains, never seemed to get
too excited about anything at all. The most exciting
thing which had happened here in four years, other
than the news about Pearl Harbor, was when Billie
Spencer, son of Reverend Spencer of the Emerson
Township Presbyterian Church, got caught in bed with
the widow Gunnerson in the spring of '44, Bill was
barely sixteen years old then and everyone knew that
his father had warned him not to say anything to any-
one. He didn't have to. Mrs. Gunnerson seemed
quite proud that her doughter Helga, much younger
and far more attractive than her, had surprised them
both in bed when Mrs. Gunnerson was supposed to bc
at the grocery store and Billie Sp was s
to be driving her there and bock Reverend Sponcor
was very kind to his flock, letting his son drive them
to the store and back on Saturday so that on Sunday
they would be sure to be in church to listen to his
'"Me and the Devil and no holds barred"'’ sermons.

Gradually the town went back to nor-
mal. Back to a humdrum existence. The lawns were
green again, much better looking than the sickening
grey cloth of winter. The long days of summer, with
nippy but comfortable nights, had returned in May.
Now, June was here and with it came the invigora-
ting sunshine of a California summer. In the distance
the high snow capped peaks of the Stanleys pointed to

clear skies searching vainly for nonexistent clouds.
The gentle sloping foothills forming an interim bet-
ween the towering summits and the valley's flatness,
held grove upon grove of budding fruit trees on its hea-
ving bosom.

Emerson City was situated here in the
shadow of these majestic hills, pride of its residents
though hated by many transplanted midwesterners who
preferred to see the sun rise over miles of endless
plain. The community nestled here in the bosom of
the foothills, content to exist in the shadow of one of
God's foremost creations and quite happy to know
that it escaped the noise and confusion of more urbane
cities to the south.

Here was land which yet recognized
the rancher as its King. They were the dominant class
in Emerson City, content to know that they held the
stability of the area's economy in the palm of their
calloused hands.

Early every weekday morning bright
yellow buses vacated their boudoirs in the large barn-
like structure that was the garage of the Emerson City
High School, fanning out over the lush countryside
where smiling, husky boys, and girls waited for their
ride to school. Big, strong boys they were, tired by
ranch chores begun long before sunrise, and girls whose
femininity shown through even though the labors of
rural life sought without much success to cloak the
signs of their gender.

Now rolling rapidly through town along
Emerson Avenue, the buses drew casual hand waves
from early-to-rise merchants who hastily swept dust
and bits of debris which the night had deposited at
their threshold.

A short, black haired boy walked very
slowly down Hull Street, stopped at the Emerson Ave-
nue crossing to let the bus turn up the street toward
the high school before dashing across the busy thorough-
fare himself. He walked slowly, his mind engrossed
in memories of four almost-completed years at Em Hi.
Shuffling along, now and then counting the squares of
cement over which his feet traversed, came Dick
Moreno, student. A fine mind, his mathematics in-
structor had said that time he got an A in Basic Arith-
matic. Cute, Darlene Duvall, the school's head
cheerleader, told Dick's younger sister. One hell-
uva nice guy, Jamie Anderson opined. The latter
opinion was the one that mattered.

Wandering down memory lane was fun
for Dick Moreno. The warmth that seemed to invade

his heart was very pleasant.

""Morning, Dickl' old man Smiley
said. Hector Smiley lived on the corner of Hull and
2nd, just two blocks from the school and he made it a
point to be on his front lawn every morning during the
summer months to say hello to everyone passing by.
This gesture gave him a feeling of belonging which he
considered to be of paramount importance.

" Morning, Mr. Smileyl'" Dick an-
swered, without looking up from the sidewalk. He
knew it was Mr. Smiley who had greeted him. It had
been the same thing every morning for four years. It
was always the same routine. Walk up Fifth Street to

Hull, turn right on Hull, cross Emerson, walk half a
block up the street, and bare your teeth as you tried
to emit a cheerful sounding '* Morning, Mr. Smiley|"

"' Damned hot pants|'' Dick thought to
himself. Most of the people in town spoke of Hector
Smiley as downright friendly toward everyone, young
and old alike, and that he certainly was. Most of the
high school kids thought of Mr, Smiley as "' that old
hot pants who lives down the street from the school,
smiles at all the girls and tries to start a conversation
with them.'' It didn't do any good to walk on the
other side of the street from Hector's home because he
would holler some asinine remark anyway, '* Morning,
Dick, Cat got your tongue?'' Every time Dick heard
that he always felt like answering, ''No, Mr. Hot
Pants, | just wanted to get away from your fish smell-
ing mouth this morningl' He wanted to but never
got up the courage.

It was considered 'square’ to stop and
talk to Mr. Smiley though some of the less hep fresh-
men girlsstopped to pass the time of day now and then.

Richard saw the row of elm trees in
front of the high school, standing erect like seasoned
troops at attention. Their uniform of yellow and green
didn't match and to a style-conscious high schooler
this was very important. The sidewalk always looked
whiter and cleaner when you walked in front of the
administration buildings, mute tribute to an untiring
janitorial staff,

The Sixth of June of Nineteen Hun-
dred and Forty Four was the last school day of the
1943-44 school year. Today was graduation day for
the class of 1944. Graduation Day for Richard S.
Moreno.

He took the steps of the Administration
Building two at atime, glanced briefly at the school's
large collection of athletic trophies, and strode at a
brisk pace, to room 56 .... Home Room .... This is
where our story begins.
