Entre la Sierra Madre y el Golfo
de México se extiende la region tropical
del Totonacapin que, en nuestro lumino-
go pasado prehispinico, fue cuna y esce-
nario del desarrollo de una de las mis
importantes culturas clasicas de Meso-
américa: La Totonaca. El Tajin.cuyas
solemnes ruinas ain se pueden apreciar,
fué su capital,

Para elvisitante carente de pre-
ocupaciones técenicas, seguramente pa-
sard desapercibida la ordenada distri-
bucidén de los restos de lo que fueran
suntuosos edificios; la exhuberancia de
la vegetaciony la falta de obras adecua-
das contribuyen en mucho a que sean so-
lo restos que ahora admiramos.

Es ficil distinguir los tres pla-
nos en los que fué construida laciudad
en el mis bajo, estin las Pirimides de
los Nichos escoltada por otros tres edi-
ficios, los seis juegos de pelota y el con-
junto de mosticulos llamado del Arroyo
que, apenas explorados, cubren con toda
seguridad otras edificaciones. Enel pri-
mer nivel del lomerio, adecuado en ta-
ludes y plataformas, selevantan varios
adoratorios y el palacio de los sacerdo-
tes. A este conjunto se le denomina el
Tajin Chico. Por {ltimo, en un segundo
nivel, se ven los restos de lo que pare-
ce haber sido la mis importante cons-
truccidn, hoy casi totalmente derruida.
La Piramide delas Columnas.De su an-
tiguo esplendor quedan solamente frag-
mentos de la escalinata y algunos de los
discos monoliticos que formaban las so-
berbias columnas de su templo.

Llama poderosamente la aten-
cidn, entre todas las ruinas, la Pirdmide
de los Nichos, considerada desde su des-
cubrimiento como una de las mis nota-

bles joyas arquitectonicas del pasado
mexicano. Sus siete cuerpos, airososy
de elegante linea, forman un conjunto rit~
mico y de soberbio perfil.

Losnichos que perforan todos los
cuerpos de la pirimide suman entotal lo
que los dias del afo; como en casi todas
las construcciones del México Prehispi~
nico, nada es fortuito y hecho al capri-
cho del constructor, todo tiene un senti-
do simbdlico con acento preponderante
en lo religioso

Los edificios que forman el con-
junto del Tajin Chico son también nota—~
bles, destacando especialmente por su
complicada arquitectura el "Palacio".
Desde el Tajin Chico arranca la escali-
nata que lleva a la Piramide de las Co-
lumnas, derruida como ya se ha dicho,
donde sepueden admirar los discos mo-
noliticos finamente esculpidos que se su~
pone formaron soberbia columnata.

El Tajin fué destruido y abando-
nado alrededor del siglo XI. Los Gltimos
totonacas construyeron nueva capital en
Cempoala ya con estilo totalmente dis-
tinto, influido por la cultura azteca. Los
espailoles encontraron en esta {ltima
manifestacion de la original cultura to-
tonaca, la primera ciudad importante en
su ruta hacia la Meseta Central.

La cultura totonaca, de origen
olmeca, florecié en muchos otros puntos
aparte del Tajin. Yohualinchin, Misan-
tla, Paxilila, son lugares donde se loca-
lizan restos de ella que, desgraciada-
mente, no han sido explorados afin debi-
damente. Los maltiples hallazgos de fi-
gurillas y objetos varios, todo ello de
gran calidad escultérica, hacen delato-
tonaca una de las mis originales cultu-
ras de nuestro pasado.

Pfc.George L.Nava was awarded
an Army Commendation Medal for hero-
ism while on duty in Vietnam in Decem-
ber, and arrived home on Feb, 18, 1968
for a 30 day leave with his family,

The heroism medal was awarded
in connection with military operations
against armed forces in the Republic of
Vietnam. In making the commendation,
Col., GS Robert E, Baden said that Nava
distinguished himself while serving as a
machine gunner on a search and destroy
mission in Dinh Toung Province.

Following disembarking of ar-
mored troop carriers, Nava's unit ma-
neuvers began through an area of dense
vegetation and treacherous waterways
when the lead element came under an in-
tense volume of fire from a well con-
cealed Viet Cong force., Without hesita-
tion or regard for personal safety, Pfc.
Nava courageously charged through a tor-
rvent of enemy fire to a position where
he could best utilize his firepower against
the enemy. The commendation further
states that through Nava's aggressive
determination and extreme courage the
lead element was able to meneuver against
the hostile force.

Pfc, Nava's heroic actions are in
keeping with the highest traditions of the
military service and reflect great credit
upon himself and the 9th Infantry Divi-
as well as the United States Army.

Pfc, Nava arrived at the Port of
Oakland on Feb. 18 after 12 months spent
inthe war zone. During his tour of duty,
the local soldier served with the Mobile
Roverine Foce from the Mekong Delta
areato Saigon. It was duringthis opera-

tion that he was awarded the medal for
heroism,

The young soldier was greeted in
Oakland by a welcoming committee com=-
prisedofhis parents, Mr.and Mrs. Louie
Nava and other family members and
friends.

He will have a 30 day leave at
home before being reassigned for further

duty at Fort Campbell, Ky.

Being from Mexico, I feel that
my children should never forget their
cultural background and at the same time
feel like Americans, We Mexican-Ame-
ricans should be proud to have two cul-
turs and be able to communicate with

both. We should make our childrenreal -

ize this instead of making them feel
ashamed of being a "MEXICAN'",

MRS. LYDIA CALDERON (One child) ....
The doctor's theory is all wrong. From
my experience with my d auther, she feels
it' s great to be able to speak both lan-
guages, In fact, it givesher anedge over
other childrenin her class. Her teacher
comments that sheis an aggressive child
and participates in all school activities.
Judging from her grades, straight A's,

it hasn't been a handicap to master both
Spanish and English.

MRS, LUPE R, BETANCOURT (Three
children) ..... He could be right in a way.
My oldest boy has a hard time speaking
good English and Spanish. In fact, we
speak "Pocho Language" which is both
languages thrown together. An example;

pecially after (20) twenty years of expe-
rience on the same event I will safely
assume that everyone concerned is fully
oriented. For this reason and for the
benefit of the people who have come into
the area since 1947, I will comment on
the earlier days of the food drive.

The idea of a food drive was born
some 21 years ago when people started
coming into the area seeking employment
anda place to live. About thistime there
were (2) brothers, Connie & Pete Caud-
illo, who learnedthat a majority of these
people worked onthe farms and depended
on their summer earnings to carry them
through the winter and found themselves
without food, no income and in need of
help, therefore bringing about the idea
of a food drive.

In 1947, the first food drive was
staged by Connie Caudillo andhis brother
Pete, assisted by the able hand of Frank
Davila who provided the Rainbow Ball-
rooms,

The 2nd drive took place at the
Palomar which is now the Starlite Ball-
room, The Caudillo Brothers were as-
sited by Mr. Jose Alvarado, Radio an-
nouncer, I understand that Radio Station
KLOK provided a lot of free advertise-
ment for the 2nd event. The 3rd annual
drive for food was held at the Rainbow
Ballroom. I also learned that about that
time a committee was formed which stag-
ed the 4th annual food drive at the I.E.S.
and since then it has been staged there
every year.

After probing around I have learn-
ed that the San Jose Musicians' Union,
Local 153 has for many years been real
generous in allowing unionized musicians
to supply free music for these food drives.

Since music is the element that
drawsthe crowd, I have inquired and was
informedthat for thefirst 16 years Con-
nie Caudillo and his band provided the
musie, assisted by others such as Ver-
non Brooks and his band, Rudy Gonzales
and his band.

As some of you people probably
know that Mr, Connie Caudillo has had a
band for about 30 years. After hearing
Jhis band play, I drew my conclusion that

he was the full authority in his profes—-
sion, so I became deeply concerned and
did some research on his background,
This is what I learned: Connie Caudillo
in the earlier stages of his musical car-
eer toured through Las Vegas appearing
in a variety of popular Nite Clubs. He
also appeared atthe Orpheum inLos An-
geles and other nite spots in Hollywood,
Connie also toured the West Coast Fox
Theatres onthe same billing as Stan Ken-
ton, also appeared at the Golden Gate
Club in San Francisco. For two seasons
Comnie & his band toured through Yose-
mite National Park, coming in contact
with such personalities as Bing Crosby,

Judy Garland, Dennis Day. Connie also
teamed and played an intermission Trio
for big name bands such as Duke Elling-
ton and Stan Kenton,
