SOBRE LA TORTILLA

ESTILO DE LA RAZA

By Jose Antonio Burciaga

The tortilla has changed very little
throughout the centuries. It originated
with the Mayan civilization and is thus
older than the origin of bread from
Europe.

The tortilla is widely used throughout
Mexico and the Southwestern United
States. For centuries it has been the
spoon and the fork, the chopsticks and
the sandwich for millions of people. It
has also served other purposes. One of
my earliest recollections associated
with tortillas is my Mother telling me
not to play with them. I used to make
holes in my tortillas and use them like
masks. Or I would make very in-
teresting designs by biting curious
holes in them. I aiso remember turning
them into hats and hand warmers.

There is more to this circular maize
bread than meets the gringo eye. Like
everything else there are good tortillas
and bad tortillas, mediocre tortillas
and outstanding tortillas. Tortillas
have a bottom and a top. a left and a
right, an inside and outside. There are
various kinds of tortillas and they are
made in various ways. A connoisseur
can smell the quality of a good tortilla.

Tortillas are not necessarily thin.
Thin tortillas are used for flautas, a
type of taco that is filled, rolied and
then fried crisp. Then are ‘‘gorditas”
or ‘‘sopas.” Small and thick tortillas
that can be fried or baked and filled
with frijoles, meat or eaten plain.

The most handsome and delicious of
tortillas is the handmade tortilla. It
takes generation-to-generation ex-
perience to come out with a truly
‘‘sabrosa tortilla.”” Sadly enough the
tortilla has also suffered from the
machine age. Handmade tortillas are
now becoming a rarity as machine-
made tortillas rapidly monopolize the
““mercados.’”’ Factory made tortillas
roll out of the assembly line never
12 receiving the personal attention and

tender loving care given to handmade
tortillas.

I used to know a place for handmade
tortillas close to the market in Ciudad
Juarez. It was an old adobe building on
a street corner, and as you passed by
you could hear the rhythmic slapping of

the “‘masa’ between hands forming
perfectly round tortillas. They could
hardly keep up with the demand. One
day I went back and the place had dis-
appeared.

But the tortilla continues to grow and
flourish. The corn tortilla has found a
compadre in the flour tortilla which
originated in Arizona. In New Mexico
they like to dye their tortillas red and
when they use blue corn the tortillas
come out blue.

The best way to warm a tortilla is
over an open fire. I remember amazing
many a gringo friend by sticking my
fingers into the fire and flipping the tor-
tilla to warm it on the other side. One
can also use the toaster if the tortilla is
small enough. But toasters tend to dry
up the tortilla. We have an electric
stove now and have found it very im-
practical for heating tortillas. So we
heat a frying pan and use it like a com-
al. What is a comal? Well, that's

another story.

Alcohol And Birth Defects

There is very strong evidence that
consumption of alcohol by pregnant
women can cause birth defects in their
offspring. Scientists now are seeking -
answers to such questions as how
much alcohol is it safe to drink and at
what point in pregnancy is the risk
greatest. In the meantime, the Na-
tional Institute on Alcohol Abuse and
Alcoholism has warned that there is a
definite risk to the fetus if a pregnant
woman drinks three ounces or more of
alcohol a day.

The more a pregnant woman drinks,
the greater her risk of giving birth
to an abnormal baby, say the Nation's
top experts on alcohol and health.

Thousands of malformed and men-
tally defective babies, these experts
say, are born yearly in the United
States because their mothers drink too
much alcohol during pregnancy. And,
they suspect, thousands of other
youngsters face learning and behav-
ioral problems in childhood and
youth because of brain dysfunction
resulting from heavy drinking by
their mothers during pregnancy.

The malady, suspected for centuries,
was ‘“‘discovered’’ and given a name—
the Fetal Alcohol Syndrome—within
the past 10 years. The symptoms
shown by children suffering fetal alco-
hol syndrome may include slow growth
before and after birth, small head,
facial irregularities such as narrow eye
slits and a sunken nasal bridge, defec-
tive heart and other organs, malformed
arms and legs, genital abnormalities,
and mental retardation. There are also
behavioral problems, such as hyperac-
tivity, extreme nervousness, and a
poor attention span.

Although convinced that alcohol and
birth defects are linked, scientists have
been unable to pin down precisely the
timing and degree of risk. Just how

much beer, wine, or distilled spirits is
it safe to drink during pregnancy? At
what point in pregnancy is the risk to
the unborn child greatest? They can’t
answer these questions on the basis of
present knowledge.

The answers are being sought
through intensive clinical research and
animal testing. In the meantime, the
National Institute on Alcohol Abuse
and Alcoholism -(NIAAA) warns that
there is a definite risk in drinking three
ounces or more of alcohol a day—
that’s six drinks or more. Drinking one
to three ounces of alcohol a day—two
to six drinks—may be risky and cau-
tion is advised.

“The risk of the full fetal alcohol
syndrome appears to start at three
ounces of alcohol a day, but we are
not certain that parts of the syndrome
won’t show up at consumption of from
one to three ounces,’’ says Dr. Emest
P. Noble, director of the Institute.
“There is a possibility that symptoms
short of the full syndrome could be
caused by lesser doses of alcohol on a
regular basis, or by a single high dose
during one night or weekend of heavy
drinking during a critical time in the
development of the fetus.”’

He points to recent statistical evi-
dence that suggests alcohol consump-
tion during pregnancy may be signifi-
cant in the development of more subtle
but much more frequent abnormalities
of attention, behavior, and learning

called minimal brain dysfunction.
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Fortunately, prevention of fetal al-
cohol syndrome, unlike Down’s syn-
drome and certain other birth defects,
requires no medical or scientific break-
throughs. The surest preventive, of
course, is for a woman who is pregnant
to avoid alcohol completely. Short of
that, following the guideline of no more
than two drinks per day and generally
keeping aware of drinking patterns dur-
ing pregnancy can help a mother to
avoid potential harm to her unborn
child.

For women who have a serious
drinking problem, timely assistance
from health professionals can be effec-
tive, according to Dr. Rosett of Boston
University. He reports that in a survey
of all patients registered at the Boston
City Hospital Prenatal Clinic, nine per-
cent reported heavy drinking. He de-
fined ‘*heavy™ as five to six drinks on
some occasions and ‘a minimum of 1/
drinks a day when monthly consump-
tion is divided by 30.

Within a group of 42 of the clinic
patients who said they drank heavily,
15 were able to abstain or reduce
alcohol intake before the last three
months of pregnancy. Rosett found
that infants born to those 15 had fewer
abnormalities than 27 infants whose
mothers had continued heavy drinking.

Additional clinical experience sup-
ported the initial observation that ‘‘re-
duction of alcohol use during preg-
nancy benefits the baby,”” Rosett said.

Dr. Noble has placed the fetal alco-
hol syndrome high on the list of re-
search priorities at the National Insti-
tute, which is committed to
“‘aggressively seek out and study all
aspects of life that may be adversely
affected by alcohol.™

Until the answers are in on the key
questions of exactly how much or
when alcohol is safe to drink during
pregnancy. medical authorities agree
that it is wise to be cautious.

Sunbathing And Skin Cancer

Scientists agree that ultraviolet radia-
tion from the sun is the leading cause
of skin cancer, which is responsible for
an estimated 6,500 to 7,500 deaths in
this country every vear. Sunlamps also
can produce ultraviolet radiation, and
FDA is developing performance stand-
ards for them to reduce potential haz-
ards. People can reduce the potential
hazard from the sun by not exposing
themselves 1o it unnecessarily for ex-
tended periods between 10 a.m. and 2
p.m., when most ultraviolet radiation
reaches the earth’s surface.

arcinogen.

That word has become all too
familiar in recent years. A carcinogen
is something that causes cancer. FDA
and other regulatory agencies spend a
good deal of their time devising ways
to control cancer-causing agents and,
where possible, to eliminate them from
the products we use and from our
environment.

But there is one carcinogen that no
regulatory agency could or would ban
because without it there would be no
life. It is the sun.

The sun—or, to be more precise,
ultraviolet radiation from the sun—is
the leading cause of skin cancer. And
although many people apparently be-
lieve otherwise, skin cancer is a signifi-
‘cant health threat.

The National Cancer Institute has
estimated that more than 300,000 cases
of just two types of skin cancer de-
velop each year in the United States.
Another category of skin cancer—an
especially deadly type— has an annual
incidence of more than 9,000.

The three kinds of skin cancer to-
gether may kill at least 6,500 and per-
haps as many as 7,500 people in the
Nation every year, according to Can-
cer Institute mortality data.

Skin cancer is the commonest form
of cancer. It causes about two percent

N\

of all cancer deaths. Admittedly, a
much higher yearly toll is taken by
cancer of the digestive organs, lungs,
and some other parts of the body. But
Just about every skin cancer death is
avoidable and, therefore, especially
tragic. Skin cancer, because it can be
seen, can almost always be detected
and treated in an early stage. In fact,
95 percent of skin cancer patients to-
day are free of the disease after treat-
ment. Many scientists believe. how-
ever, that a 98 or even 100 percent
cure rate would be possible if people
would seek medical help soon enough.

Skin cancer is not only a real public
health problem, but a rapidly worsen-
ing one. In a special study done by the
National Cancer Institute, the number
of skin cancer cases and deaths from
the disease was found to have dou-
bled in one large metropolitan area
over a l0-year period. For the Nation
as a whole, investigators suspect a
twofold increase in skin malignancies
in the last 25 years. This has been
accompanied, they note, by a marked
increase in sunbathing.

The most common skin cancers are
named for the cells from which they
develop. These are basal and squa-
mous cells. Basal cells lie in the lowest
part of the epidermis, which is the
outermost layer of skin, Squamous
cells comprise most of the epidermis.
Basal cells produce more cancers than
squamous cells. Basal cancers are
characterized by pale, waxy, pearly
nodules or by red, scaly, sharply out-
lined patches. Squamous cell cancers
appear as scaly patches and nodules.
Eventually the nodules of either type
may ulcerate and form crusts.

Melanoma, the third important type
of skin cancer, is much less common -
