I d id  some calling and w ritin g , and 
subsequently received dem o tapes and 7 "s  tha t I and o th e r DJs played. Some o f  

those bands w ere all b u t unknow n in 1992 and have since become common names amongst the DIY hardcore 
 com m unity . W ith o u t BYOFL, i t  w ou ld  have been years be fo re  I'd  have discovered them and shared them w ith  the 

 listeners.

So when I saw tha t there w ou ld  be no 1998 BYOFL, m y f irs t tho u g h t was o f  the 
newbie DJs that w o u ld n 't have the o p p o rtu n ity  I d id , and then o f  the m u ltitude  o f  

new ly fo rm ed bands tha t w o u ld n 't have access to  a resource tha t could give them 
au tonom y fro m  the music indus try  machine I detest. M y  th ird  th ough t was w hy  a 6-year-

running resource guide done in con junction  w ith  the m ost well-known o f  punk zines
w ou ld  suddenly fin d  no support. A p a th y , perhaps?

was disappointed. I was disheartened because someone else wasn't p u ttin g  fo r th  the tim e and 
e f fo r t  to  p ro v id e  w hat I considered to  be a valuable noncorpora te  a lternative. That's  hard ly  a Do It \  

Y ourse lf a ttitu d e ... is tha t the a ttitu d e  th a t led to  the lack o f  a 1998 edition?

U nlike  the co llectives tha t have produced BYOFL in the past, The Am oeba C o llec tive  is n o t an ongoing 
organization. I contacted people a t the station 

where I DJed, then a t a neighboring college 
 s tation, and gathered a handful o f  people tha t 

fe lt  BYOFL should continue to  exist. W e headed  
up to  an M RR m eeting and be fo re  yo u  is the result 

o f  tha t in itia tive .

The pos itive  response fro m  all o f  yo u  to  BYOFL's reviva l  
has been overw helm ing and has been a g rea t sustainer th roug h  

the challenges o f  sim ultaneously p roducing  a p r in t guide and a 
web database. Thank y o u  fo r  all the encouragement. M a n y  o f  yo u  

 subm itted suggestions, comments, criticism s, etc. which also have 
been helpful. Some o f  the issues b ro u g h t up have been b r ie fly  

addressed on page 153.

I hope when The A m oeba C o llec tive  completes its co n tr ib u tio n  to  
the struggle o f  musical and ideological independence in this 
increasingly capita listic w o rld , the re 'll be som ebody else 
r i f iling th rough tha t remembers w hat's a t the ro o t  o f
 DIY and keeps BYOFL alive.
