The residents fo SanJose who are
of Mexican descent or origin can look
forward to a more positive and reward-
ing future, For their children and young
teenagers because ofthe sincere interest
of the community in them we have some
notable examples of our peoples' gains
but there are some areas of activity that
should motivate us to look and think ser-
iously about the future of our own ethnic
group in San Jose,

Aspart ofthe community and City
of San Jose, we will be called upon to
help support several programs that are
not tax supported by any Government A-
gency., The Mexican-Americans of San
Jose and the Santa Clara County will have
an opportunity to prove that they too,
realize that the future of our Cityand it's
residents lies in our youth, We are being
given an opportunity to evaluate and weigh
realistic facts that have revelent value
in helping keep our children in the right
perspective and outlook that gives them
the motivation to finish school, to edu-
cate themselves and to assimilate them~
selves inactivities of the total commun~
ity effort andnot just a secludedand iso-
lated area., It will give them the needs
as described in a saying that states in a
few words, that which they will need to
succeed in life and I quote, "God grant
me the serenity to accept the things I
cannot change: Courage to changethe
things I can and wisdom to know the dif-
ference", Among the programs are the
following:

The Santa Clara County Council
of BoyScouts is beginning an enrollment
program to increase the number of Boy
Scouts, of Mexican Heritage in the East-
side this will mean the formation of new
cub and boy scout troops and the need for

men to enlist as Troop Scout Masters,
men that will help organize the boys into
Scout Units and on week-ends, go on
camping trips withhis scouts, It will re-
quire the community of Mexican-Ameri-
cans to help financially too, since the or-
ganization is self supporting and helps
itself by raisingfunds in many ways. The
Santa Clara County Council of Boy Scouts
is looking for a college man of 21 years
of age or in that age group to take over
as director of the Sierra District Area
which is the East San Jose, He will be
involved directly with boys of Mexican
background since this project is primar-
ily for this purpose. Several years ago
the Santa Clara County Council of Boy
Scouts started the first of these prog-
rams and as a member of the Executive
BoardI had the pleasure of helping work
on this project and in the selection of a
Mexican AmericanDirector for the East-
side, It is hoped that when this Scout
Drive begins very soon, that you who are
fathers or menwho are interested ingiv-
ing young boys a chance to get ahead in
life, volunteer to help,

Another large organization, the
YMCA, is going to make every effort to
try and raise $2,500, 000,00 to help fi-
nance three branches, namely the East-
side, the Southwest and the Northwest as
well as enlarge the Central Downtown
Branch, Serving as a chairman of the
site committeelast year and on the Board
of Managers, Ihave seen the wonderful
work the YMCA has done with youth as
well as grown men, not only by helping
them improve their physical being but
their mental outlook on life, In each of
these three areas there have been com~
mittees set up and I can assure you that
many of our people who have enjoyed the
benefits of the "Y', will attest to its va-
lues, We are going to be askedto help
support financially their programs to
make possible a better way of life for our
young people.

In the area of youth, too many
times we forget those who are disabled,
And particularly the blind, It is notable

that many organizations give away bas-
kets of food at Christmas to the very poor
but the need for continuous and helpful
programs that are orientatedto make the
handicapped self supporting and indepen-
dent are far and few. It is commendable
that we have scholarship programs for
students at college who are normal in
every way and that we have work or job
training for the unskilled, However, the
needto helptrain the blind orto conserve
eyesight is indeed left to self supporting
institutions and organizations. Among
the large and world wide service clubs
and organizations, Lions International
stands out in this field, for its "Basic"
service is to the blind and youth and the
sight conservation programs, Here in
San Jose the Mexican-American Lions
Club has spearheaded this program a-
mong our own peoples during the past
four years. It has raised thousands of
dollars by their white cane drives for the
blind, standing in large shopping centers
as well as city streets to ask the public
to donate for this cauwse. It has spon-
sored dances, parties, and other pro-
jects for the express purpose of helping
the blindor youth, The Mexican-Ameri-
can Lions Clubis small incomparison to
many other service clubs but it has made
possible the issuance of many pairs of
glasses to many needy children; it has
helpedpay for their examinations as well
as help bygiving funds for youth projects.
such as school in desperate and poverty
stricken areas and many other allied
fields, This Lions Club of Mexican-
Americans has undertaken another very
- heavy obligation and endeavor to further
help the blind to a more productive way
of life than that of being dependent of pub-
lic relief and aid. The Mexican Ameri-
can Lions have underwritten the Mobile
Blind Training Program that helps the
blind to be able to overcome the most
frightening part of their fight with life:
walking alone in the streets. The amount
that will be donated by the Mexican Ame=
rican Lions will be $1,250,00 and will be
entirely raised by their own efforts. On
April 6 and 7, 1968, they will show a
film "Bethlehem to Calvary" decipting

the life of Christ and his parents and
which is completely non-denominational
at Mc Cabe Hall here in San Jose. The
film will run three hours; has motion
picture stars who, because they donated

their talents, cannot be made public, It
took five years inthe process of filming,
To date, the response from the public
has been very gratifying in buying tickets
because they realize that the money do-
natedthru a ticket purchase will make it
possible for some blind teenager to walk
out in the City's street, find work and
be self supporting. Again, you will have
another opportunity to help some one be-
come independent and a productive citi-
zen, To this end, the funds will go to
make possible the payment of this Mo-
bile Training Progr am, Incidentally,

sometime blindfold yourself, and walk
out of the house and onto the street ..
you will know how much the word "Fear"

is and what these handicapped students
go thru,

Space does not permit further ex-
planation of more projects. Remember,
anyone can lie down and call it quits but
it takes fortitude and "Guts" to fight the
world and its demands when you cannot
even see what others, who can, the op-
portunities that lie before them every
day.

LOS JUEGOS OLIMPICOS

Era el afio 1896 y después de mu-
chisimo tiempo volvian a celebrarse los
juegos olimpicos. El Rey Jorge de Gre-
cia, su corte y unos sesenta mil ciuda-
danos no sdlo esperaban sino que exigian
que el triunfo en la carrera de Maratdn
fuera de un compatriota.

La locura se apoderd del piblico
a la llegada del primer atleta a la meta,
alver que se trataba de un mfistico grie-
go que habia ayunado varios dias, sin a-
diestrarse como era debido y basando
sus posibilidades de su victoria en sus
oraciones; era Spyridion Louis. La ale-
gria de los gricgos llegd al paroxismo
cuando los que conguistaron los lugares
segundo y tercero tambien fucron paisa-
nos: Basilakos y Belokas. Junto con Spy-
ridion fueron elevados a la categoria de
héroes nacionales.

El barén Pierre de Coubertin,
hizo el andlisis de estos primeros Jue-
gos Olimpicos de la era moderna y llegd
a la conclusion de que, pesc a los erro-
res, fueron mayores los aciertos y que
podrian continuarse en forma indefinida
cada cuatro anos.

Desde 1897 se dedicd a organizar
los siguientes que debian efectuarse en
1900 en la ciudad de Paris, sin sospechar
que la ingratitud y el desconoecimiento de
los deportes por parte de individuos a-
rrogantes, lo harfan renunciar al comi-
te organizador y sentirse defraudado en
sus grandes ilusiones.

Por principio de cuentas el pue-
blo y el gobierno griego supusieron que
los juegos olimpicos eran pertenencia
suya. El origen de los mismos, los ide-
ales que pregonaban, su resurreccion,
no habian tenido lugar y eran caracte-
risticos de la Grecia Inmortal? Enton-

ces, sblo alli podian efectuarse con toda
propiedad y no habia nada que les hicie-
ra cambiar de opinidn.

El barénde Coubertin recurrid a
quien erauno de sus mejores aliados, el
Principe heredero de Grecia. El princi-
pe tenfa una mejor visién de las cosas y
comprendid que los juegos pertenecian a
todo el mundo y que efectuarlos solo en
Grecia conduciria a la paulatina desapa-
ricién. Por tanto aprobd el lema olimpi-
co, ideado por Coubertin: "El éxito final
exige este precio: para que su futuro i-
guale a su pasado en grandeza, los Jue-
gos Olimpicos deben ser profundamente
democriticos y rigurcsamente interna-
cionales'. Y pese a las numerosas difi-
cultades que hubo que vencer, se logrd
la supervivencia de los juegos y se de-
mostré que servian para favorecer la
fraternidad y comprension internacional,

México, basandose en estos idea-
les, en Enero pasado ha inaugurado los
juegos olimpicos culturales, preludio de
los deportivos, devolviéndoles con ello
todo el significado y grandeza que tuvie-
ron en sus principios.

Durante todo el afio y de todo el
mundo concurririn conjuntos folkléricos,
sinfénicas, pianistas; habri exposiciones
de pintura, escultura, etc. Todo lo rela-
cionado con las bellas artes estari re-
presentado.
