Many lows relating to juveniles may ot firt seem
simple enough yet becouse we e others in violation
of them, we fail to grosp their importance.

Moany laws are for the safeguard of youngsters,

Let's toke for example the low of HITCHHIKING.
Hitch hiking is simply the seeking or the osking for o
ride by stonding on the roodwoy. The roadway incl-
udes the curb, parkway, ond the sidewalk. It is og-
ainst the law to do this. The serious side of hitch hi-
king lies in what moy possibly occur ofter a ride is
given. Hitch hiking hos given rise o other crimes
such os sex offenses, assoult, and kidnoping. Moany
accidents have occured because of such a proctice.

It is noteworthy to state that the driver is respon-
sible or liable for the injuries to a rider in case of an
accident.

There is o CURFEW ORDINANCE in the City of
San Jose. This law states that NO MINOR UNDER
THE AGE OF 18shall be in or upon the public streets,
parks, public buildings, places of amusement, vacont
lots or other unsupervised places between the hours of
10:00 PM, Official City time, and 6:00 AM, Official
City time, of the following doy.

It is provided that on Friday ond Saturday nights
the time shall be extended from 10 to 12:30 AM >ffic-
ial city time the following day. What has been said
above does not apply to a minor who is with his or her
parent, guardian, or other adult person having the
care and custody of the minor. When a minor is arr=
ested it Is normally because of LOITERING ‘hanging
around) without any business or because of suspicious
circumstances. Simply stating this low=---- you can
stay out if under I8 until |0 PM on every day except
Fridays and Saturdays when the hour is extended to
12:30 AM. We are hoping that this will be taken to
mean that when a youngster is out that he will have
his or her parents permission.

Let's move on to another law which has provoked
many questions. It is against the law to have in a
PERSON'S POSSESSION OR TO SELL OR TO GIVE
OR LOAN to another person a SWITCH BLADE knife
having a blade over TWO INCHES in length.

It is also against the law for a person to DIS-
CHARGE FIREARMS IN THE CITY OF SAN JOSE. It
is against the law for any minor under the age of 18
to have a B-B gun in his possession unless he has wr-
itten consent of his parent or guardian. It is also un-
lawful for a person to SELL OR GIVE TO ANY MINOR
ANY PISTOL OR AIR GUN without the written con-
sent of the Juveniles' parents.

It is said that the reasons for such laws lie in the
domoges which runs into thousands of dollars each
yeor becouse of the use of B-B guns.

In the future | shall cover the responsibility of the
parents in cases such os mentioned. There are several

instances In which parents assume some responsibility
for octs of their children.

In one certoin case it has to do with the drivers
license. The parents normally sign the application
for @ child or person under the age of 2I. When a
parent signs for his child's license, the parent thereby
assumes substantial financial liability for damage cou-
sed by the child's operation of any motor vehicle.

whether or not the child is licensed, the parent
may be held lioble for domoges in a substantial am-
ount If the child operated the motor vehicle with the
porents’ express or implied permission.

The information which is mentioned here has been
gothered from the CODE OF LAWS prepared by the
Rotary Club of Son Jose in cooperation with the
Jose Police Department.
