Undergraduate 
students who ·find appropriate ·StUdy oppon unities at the host institution but no 
counterpart course at Fresno State College may use Independent Study (190), and 
lnternnt.ional Study 92 or 192. Graduate students may use Independent Study (290) 
and International Study 292.

Open only to students in California State Colleges International Programs. Study 

undertaken in a · university abroad under the auspices of the California State 
Colleges. 

lnt St 192. Projects in Study Abroad: (Subject) (1·31 max total 6) 
O pen only to studems in California State Colleges International Programs. Study 

unde.rtaken in a universitY abroad under the auspices of the California State 
Colleges. 

lnt St 292. Projects in 'Study ·Abroad: (Subject) (1-3; max fatal 18) 
O ne- to three-unit registrations. Prerequisite: admission to .master's degree pro­

gram; written plan approved by Fresno Stare College instructor; department .chair­
man, Dean of Graduate Studies. May require one or more papers and oral or 
written e..xamination on student's return, pending which In Progress (IP) grade will 
be recorded, 

lnt St 293. Contemporary America (3) 
Open only to srudents from .abroad. Prerequisite: graduate standing or permis­

sion of instructor. Seminar inCluding studies from areas of anthropology, economics, 
bistory, literature, political science, psychology, sociology, and Jielated fie lds. (See 
Foreign Stude?us- Graduate Stude?Jts.) 

lnt St 295. Interpretation and Analysis (3) 
Open only to students from abroad. Prerequisite: lnt St 193. Individual analysis 

of the knowledge ~d -skills of the student's field of study; application to problems 
in the couutry in which the knowledge and slcills are to be applied. Scholarly 
paper. (See Foreign Students- Graduate Stude?zts.)
