Ensenanza de Lenguas Extranjeras

Ha sido aporobada la ensefianza de lenguas
extranjeras en las escuelas publicas; con esta medida
nace un pequefio problema de facil solucion y este es
el de conseguir el profesorado especializado que pu-
eda cubrir esa materia; desde luego se cuenta con un
numero de maestros en lenguas extranjeras, pero no es
lo suficientemente extenso, por lo tanto se tendran
que crear cursos especiales de capacitacion para
aquellas personas que tienen los conocimientos y la
habilidad de ensefiar, pero que no tienen una cre-
dencial o titulo de maestros.

Tratandose de una especialidad (como la en-
sefianza de idiomas) sera de absoluta necesidad crear
un metodo rapido que prepare a las personas aspir-
antes a ensefiar alguna lengua extranjera y dotarlas de
una credencial especial como profesores de esa len-
gua si a traves de un examen demuestran que la do-
minan,

En California predomina el Castellano (Espa-
fol) sobre otras lenguas, no sera por lo tanto muy di-
ficil encontrar personas con los conocimientos sufi-
cientes, tomando en cuenta que en todos los estados
de la frontera sur de la Union hay gran cantidad de
personas que hablan Castellano.

En toda la extencion que cubre el Continente
Americano solo se hablan tres idiomas oficialmente,
estos son el Ingles en el Dominio del Canada y los
Estados Unidos de Norte America; desde la Republica
Mexicana hasta la Republica Argenting, que esel pais
mas al sur del Continente, se habla Castellano y en
esta extencion solo la Republica del Brasil habla Por-
tugues. Se hablan en el Continente todas las lenguas
del mundo, pero los idiomas oficiales son el Ingles, el
Castellano y el Portugues. El idioma Ingles debido al
turismo omericano y al intercambio comercial a base
del dolar, se esta haciendo casi una Lengua Univer-
sal y no hay rincon del mundo civilizado donde al
hablar Ingles no hay alguien que lo entienda.

A pesar de la extencion territorial que ha al-
canzado el idioma Ingles, es indispensable conocer
los otras lenguas, tanto como material de estudio como
agente de acercamiento hacia otros pueblos vecinos o
distantes,

Lo resolucion tomada por el Departamento de
Educocion es de un gron alcance para estimular las
relociones humanas con otras naciones, el establecer
oficialmente el estudio de lenguas extranjeras es el
primer paso, el segundo es habilitar el material hum-
ano indispensable para llevar a cabo el programa.
Estudiondo esa materia la juventud norteamericana
conocera mejor las culturas de otros pueblos y podra
con focilidad exponer la suya propia en el lenguaje
de e30s paises, abriendo asi un camino franco a la

fraternidad universal. De las escuelas saldran los
hombres y mujeres que encontraran el camino que nos
haga llegar a la paz y es conociendo la forma de exp-
resion de ofros pueblos como se pueden allanar los
asperezas del camino. El estudio de lenguas extran-
jeras en este caso no es unicamente cultural, es mas

ien un gesto de acercamiento fraternal a fodos los
pueblos de la tierra.
