Jury duty scam leads to ID theft
By David Harris

The jury duty scam. 
Here’s how it works:

The scammer calls 
claiming to be a sheriff 
and claims that he has a 
bench warrant for your ar­
rest for not showing up on 
jury duty.

You will often rightly 
claim you never received 
the jury duty notification.

The sheriff tells you 
that the notice was not re­
turned, it must have been 
delivered and you did not 
show up for jury duty.

You ask how you can 
settle this. You are advised 
that a $ 2 5  fine can be paid 
over the phone. You are 
asked to give a credit card

number and the three- 
digit code on the back.

Some scammers asks 
for your Social Security 
number, birth date and 
sometimes other private 
information —  exactly 
what the scammer needs 
to commit identity theft.

Why does this work? 
The victim is clearly 
caught off guard and is 
understandably upset at 
the prospect of a warrant 
being issued for his or her 
arrest.

Elderly people respect 
the police and don’t want 
to get in trouble; thus you 
are much less likely to be 
vigilant about protecting 
your confidential informa­

tion.
Remember, the sheriffs 

office or police depart­
ment will never call you 
to ask for credit card 
numbers, Social Security 
numbers or other private 
information. In fact, most 
courts follow up via snail 
mail and rarely, if ever, 
call prospective jurors.

Never give out your 
Social Security number, 
credit card numbers or 
other personal confiden­
tial information when you 
receive a telephone call.

Protecting yourself is 
simple: Never give this 
information out when you 
receive a phone call.

He practiced internal 
m edicine for m any years 
in Torrance.

A quick check of a m a­
jo r stroke sym ptom s are:

1. Walk (im paired bal­
ance).

2. Talk (slurred speech 
or facial droop).

3. Reach (weakness or 
num bness).

4. See (im paired vi­
sion).

5. Feel (severe head­
aches).

Women account for 
70 percent of deaths 
from strokes. The ra te of 
strokes in older women 
have tripled from 1988 to 
1994, com pared to 1999- 
2004.

Early in tervention is 
critical. Don’t  delay. Call 
911. To reverse the stroke, 
you need em ergency care.

The critical time is th ree 
hours in order to be diag­
nosed and treated.

The big killers are 
h eart attacks and strokes.

Another warning sign 
is daytim e dozing among 
older people — an in­
dication for a high risk 
of stroke. Women with 
higher than  average waist 
circum ference and higher 
body index are m ore likely 
to have strokes. And, of 
course, pre-diabetics and 
diabetics are of higher risk 
for strokes.

Women especially are 
less likely to have specific 
stroke sym ptoms than  
m en. In general, women 
will have generalized 
weakness, fatigue and 
disorientation m ore com ­
m only than  men.

O ther signs are visual 
problem s and confusion, 
along with walking difficul­
ty, balance or dizziness.

Calling 911 is the only 
call to make if stroke signs 
are present.

WIRELESS TELEPHONE LAWS FACTS
As you may have already heard, two new laws dealing with the use of wireless telephones while 

driving go into effect July 1, 2008. Below is a list of “Frequently Asked Questions” 
concerning these new laws. If you would like a print out of these facts to share with friends or

Q: WHEN DO THE NEW CELL PHONE LAWS TAKE 
EFFECT?
A: The new laws take effect July 1, 2008.
Q: WHAT IS THE DIFFERENCE BETWEEN THE TWO 
LAWS?
A: The first prohibits all drivers from using a handheld wireless 
telephone while operating a motor vehicle. (Vehicle Code (VC) 
§23123). Motorists 18 and over may use a hands-free device. Drivers 
under the age o f 18 may NOT use a wireless telephone or hands-free 
device while operating a motor vehicle (VC §23124).
Q: WHAT IF I NEED TO USE MY TELEPHONE DURING AN 
EMERGENCY, AND I DO NOT HAVE A HANDS-FREE 
DEVICE?
A: The law allows a driver to use a wireless telephone to make 
emergency calls to a law enforcement agency, a medical provider, the 
fire department, or other emergency services agency.
Q: WHAT ARE THE FINES IF I’M CONVICTED?
A: The base fine for the FIRST offense is $20 and $50 for subsequent 
convictions. According to the Uniform Bail and Penalty Schedule, 
with the addition o f penalty assessments, a first offense is $76 and a 
second offense is $190.
Q: WILL I RECEIVE A POINT ON MY DRIVERS LICENSE 
IF I’M CONVICTED FOR A VIOLATION OF THE WIRELESS 
LAW?
A: NO. The violation is a reportable offense: however, DMV will not 
assign a violation point.

Q: WILL THE CONVICTION APPEAR ON MY DRIVING 
RECORD?
A: Yes, but the violation point will not be added.
Q: WILL THERE BE A GRACE PERIOD WHEN MOTORISTS 
WILL ONLY GET A WARNING?
A: NO. The law becomes in effect on July 1, 2008. Whether a citation 
is issued is always at the discretion o f the officer based upon his or 
her determination o f the most appropriate remedy for the situation.
Q: ARE PASSENGERS AFFECTED BY THIS LAW?
A: No. This law only applies to the person driving a motor vehicle.
Q: DO THESE LAWS APPLY TO OUT-OF-STATE DRIVERS 
WHOSE HOME STATES DO NOT HAVE SUCH LAWS?
A: Yes.
Q: CAN I BE PULLED OVER BY A LAW ENFORCEMENT 
OFFICER FOR USING MY HANDHELD WIRELESS 
TELEPHONE?
A: YES. An officer can pull you over just for this infraction.
Q: WHAT IF MY PHONE HAS A PUSH-TO-TALK FEATURE, 
CAN I USE THAT?
A: No. The law does provide an exception for those operating a 
commercial motor truck or truck tractor (excluding pickups), imple­
ments o f husbandry, farm vehicle or tow truck, to use a two-way radio 
operated by a “push-to-talk” feature.
Q: WHAT OTHER EXCEPTIONS ARE THERE?
A: Operators o f an authorized emergency vehicle during the course o f 
employment are exempt as are those motorists operating a vehicle on 
private property.
