“S” is a “neat freak,”
cum laude, and while

“S” reported the
incident to security, but,
outnumbered, and not
wanting to create a physi-
cal confrontation, he took
the men to their car out-
side the gate, paid them
and let them go.

This is a cautionary
story. There is only one
reason to report it: No
matter the task, when
we hire people we do not
know, who present no

verifiable references or
documentation of their
identity, we'may get a bar-
gain up front, but we also
risk paying a bigger price
at the end.

We must know who
we hire to do anything
around our homes. It is
our job to check refer-
ences and to vouch for the
trustworthiness of those
we bring into this com-
munity. When we make a
mistake or cut the wrong
corners, we aren't the only
ones at risk — we put a
big crack in that security
that most of us say we feel
secure in because we live
in Leisure Village.

Foreclosure

We all continue to hear
and read about foreclo-
sures. We have had some
foreclosed properties here
in Leisure Village.

As I wrote last month,
if possible, a “short sale,”
where the lender agrees to
accept less than the loan
amount, is a better solu-
tion than the foreclosure
process for both the hom-
eowner and the lender.

Foreclosure is the most
challenging issue against a
security clearance outside
of a conviction of a serious
misdemeanor or felony.
Employers have the right
and are actively checking
the credit of all employees
who are in sensitive posi-
tions, as well as requiring
credit checks on all job
applicants. A foreclosure
is one of the most detri-
mental credit items an
applicant can have, and in
most cases, it will chal-

lenge employment. In most

states, the bank Hhas the

right to pursue a deficiency

judgment.
A-homeowner who

loses a home to foreclosure

is ineligible for a Fannie
Mae-backed mortgage for
a period of five years and
an investor is ineligible for
seven years. Credit scores
may be lowered anywhere

from 250 to more than 300

points and will typically
affect the score for more
than three years. Foreclo-

sure will remain as a public
record on a person’s credit

for 10 years or more.
It is wise to avoid the

Use baking soda to extinguish a grease fire

Thanks to eagle-eyed
Lin Grant, I am happy to
correct an error I made
in my report last month
about fighting grease
fires in the kitchen.
Among the recommen-
dations, I reported that
“baking powder” can
be used to be put out a
grease fire. Lin, who is a
graduate chemist, points
out that I should have
said baking soda, not
powder.

The good catch by
Lin opens the way to
note a few other kitchen
safety items that I did
not have space for in
the previous article.

These come from the
University of Rochester’s
Environmental Health
and Safety Department,
which notes that 65
percent of all residential
fires are related to the
kitchen:

¢ Keep combustibles
— potholders, pizza
boxes, plastic utensils,
towels, etc. — away from
hot surfaces. Turn off all
heat-generating appli-
ances when not in use.

¢ Pot handles should
not extend out from a
kitchen stove or range.

¢ Don'’t leave spoons
or other utensils in pots
while cooking,.

e Keep curtains and

towel racks away from a
stove or range.

¢ Keep sturdy oven
mitts or potholders near
the cooking area.

e Use only micro-
wave-safe utensils in
microwave ovens. Do
not use metal or plastic
products.

® The storage area
above a stove or range
should not contain any
flammable or combus-
tible items.

¢ For stove or range,
the exhaust fan should
be on while cooking.

¢ Clean vent filters
regularly.

e It may be dangerous
to attempt to put out a

grease fire with an extin-
guisher. An extinguish-
ing agent released under
pressure can spread a
grease fire in a frying
pan rather than put it
out. Smother a grease
fire by sliding a lid (or
larger pot) over the pan
or by spreading baking
soda over the fire.

¢ Never use water,
flour or baking powder
to attempt to extinguish
cooking fires. These
may cause the fire to get
larger or create an explo-
sion.

¢ Never leave a stove
or range unattended
when cooking.
