If you ask anyone with punk roots who 
happened to live in the DC area in the 
early ‘80s who the best band of that era 
was, most would without a moment’s 
hesitation look you in the eye and say 
just two words: BAD BRAINS. Now 
having a bunch of old guys all name the 
sam e band as the pride and joy of early
DC hardcore isn’t all that amazing, until you remember that 
a majority of DC’s scene consisted of middle class, white, 
straight edge, skinheads. For them all to feel so passionately 
about a bunch of dreadlock-sporting, pot-smoking black 
dudes, just shows what a great band they were. In order for 
four guys to cross so many cultural boundaries and still be 
regarded by most of the movement's first participants as THE 
hardcore band of the time, well, that band would have to be 
totally amazing. Early era Bad Brains was just that.

But by the time this record came out in 1990 their brilliance 
had faded. H.R.-the band’s charismatic front m an-had 
fallen deeper into his own personal mental illness. And like 
many other gifted but fuckin’ crazy artists before him, he 
found religion once he lost his mind. The Bad Brains had 
always flirted with Rastafarianism in their music and lyrics, 
but it wasn’t until later in their career that their devotion to the 
religion starting taking over and ruining their music.

The lyrics on this record run the gamut of weird and preachy 
to religious-inspired homophobia. The music is nothing more 
than a crummy fusion of metal, funk and new age jazz. Only 
a touch of their earlier hardcore and reggae roots remained.

The best way to describe the sound would be if the Red Hot 
Chilli Peppers and Faith No More took all their shitty songs, 
mixed ‘em up in a metal blender, and then got a spastic God 
lovin’ freak to sing for them. Now, being a Rastafarian may 
seem cooler to a lot of us than being a die-hard Christian, 
but I fail to see how worshiping any god so blindly that you 
wished death on those that didn’t subscribe to your way of 
life or religious beliefs (check out the lyrics to “Don’t Blow 
Bubbles") has any place in the punk scene.

Regardless of where you stand on this debate, I think we can 
all agree on one thing: any record with slap-bass on it sucks. 
That said, “Quickness” is a dud.

We all lost another legend earlier this year when Tom Roberts, better known 
as Poison Idea's Pig Champion, died in his home in Portland. OR. At press 
time no exact cause of death had been ascertained, but there are reports that 
Mr. Roberts had been suffering from a kindney infection exacerbated perhaps 
by a flu. He was age 47.

Roberts started Poison Idea around 1980 with his pal Jerry A. after leaving 
his group Imperialist Pig. They created two albums before their masterpiece. 
1986's “Kings Of Punk." blasting with vicious downstrokes and vitriol. 
More releases intermittently followed, with Roberts bailing the group-semi- 
officially—in 1993. Poison Idea had been working on a new album at the time 
of his death.

Real Kids bass player Alpo. bom Allen Paulino, passed away on February 7th 
at his home in Falmouth. MA. No cause of death was reported at press time. He 
was 50 years of age.

Though the basic three-chord classic punk sound of "All Kindsa Girls” was 
his stock-in-trade, he was also a fan of Brian Wilson and his intricate use of 
melodies in rock music. Besides the Real Kids, he played with seminal Boston 
punk era band Nervous Eaters and the Cheater Slicks.

After battles with substance and alcohol abuse fractionalized the Real Kids' 
career. Paulino tackled his demons, eventually becoming a well-respected and 
revered substance abuse counselor in Cape Cod.

RAT SCABIES AND THE HOLY GRAIL by Christopher Dawes 
(Thunders Mouth Press)
“...I was definitely at a Knights Templar initiation ceremony. And to be fair to 
the bloke holding the bloody great sword, blokes holding bloody great swords 
are probably fairly standard at Knights Templar initiation ceremonies. ”
There is a great characterization of the tipsy Brit-rocker with martini-in-
hand, cig balancing perilously on his lower lip, blurting out such replies 
as “Oy!,” “Blimey!” and “Roight!” While it’s hard to dispute the origin (Keith 
Richards?...Ron Wood?...), the bloke to carry the torch into the new age-- 
for going on thirty years now—remains legendary DAMNED drummer Rat 
Scabies. He is still the only link between Keith Moon and the history of punk 
rock.
Career music scribe Christopher Dawes, having moved to the same 
neighborhood as Rat Scabies, met with Rat at the local pub and spent 
some quality time at the bar. A tall tale took hold in their imaginations. The 
legend of the priest who scored a million in a small French town proved too 
enticing to ignore. From the town of Rennes-le-Chateau they traveled the 
continent, stopping (though not directly) in Glastonbury, Edinburgh, Rome 
and elsewhere. Along the way they encounter a cadre of oddballs and other 
characters en route to their holy grail of...the man who allegedly holds the key 
to the Holy Grail!
Scabies: “It sort of outsources the DaVinci Code. It’s like a buddy thing. It’s 
about me and my mate, who sorta happens to live opposite me. We kinda 
went down to the South of France and bumped into secret societies, and 
treasure...the whole nine yards of mystery and excitement. And at the same 
time drinking all kinds of really good wine and eating good food.”

So. me and a few pals were sitting around smoking some 
weed when I was about 16 years old in San Diego. My 
pal, Melvin, had bought us a bag, but he wasn’t smokin’. 
It turned out that the grass was lased with PCP. WOW!!! 
There was a guy there we used to call Rat. I swear to God 
that he turned in to one- just as much as I knew that I was 
on T.V. There was also a girl there named Karen who kept 
changing the channels on my station. I remember telling 
my other pal, Greg (who’s house it was), to tell her to stop. 
It turns out that she wanted to change more than my sta­
tions. Karen and I ended up back in Greg’s bedroom. She 
started giving me head and right in the middle of it, Greg’s 
little sister (named Irish) walks in and is just staring at me.

I had no idea who she was- mind you, I was on PCP. I started screaming at her to get 
out and Karen had no idea that anyone else was in the room, ‘cause she had her head 
under the covers. I’m not sure what Karen thought I was screaming about, but she 
never stopped 'til she was done. Happy me! Twenty years later, I just happened to be 
playing in El Cajon (San Diego) and Irish came to the show. The whole time I talked 
to her I couldn’t get that image of her walking into the bedroom out of my head... I 
wonder what Karen is doing now...

My first band was a band 
called Shai Hulud. I played 
in groups before Shai Hulud 
but I feel that this was my 
first real real band since we 
toured and had records re-
leased. In NFG I play guitar 
but in Shai Hulud I was the 
lead singer. I joined the band 
in 1996. The only dilemma 
was, I was only 15 years old, 
which they thought would 
become a problem because 
of touring and late night shows.

We quickly got a big buzz in the hardcore scene, and our shows 
were pretty crazy. I did my first tour the summer of my 8th grade 
school year. To get my parents’ permission I had my whole band 
come over with the band we were gonna tour with, and they had 
to meet my parents and basically tell them that it will be safe and 
they will watch over me on the road. One of my friends signed 
legal guardianship for me so if I had to go to the hospital on tour 
he would be able to sign the doctors contract or whatever so the 
doc could fix me and I wouldn’t later sue.

As Shai Hulud’s popularity grew the band stopped getting along. 
There had to be all these business decisions made, and at the 
time none of us knew what we were doing and it seemed like our 
only conversations would end in an argument. On Shai Hulud’s 
down time I started playing in a fun little side project called New 
Found Glory. We would open for Shai Hulud and other hardcore 
bands in our local scene and would just be the fun, less serious 
band that all the kids could have a good time to. Once Shai Hulud 
started fighting all the time and it became too serious I quit the 
band. At the time when I quit Shai Hulud the band was way more 
established and popular then NFG. In fact I was about to go to 
Europe with Shai Hulud, which is why I finally put my foot down 
and left. I did not want to get stuck in Europe for over a month with 
a band I didn’t get along with.

Shai Hulud was such an amazing experience. The shows we had 
and tours we did helped to mold me into who I am and made me 
learn all about real life at such a young age. I did a few reunion 
shows on the West Coast, which were amazing, and I plan to 
eventually do some on the East Coast. I just need to find time 
because my newer band is pretty busy.





Kamilla Vanilla of the Horrorpops and Heidi Minx of Franky & Minx are crafty 
gals who want to unite punk crafters here, there and everywhere with their new 
project Punk Rock Domestics.

What is Punk Rock Domestics?
Kamilla Vanilla: if you’re into DIY or a cheapskate, it’s everything you 
ever dreamed of! hahahahah!
Heidi Minx: Well it was supposed to be ‘punk rock Martha Stewart’ when 
we concepted it, but it's actually turned into this sort o f  ‘club’. The board 
members are getting to know each other, going to shows together... it’s also 
a VERY NICE board community. It’s turned into a nice place to hang out 
online and share fun ideas. I LOVE what it’s turned into.

How was Punk Rock Domestics born?
KV: The idea of Punk Rock Domestics was bom last April. Heidi had made 
these cool luggage tags for her other company, Franky and Minx. When 
she told me about it she said, “Please don’t laugh, but I got the idea from 
Martha Stewart Living.” And my reply was, “I own that magazine myself 
and I saw her tags!!!” I read the magazine when I’m on tour, mostly to get 
ideas for what I could do when I’m at home. I look at the pictures and think, 
“Awwww... you know, that’s a good idea for a pillowcase, but it should 
be made out of vintage bark cloth instead of fabric with cute flowers, and 
those tassels have gotta go... maybe some vintage pom-poms would look 
awesome on it instead!” So we started taking about how cool it would be 
if we made a magazine just like MSL, but with cool shit in it! Like how 
to use special effects in your hair, how to make an old band shirt into an 
awesome halter top, cheap recipes, and how to do things around the house 
yourself, but in a more “punk rock” style, etc. About four minutes after our 
conversation ended, Heidi called me back and she was like, “Let’s make it 
a MySpace page, where we can post things and have other people post their 
ideas and questions as well!” So we did it and shortly after we started our 
web page, www.punkrockdomestics.com, where we have a very interactive 
forum!
HM: Yes, Kamilla pretty much summed it up. We’re both busy, her with 
the band, and me with Franky & Minx; but we really enjoy crafty, domestic 
things. We decided to make our own place to share these ideas. Pretty 
much, we took the DIY approach to DIY!

What kind of “domestic arts” do you cover?
KV: Everything I mentioned above. On the Homefront, Product Reviews 
& Resources, Recipes. Recipes from Bands, On the Lam, Fashion Fun, 
Curiosity Won’t Kill the Cat, On the Cheap, Girly Stuff, Guys Garage, 
Random Tips, Good Reading, Sound Advice, Yakkety Yak, Travel Time 
-  these are all forums on the boards. You see, it’s a lot of stuff that can fit in 
there. The people who post on our board are between 13 and 47, so there’s a 
little something for everyone!

What’s next for Punk Rock Domestics?
KV: Hahaha to grow twice as big and have more people posting ideas for 
cool shit that I don’t have time to do! Hahaha! No, seriously, it would be 
great. And I would still love to do a magazine one day!
HM: I really want the community to grow, it’s such a great resource! Of 
course Kamilla and I can’t leave anything alone, so I’d like to see some of 
the best tips turned into a small book.

Memo boards don’t have to be boring, you can 
make one yourself really easily and cover it with 
whatever fabric you like: leopardprint, stripes, 
vintage barkcloth, vinyl etc.

What you need:
Homasote board 
Quilt batting 
Spray adhesive 
Fabric 
Staple gun

What you do:
Begin by cutting the homasote to the required 
size/shape.
Next, you’ll need to cut a layer of quilt batting 
to the size of the board. Use a canned spray ad­
hesive, get it at home stores or paint stores, and 
spray the face and all four edges of the board. 
Let the adhesive dry. The surface of the board is

very porous, so it helps to apply one coat of adhesive 
to seal the face.

Once the adhesive is dry to the touch, spray a second 
coat. Carefully lay the batting on the homasote, 
making sure the batting is flat against the board. 
You’ll need a large enough piece of fabric to cover 
one face of the board, plus about 3 additional inches 
on all four sides. A 24-inch-square memo board, for 
example, would require a 30-inch-square piece of 
fabric. Carefully lay the fabric on the board, making 
sure you’ve positioned it so that you have an even 
amount of overhang on all four sides. Smooth the 
fabric down over the batting and over all four edges. 
As you apply the fabric, you want to make sure that 
you smooth it and stretch it slightly, but not so much 
that you distort the fabric’s weave.

To attach the fabric, cut away the excess at the cor­
ners and fold it into the edge. Staple the fabric to the 
back of the board.

A riot broke out at the San Bernardino, CA British Invasion 
2K6 Festival that resulted in a stabbing, destruction of two 
cop cars and the vandalism of a nearby Jack in the Box. 
Our photographer Chris Gomez shares with us his story 
of the chaos.

I don’t know what really happened. Around 9pm, a bunch of 
kids started fighting next to where I was taking pictures of Jeff 
Harper outside, and then they knocked down the backstage 
barrier. They kept beating someone on the ground who got lifted 
and dragged elsewhere by someone. The guy was lying on the 
ground next to someone else who was badly injured.

The crowd who put the beat down kept chanting “Fuck White 
Power”. Inside, not many knew what had happened. After 10 
minutes inside, I went backstage to THE ADICTS dressing 
room. 10-20 minutes later, boys, girls, men and old women (like 
granny old) ran into the dressing room all scared with tear gas 
in their eyes. I walked outside to hear and see the ghetto birds 
flying real low above us. I saw about about 20 cops - - some in

riot gear - - show up and get in formation. They started heading 
in a line towards a line of kids in the distance. After the cops 
moved ahead, I saw two cop cars, completely demolished. I 
tried to follow the cops through the parking lots where many 
concert goers were getting in their cars, or trying to find friends, 
but the cops threatened me into my vehicle. Those of us leaving 
the main parking lot couldn’t make a left turn back towards the 
freeway because rioters had taken the streets in that direction. 
As I made my right turn out of the parking lot I could hear loud 
explosions and see large flashes of white lights.

The headliners VICE SQUAD, GBH, and THE ADICTS didn’t 
even get to perform.

Where are your favorite places to fish?
y fishing in the very north of Sweden in an area called 
ostu is my absolute favorite. That's the extreme wild. You 
et dropped off by helicopter and stay for a week or so with 
o cellphone reception no other people, just the untouched 
mountains and nature! I've also been fishing in Alaska, 
California, Australia, New Zealand, Iceland and that was great

too!

What kind of fish do you prefer to fish for?
Wild trout, char and grayling in rivers. I also like fishing for 
pike, zander and perch from our boat down where we live in 
Sweden which is more south than north.

Many bands claim to bring the pain, but it’s the 
singer for Ironbound NYC’s job to help alleviate it. 
As a full-time physician, specializing in Addiction 
Psychiatry & Pain Management, Thomaso Skorupski 
sub-specializes in Headache Medicine.

“I felt that the world of modern medicine needed 
an individual like myself, an outcast; someone who 
thinks and lives against the grain to help people 
who, like myself have been counted out based on 
appearance and living a hardcore lifestyle.”

Whilst seeing his share of pit-induced head trauma 
with New Jersey’s hardcore artistes Chronic Fear, 
Skorupski began his lengthy sojourn into the world 
of medicine by doing his undergraduate studies in 
Pharmacy College. From there it was medical school, 
an internship in Internal Medicine, a residency in 
Psychiatry, and then his subspecialty training with 
a fellowship in Pain Management and Headache 
Medicine.

“I stayed true to my NY/NJ roots and was involved 
heavily in the scene as much as possible by 
supporting my boys like SOIA, Madball, AF and 
my heroes Mental Abuse. Throughout my training, 
many big wig doctors and nurses would criticize me 
for tattoos and why I actually cared about and was 
interested in helping people with drug and alcohol 
problems. I always said, ‘Somebody has to treat 
them and I feel that person should be me.’ I used to 
be a hotel and house call physician for the extremely 
wealthy people who could afford expensive medical 
visits to their homes (I mean ‘fucking palaces’) or 
penthouse hotel suites. I was the Medical Director 
for the Waldorf Astoria; and I treated many well know 
athletes and celebrities throughout the years.”

This seemingly life-encompassing occupation would 
easily cause anyone to sideline their career in rawk, 
but recognizing his need for self-expression through 
music, Thomaso eventually realized his dream of 
having the killer “super-group” when he teamed up 
with East Coast hardcore veterans Pete Koller and 
Craig Setari of Sick Of It All, Rich McGloughlin and 
Sean O’Brien of Killing Time and Maximum Penalty’s 
Jimmy Williams to form Ironbound NYC.

Their debut is called “With A Brick,” and it’s available 
from Thorp Records.



When Gary was a kid and living in Sacramento he befriended the 
local bike thief. This kid obviously had a very mature palette and 
originated the culinary delight Hot Dog Tacos.

HOT DOG TACOS (originated by the kid who stole bikes in Big
Gar’s Sacto neighborhood)
1 pkg kosher beef franks 
1 med. yellow onion 
Packaged hard taco shells 
American cheese slices (Kraft singles)
Mayo
Parmesan cheese -  grated

Cut hot dogs into 1 inch pieces. Slice onion and fry with hot dogs 
over medium high heat. Pull off hot dogs and onion when hot dogs 
are browned and onions are slightly caramelized. Put mixture into 
taco shells. Place a strip of American cheese over hot dog mixture 
and broil to melt cheese and brown top of taco. Top with mayo and 
sprinkled with parmesan cheese.

So one day the wife and I felt like a little fondue. I went online to 
search for a good recipe and found only these fancy ass recipes 
that started with browning a “shallot” and using expensive Sherry, 
Pissed about that, I went to the grocery store to buy a packaged 
fondue. Since I live in scummy area where no one has ever heard 
If fondue -  the store did not carry it. So I called my good buddy 
pig Gar and we took a traditional recipe for fondue, scaled it down 
and perfected it. This is what we arrived at. It’s a simple recipe that 
lives you the guidelines to create your perfect fondue.

EAT ME FONDUE
1/2 pound Swiss cheese (domestic grocery 
store, Emmental or Gruyere)
1/4 pound med cheddar 
1/4 pound Velveeta
1/2 bottle of skunky green bottle beer 
2 cloves of garlic
1 loaf crusty French bread, cubed
2 apples (we dig Fuji)
1 salami
Cube all cheeses (at this point you may 
be wondering about the use of Velveeta in 
this recipe. Traditionally you would use a 
good amount of flour in the fondue to stop 
the Swiss and Cheddar from separating 
but we here at Eat Me have discovered 
that Velveeta will do the same thing and 
it’s CHEESE man!). Keep your cubes the 
same size for uniform melting. Put cubed 
cheese in fondue pot with the half bottle 
of beer (you do not necessarily have to 
use a skunky, green bottled beer -  that is 
just what we enjoy for fancy beer. You will 
actually want to use a beer that you would 
drink. If you are a brown ale person then 
use a brown ale. We are just crisp lager 
guys). Put garlic in a press and press into 
cheese mixture. Heat over 175ish degree 
heat to melt it all together (basically heat 
it slow) and you are ready to rock. Dip the

bread, apple pieces, and salami slices in cheese and get fucking
fat! This being just a basic recipe here are a few variations....
Add hot sauce, bacon, walnuts, onions, whatever you want to the 
cheese mix. Dip anything you want. Go big and use a crock pot. 
Pour on potatoes. Use on a hot dog taco.

When he 
noticed the salami we were dippin in cheese he was inspired to 
show us an old school San Jose shot called the “Salami Shot”. The 
Kid cored out the salami, poured whiskey in it, and after you do 
the shot you take a bite of salami for a chaser!

Dee Dee: “Our wedding poster was a wedding gift from my friends Amy & Jodie 
that have seen our place and know we like to still keep flyers and posters on our 
walls, and still go to and play shows. That’s our favorite flyer ever invented.”

Gearbox: “The two to the left are show flyers from when I was in a band called Divisia dating back to 96-98. These were a couple of our 
best shows on that tour, and to the right is from a show in ‘96. I have a funny story. In small print on the bottom it says bring money for 
the bands this is not a free party $5. I showed up with a twelve pack and no cash. I got shut down at the door. So we climbed up on the roof with some beers and listened to some heavy tunes.”

"Our coffee table is where everything out of our pockets and mailbox hits 
as we unload from a long day. It’s always cluttered with whatever item we 
desire to be in arms reach. My sentimental snake ashtray in the center has 
been with me since age 15. This is where our DVD rentals become lost 
and end up late returns."

Gearbox: “This Butthole Surfer poster reminds me of posters I re­
member seeing as a kid in the ‘70s It’s cute but creepy at the same 
time. Sorta like the movie we were watching during this interview, 
John Waters’ “Female Trouble." It’s a must see movie.





Which form of martial arts do you practice?
I started out studying Tae Kwon Do (a Korean martial art composed 
of primarily kicks) when I was 7 years old, giving up gymnastics 
for it. After about two and a half years, that I got a little tired of it 
being young and fickle! So I started studying martial arts partly of 
interest in them and partly because I was a small, frail and sickly 
youth and bullied quite often. Anyway after TKD, I studied a little 
boxing to get over the fear of being hit and learn how to handle a 
realistic fighting situation. Then
my father, who also taught me to 
box taught me a bit of Judo (he 
was a brown belt), a Japanese 
art made up primarily of throws 
and grappling. After a lull in 
practice I discovered a great 
teacher who taught me Aiki Jitsu, 
and Jiu Jitsu. Both are Japanese 
arts, which my teacher made 
me spend two and a half years 
studying before I could move 
on to the Chinese martial art of 
Kung Fu. The arts in which he 
specialized my studies were in 
Choy Li Fut, Hung Gar, Wing 
Chun, Northern Shaolin, and 
Northern Plum Blossom Praying 
Mantis, and the “internal styles.” 
I devoted about four hours a day 
for five years to Xing Yi, Bagua 
Zhang, and Chen School Tai Chi. 
But now I’ve gone back to my 
Jiu Jitsu, grappling, and recently 
discovered Muay Thai (Thai 
boxing) which seem to be my 
lifelong favorites - the Jiu Jitsu 
and grappling anyway!

So in short...I currently study Jiu 
Jitsu and Thai boxing, basically 
mixed martial arts. I’ve been 
doing this for about seventeen
years now, and I also wrestled in school for a bit.

When did you start practicing martial arts?
I started practicing martial arts when I was eight years old, I am 26
now.

What has it taught you that you couldn’t have learned
elsewhere?
Lots of Japanese and Chinese culture, history, and philosophy, I 
guess. Lots of things really. I’ve been doing it for so long now I’ve 
forgotten - I learned much more.

Do you feel the way you move onstage is directly influenced by 
your martial arts training?
Yeah, definitely. Even the way you walk changes. It has made me

a lot more fluid and relaxed with any physical activity that I do. I 
think that is the key to excelling at any physical activity to a certain 
point.

Have you ever had to use your talents against a promoter or 
overjealous fan?
Thankfully no, that’s what security is for. That and I’m not really a 
violent dude. I think fighting is fun as fucked up as that sounds. It 

__________________  is kind of a test to your training to see
if it really works or if you yourself can 
pull it off in a real situation. So I guess 
I don’t like fighting as much as I like 
testing my training in order to better my 
martial arts. So I hate fighting but I love 
sparring heavily!!!

Do you ever temporarily cripple 
bandmates on a whim, just for a 
laugh?
Oh yeah definitly! I mean we will wrestle 
with each other just joking around and 
sometimes its fun to watch them writhe 
in agony but only if they start it! Plus 
Shabba, our tour manager is kind of 
a big dude that used to grapple and 
wrestle so it’s very good practice! He 
beats me half the time!

How do you stay in shape on the 
road?
I do a lot of stretching from martial 
arts and yoga. I tend to shadow box 
a lot, practice forms from kung fu, and 
practice lots of drills and body weight 
exercises. I’m not really into running 
and lifting weights. It’s just boring - 
jumping rope is about as far as I take it 
into that realm.

Was there ever a period where it was 
fun to kick ass on bullies?

Maybe the first time or two just to let them know to leave me alone. 
But as I got older I just talked my way out of it, and tried to be nice 
so they wouldn’t want to!

Have you met up with any other punk rock martial arts guys 
through touring?
Yeah, a couple. One of the guys in Strike Anywhere studied Wing 
Chun. I met him on Warped last year, and some of the crew dudes 
from My Chemical Romance studied Brazilian Jiu Jitsu, and Muay 
Thai - though I’ve never had a chance to practice with them. I 
would love to practice with some people with my kinds of interest.

Crane style or drunken monkey?
Well that all depends on my question...Northern or Southern?



In 2001, after nearly six years of conducting interviews, Steven Blush’s book, American Hardcore, A Tribal History, was 
unleashed upon the world. The book documented the rise and fall of the original American hardcore movement through 
interviews with the scene’s most influential (and notorious) people. Like the music that inspired it, the book was loved by 
some and hated by others. Either way it seemed to raise real emotion in those that read it. And as Steven himself will tell you, 
thus is the nature of hardcore: passionate, in your face, and not always pretty or polished in order to make everyone happy. 
Then, a chance encounter with an old acquaintance of Steven (film director Paul Rachman) resulted in the idea of making 
a film adaptation of American Hardcore. Eventually the film was accepted and shown at the prestigious Sundance Film 
Festival, where it delighted huge audiences, many of whom had no idea that such a movement even existed. So what do you  
do once you’ve dazzled the biggest independent film festival in the world? Apparently all you get is an interview with me, for 
magazine that prides itself on having as few words as possible. Congrats guys, welcome to the big time...

The official title of the film is American Hardcore: The History 
of American Punk Rock 1980-'86? Why such a specific time 
period?
Steven Blush: The title of the movie is actually American 
Hardcore; the other part is just a byline that’s been attached to 
the title by people. But that time period is when most people 
involved in the scene says it died. That’s not our definition; it’s 
what pretty much all the participants say was the end of the first 
era. The scene really started with the bands like Black Flag. Bad 
Brains etc...and in ’86 you see all those bands split up. ’86 was 
really the birth of Alternative. Husker Du signed to a major in 
’86; no hardcore band had done that at the time. ’86 is also the 
dawn of speed metal and crossover... it’s the end of a very pure 
movement. There were certainly hardcore bands after that, but all 
the pioneers had moved on. It was a very different era.
Paul Rachman: Hardcore doesn’t really die as whole in ’86, 
we’re just talking about the first generation. Bands like Black Flag,

PR: Really Slamdance is an event for first time filmmakers, and I 
wasn’t a first time filmmaker. Rightfully that slot I might have had 
for American Hardcore really should go to a first time filmmaker 
in terms of what the Slamdance mission is. So no, it wasn’t really 
a choice at all where to debut the movie. And the Slamdance 
audience is kind of the expected audience for a film like this. 
Of course everyone at Slamdance is going to love American 
Hardcore, its part of that connected subculture of underground 
movements. Taking the film to Sundance was the real risk, taking 
it to an audience that’s not familiar with this type of music, people 
who might hate punk rock, and an audience of film critics that 
aren’t connected to what we or these bands were doing at all. In a 
way it was more punk to bring the film to Sundance and force it 
on this tougher to please audience.

The book that was the basis for the movie chronicles a staggering 
amount of bands. How
difficult was it tracking down 
some of these people, and 
how did you do it? It not like 
here’s a section of the phone 
book dedicated to old punk 
rockers or anything...
SB: Well, I always used 
to joke that you don’t call 
information and ask for the 
lumber of Joey Shithead, 
y'know? It was all a network, 

was just really lucky to 
lave been a part of it, to 
lever have burned too many 
biridges that I couldn’t come 
back from. A lot of these 
people have a bond, almost 
ike war veterans, where we 
hared something. I might
only see them once every ten years but its still good to see them 
and as if no time had gone by. And that’s why I could write this 
book, because I was there and remember these events and people. 
So many books about rock and roll are written by people who 
weren’t there, it’s almost like they’re doing a term paper on 
it.. and that’s not Hardcore.

So, you were both involved in the scene, "back in the day” and 
\you knew a lot of the people you interviewed for this movie from 
past encounters. Who had changed the most over the years and in 
what way? I mean twenty plus years is a long time, and I’m sure 
some of these guys have gone through some significant changes 
 since their wild teenage days.
PR: Well there were people like John Anastas, the bass player in 
DYS, who’s a big advertising executive in LA now. The funny 
thing is, the essence of this music, that kind of inner self that all 
these people had, hasn' t changed that much. There was something 
about being a part of that hardcore scene that carried a set of 
ethics, a certain kind of respect for one another. It was kind of 
tough, but also very respectful for others involved, and everyone 
still has that to a degree. These interviews were very easy, it was 
really like let s get together and talk about back in the day.” I’m 
trying to think of anybody where it was like, oh my God what 
happened to that guy?!! But there really isn’t anyone like that that 
comes to mind.
SB: Well, there’s different kind of change. John Kezdy, the singer 
of the great Chicago band The Effigies, is now a special prosecutor

in court somewhere. My hero as a singer was Dez Cadena when 
he was with Black Flag, that band changed my life when I saw 
them at the Valentines Day Massacre show in Washington DC, 
1981.I met Dez a bunch of time of times in the past and I love the 
guy, but he’s not the same anymore, that intensity is gone.

For documents like American Hardcore, there sometimes can be a 
lot opinions that are inadvertently passed off as fact. For instance, 
some people romanticize the past while others may remember 
things in a less glamorous way. Did you make a conscious effort 
to portray hardcore’s history as impartially as you could, or was 
it just a chance to let the people involved voice their memories for 
the next generation, regardless of personal biases?
PR: There is no narration in American Hardcore, no expert 
opinion or expert voice that interrupts things and tells what it was 
like. The story in American Hardcore is just edited from the stories

told in our interviews. The
stories people are hearing in 
the film are the experiences 
of the people who lived it. 
In the film there are people 
who say it was great, there 
are people who say it was 
fucked up, and the audience 
can judge those people 
and experiences for what 
they are. It’s a very honest 
portrayal, or honest story 
telling on the part of the 
interviewees.

The movie has a lot of 
great old, rare footage 
of punk bands playing. 
These obviously weren’t 
professionally shot, and

this was well before video cameras became a common household 
appliances, so where did this footage come from and how tough 
was it to get?
PR: I had shot a lot of footage, and the bands provided some of 
the footage, but most everything we had to work with is bad VHS 
footage, shoot in 6-hour mode, from 1980. None of this stuff is 
high quality but it has this incredible archival feeling to it. We 
were lucky enough to find a couple of people who were really 
kind of like the hardcore scene video geeks of the time. They had 
access to their dads’ camera and just shot every show they could. 
Really from the years of 1980 through 1983 there was very little 
footage shot. In the later years more footage was available, but 
the early years were the best time for the music and there’s just 
not much out there. And you can’t go to the punk rock archives or 
stock footage to look something up.
SB: There were so few people shooting at the early part of the 
movement, there are like only a dozen people who documented 
anything on video through out the entire country. This project 
was like archeology; just digging through years of stuff and 
getting real dirty. A lot of the tapes were literally exhumed out of 
basements and attics, they’re dusty and old and fragile, one even 
had a Star Trek episode taped in the middle of show! But that’s 
what we had, and that’s what we had to work with.



Legendary punk photographer Murray Bowles has the credentials 
to land him in the Punk Rock Hall of Fame. Unfortunately no such 
place exists (well, maybe it’s better that way), so we’ll have to 
settle for his exemplary work in MaximumRocknRoll and Ripper, 
as well his masterful photographic document of the hardcore 
era: “If Life Is A Bowl Of Cherries, What Am I Doing In The Pit?" 
Through his notoriety shooting punk shows over the years, his 
work was included in travel guide giant Fodor’s “Rock n’ Roll 

 Travel Guide To The USA.”

While in his youth his grandfather, a hobbyist photographer, 
schooled Murray on how to develop film and make trick photos in 
the darkroom. “I remember pictures of my sister and me, peering 
around ketchup bottles.”

His first published work was circa 1982, in Ripper Magazine. 
After that a mutual friend of MRR’s Tim Yohannon introduced 
the two, after which he began contributing his inimitable lens 
work to the iconic publication, creating a style which would define 
MRR’s visual ethic of the time, and to a degree define punk rock 
photography in the hardcore era.

“I had been going to shows for a while, and writing reviews for 
Ripper fanzine in San Jose. Tim Tinooka, who put out the zine and 
took most of the photos, was sick for some crucial show, so I would 
up taking the pictures.”

While Murray shot the best and most prominent bands of the early 
80s, his favorites are as varied as the genre would eventually 
become. “Black Flag and Social Distortion from L.A., Blast from 
Santa Cruz, and above all GRIMPLE when they moved here from 
New Mexico.” As far as his favorite shots: “There’s one of Mike 
Muir holding a Pepsi, there’s one of Green Day hanging out with 
some guy in the park, there’s one of Ian MacKaye yelling straight 
into the camera at Tool and Die -- I don’t know, I don't really have 
favorites.”

Now employed as a software engineer in the 
telecommunications industry, Mr. Bowles is still snapping 
pix of the punk and metal bands, though he mostly keeps 
it close to his San Jose home. “I think I’m getting too old 
and grumpy to be driving around 20 minutes looking for a 
parking place.”

Day two- November 12th
Still in Cardiff, Wales. Yes, yes... I went back to the castle and 
did the guided tour. I’m a sucker for that lame shit. The show 
was one of the best shows we have played in the U.K. Kids 
were freaking out! Bert would tell the kids to raise their hands 
and before he was finished telling them everyone would 
have their hands up. It was great. They were all so hungry 
for a show that they made it unforgettable for us. After the 
show Gareth took us to his favorite bar, which was around 
that castle I went to. We had a couple drinks there, then he 
took us to a small district where it was all fish ‘n’ chip shops 
packed with people. After everyone got some food we split 
back to the buses.

 Day three- November 13th Today [we play] Brixton in London. Big day! I love this venue.
 It has a lot of history. Many of my favorite bands have played 
 here and some of them have made DVD’s here also. Mmm- 
hmm...the more you know... Great -fucking amazing- show!
 Everything felt pretty strong except during “I Caught Fire.” 
Quinn’s guitar cut out when he went to distortion. Then- 
because I was thinking about not hearing guitar- I fucked 
up a bunch of notes. Ha, ha, ha, ha...but it was still a good 
show. There was an afterparty upstairs where a bunch of 
old friends were hangin’ out drinking and I discovered a new 
favorite drink! (Mmmmmm-hmmm... I’m not tellin’ you what
it is though.)



Day four- November 14th
Oh yes, I wanted to buy some brown absinthe today so I went on a 
search. I met up with my friend Gomez and walked all over London 
shopping for new shoes for him. We ended up meeting up with some 
more friends of mine. They happened to know where my golden 
drink of doom was located. After buying what I needed I found out 
that there was a Kerrang! interview that Bert was supposed to do 
and he was skipping out on, so I was next in line to do it. I raced 
there and it ended up being a group interview with some other 
friends in bands (like Matt from Funeral For A Friend and Dan from 
Story Of The Year.) I actually had a great time getting interviewed 
and just chatting about random shit. A lot of the questions were 
about famous British people that I have never heard of. When it was 
done I walked back to the hotel and got all my clothes ready for the 
show. The show was even better than the night before! Afterwards 
we all sat down and had a band meeting which was something we 
needed to do. It all ended good and I was off to go hang with some 
friends of mine that were waiting upstairs. We all ended up going 
to Chinatown and getting some curry at a little food place. Mmm- 
hmmm, fun stuff! Then we all went to my room and I fell asleep on 
top of the covers. I woke up just in time to say good bye to everyone. 
What a great friend I am.

Day six- November 16th
“WAKE UP!” is what I heard at 2:30am. Time to get off the bus and go 
up to the top of the boat. I love the ferries- they are fun. I went upstairs 
and watched some of the crew eat breaky while I drank some gross-ass 
chocolate milk (ewww!) I left then to play some video games and some 
slot machines. Of course I lost a bunch of moneys. WAH WAAAAAH. 4: 
30am- time to get back on the bus and travel to Germany. Day off again. 
We are in Bielefeld. I have never been here so of course I headed out 
and about to explore the town. Jesus, it’s freezing here. I have a thermal 
and a jacket AND a coat on. It’s pretty fuckin’ cold. There is really nothing 
to do here... maybe I just don’t know where to go. Well, well... I decided 
to get out the bottle of absinthe. I called some guys over and we ended 
up drinking that whole bottle of absinthe. That was pretty fun. We did 
the whole “light-the-spoon-with-sugar-on-fire-and-let-it-burn-then-mix-it- 
together-then-add-a-little-drop-of-water” trick. Gareth called up later that 
night asking me if I could stand in for him and play some songs because 
he had to leave the tour. Of course I said “yes, yes, yes, I’d love to.” 
Then I ended up going to get some food with my tech Handroll. The only 
problem is that neither one of us can speak German. But the good thing 
is both of us have gotten very good at pointing and nodding.



D ay seven- November 17th
Jesus, I had some weird dreams about water. I can’t really describe them. It just had to do 
with lots of water (ha, ha.) Gareth ended up coming over to the hotel and me, him, Quinn and 
Marguerite (our tour manager) went out in search of breakfast. I fucked up and somehow 
ordered two different meals (ha, ha... soooo much food, I couldn’t even dent it.) We went 
back to the hotel and Gareth showed me how to play “Red is the New Black” and “Roses for 
the Dead.” Way fun stuff. After he left it started to rain and I opened my window and got to 
jam and listen to the rain. (Pretty lame, right? But whatever- I needed it). I had to do a little 
interview for an online video game thingy. It was pretty fun and quick. Then off to the venue. 
After I arrived at the venue I found out that there was a castle close to the hotel that I must 
have missed somehow. So bummed- soooooooo bummed- I didn’t get a chance to explore 
it. I should have known that there was something cool like that around. Fack, fack, FACK. I 
watched Funeral play just to make sure I had the parts down. (Tomorrow is the big day.) Holy 
fuck! HOLY FUCK! This show was amazing! A-FUCKING-MAZING! Bert was kinda fucking with 
the crowd saying stuff like “Who likes grilled cheese?” and “This next song is about my brother 
Tupac.” Yeah, time to go practice the Funeral songs and I think I’m gonna watch a movie before 
I sleeeeeeeeeeeeeep.

Day e i g h t -  N o v e m b e r  1 8 t h
I woke up and decided to go explore Berlin before sound check. 
We got a little crew together and took our runner out to see  the 
Berlin Wall and Checkpoint Charlie and some other sights around 
town. As soon as I got back to the venue I had to sound check 
with Funeral. They had a six-song set. Adam from Story Of The 
Year was playing the first two songs, I was playing the second 
two and Keith from Bleed The Dream was playing the last two. 
Sound check went well. All three of us destroyed the songs (in a 
good way.) Later on when we actually played the show-yes, yes, 
yes, we all were not quite Gareth. But we did a pretty good job 
of coming close. I just wish he was there to see  us play them. 
Two more shows and we are off tour for a while. It’s time to write 
a new record. And time for me to go on an all-alone vacation to 
Japan. Just me exploring and finding myself. Just Jeph?
