Fundadores Benefactores de Puebla

Como decimos por aca, para variar seguimos
con Puebla y su historia. Yo soy poblana y por eso
antes que nada escribo sobre mi ciudad natal. Este
sera el ultimo articulo sobre Puebla; los siguinetes
trataran de diferentes partes de Mexico.

En 1562 llegaron los primeros jesuitas y en
1578 llego a Puebla el Padre Hernando Suarez de la
Concha. Fue tan entusiasta el recibimiento que se
le hizo, que el padre provincial se propuso fundar
una residencia en esta civdad. En 1583 adquirieron
una casa donde establecieron el Colegio de San Jer-
onimo y en 1584 se celebro el primer examen. La
residencia se transformo en el principal colegio al que
se le dio el nombre de Colegio del Espiritu Santo y
que en la actualidad es la Universidad de Puebla;
este colegio se encuentra anexo al templo de la Com-
pafiia de Jesus. El Padre Suarez fue el primer Dir-
ector de ambos colegios y propi te el fundador.
En 1587 don Melchor de Covarrubias alcalde mayor
de la ciudad hizo considerable donativo, que mas
tarde aumento a cien mil pesos de plata de minas de
la epoca, por lo que se le concedio el patronato sobre
la fundacion y los privilegios de fundador para el y su
familia. El escudo del seflor de Covarrubias ha sido
por mucho tiempo el escudo del antiguo colegio del
Estado, hoy Universidad. Los universitarios, un tanto
en broma, suelen autonombrarse como los nietos de
Don Melchor.

La estatua orante de Don Melchor, una de las
mas antiguas de personajes civiles que se conservan
en America, estuvo colocada en el presbiterio de la
Iglesia de la Compafiia, actualmente se conserva en
la galeria de Banderas de la Universidad.

Fue don Juan de Palafox y Mendoza el mas
ilustre de los Obispos y benefactores de Puebla. Na-
tural de Fitero, Navarra, Espafia, se doctoro en Jur-
isprudencia en la Universidad de Salamanca, Espafia.
Fue miembro del Consejo de Indias y Secretario del
rey Felipe 1V, quien le nombro visitador de la Real
Audiencia y Virrey de la Nueva Espafia, en cuyo
puesto permanecio 2 aflos. Como Obispo de Puebla
su labor fue extraordinario, yo que en 7 afios hizo
avanzar en tal forma los obras de la Catedral, que
encontro muy atrasadas no obstante haberse iniciado
en 1545 que pudo consagrarla con gron solemnidad
en 1649, es decir, no pocos affos antes que se consa-
grase y posteriomente se terminase la Catedral de
Mexico.

Hombre de gran cultura y uno de los mejores
literatos de su epoca lego al seminario, que en su
honor lleva hasta nuestros dias el nombre de Palafox=
iano, su magnifica biblioteca compuesta entonces de
unos 7000 volumenes; mas tarde fue enriquecida por
los obispos posteriores. Actualmente esta biblioteca
es la mas antigua de las que estan abiertas al publico
en America. Al mas antiguo seminario de San Juan
agrego el colegio de San Pedro y San Pablo y uniendo
ambos colegios constituyo la Institucion que hasta
nuestros dias subsiste para la formacion de sacerdotes
y que el ajusto a las normas del Consilio de Trento,
Asi mismo creo el Colegio de las Virgenes, anexo al
templo que el tambien levanto llamado de San Juan
de Letran, pero siempre conocido, hasta nuestros dias,
como El Hospitalito, porque tenia anexo un pequefio
hospital. Tambien fundo el mas importante hospital

de la ciudad, El de San Pedro, que llego a ser en los
siglos XVI1-XVIII y principios del XIX, uno de los mas

importantes de America. Este gran protector de los
indios y benefactor de Puebla, murio en 1659 en un
pueblo de Castilla la Vieja Espaiia.

Otro de los benefactores de la ciudad fue Don

Antonio Jimenez de las Cuevas, Nacido en San An-

dres Chalchicomula, estudio en esta poblacion sus pri=

meras letras, viniendo a Puebla mas tarde para estu-
diar y trabajar. Convencido de la insuficiencia de la
ensefianza primaria o primeras letras, abrigo el deseo
de fundar una junta que se encargase de fundar una
escuela en la que se ensefiase con mejores metodos,
las primeras letras y algunas materias utiles que les
sirvieran a los alumnos en su vida diaria. En 1813 se
instalo oficialmente la junta, inaugurandose desde
luego la escuela primaria y su anexo, la escuela de
dibujo, en la que estaba lo mas granado del arte pob-
lano. Siendo Puebla semillero de artesanos y artistas,
esta institucion ha albergado grandes maestros en el
arte de la pintura y la escultura,

En este afio de 1963 celebrara esta institucion
los 150 affos de su fundacion con grandes festejos como
concursos de pintura y escultura, exposiciones con=
stantes tanto de obras de los alumnos como de invita=
dos. Se montara una obra de teatro de la epoca col=
onial y sobre todo grandes promociones publicitarias
para todos los eventos. Me cabe la satisfaccion de
ser alumna de la Academia de Bellas Artes, actual=
mente |Instituto de Artes plasticas del Estado y haber

pertenecido en dos ocasiones a la mesa directiva de

alumnos.

Muchos han sido los benefactores de Pueblaq,
entre ellos don Esteban de Antufiano, a quien se debe
la fundacion de la primera fabrica textil, de don Jose
Luis Bello,y actualmente de la Institucion Mary Street
Jenkis, pero seria muy largo hablar ampliamente
de todos y cada uno de ellos, por tanto baste con es-
tos.
