Ily boss has becen in 3an Francisco for a wcek now and
is expected back today. I hope he doesn't come back.
Aren't I just awful. 'ell, that's how I*'ve gotten
gince I've come to Tule. The camp life was a novelty
at first but It's a dull and monotonous life now,

jlell I'm sure I've bored you enough for the time being
so shall close.
