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HISTORICAL MEANING
OF THE FIFTH OF MAY
BATALLA DE PUEBLA

On May 5th, 1862, at the
boundaries of the City of
Puebla, the expert and
world-famed French Army
commanded by  General
Count of Lorencez, engaged
itself in a furious combat
against the novel troops of
the Mexican Army, under
the command of General Ig-
nacio Zaragoza. The Mexi-
can soldiers, substituting
their deficiencies of military
training in warfare equipped
with their bravery and firm
resolution to defend our
home land, defeated the in-
vading army, which was
then known as the world’s
most powerful. The import-
ance of this victory rests on
the fact that the French were
forced to remain inactive for
almost one whole year, un-
able to continue their opera-
tions, which caused the am-
bitious projects of Napoleon
ITI, who planned to conquer
the entire American Contin-
ent to crumble down.

The antecedents of this
heroic episode, which in-
directly  contributed  to
change the course of Amer-
ica’s history can be summar-
ized by saying that three na-
tions, using the false excuse
of the suspension of pay-
ments of our foreign in-

debtedness, decided to invade
Mexico. In October of 1861
the Alliance of the Three-
Part Convention between
Spain, France and England,
was signed in London, and
by January 8th, 1862, the
naval forces of said countries
were ready for action, an-
chored at the Port of Vera-
cruz. On February 19th the
“La Soledad” Treaties were
subscribed determining what
cities would be occupied by
the invading armies while
the corresponding diplomatic
negotiations took place; how-
ever, during that period some
Mexican traitors were smug-
gled into Mexico under the
protection of the French
Army, this maneuver which
openly violated the Treaties,
irritated both the Spaniards
and the British, who imme-
diately sailed off breaking
the Alliance. The French
started their warfare opera-
tions at once and advanced
towards Puebla to encounter
General Zaragoza. Much
later in 1864, the ill - fated
empire of Maximillian and
Carlotta of Hapsburg. Presi-
dent Juarez counting on a
small ramy and the humble
help on the Mexican people,
continued the warfare until
July 19, 1867, when he ob-
tained the total defeat and
execution of the Emperor,
carried out at the City of
Queretaro, to serve as an ex-
ample for the world. 0

CINCO DE MAYO

Las conmemoracién de la ba-
talla del cinco de mayo de 1862
que celebran los mexicanos, tiene
un significado que abarca todo el
Continente Americano.

El hacer conmemoracién de una
batalla, quiere decir que ese hecho
de armas ha pasado a la historia
por sus efectos. En el caso de la
batalla que nos ocupa, hay razén
para que sea grabada con letras
de oro en la Historia de México;
aunque en realidad debiera estar
en la Historia del Continente
Americano.

Una de las razones que justifica
su fama es que los soldados de
Francia, famosos en el mundo
entero por sus victorias, fueron
derrotados por las mil organiza-
das tropas que los detuvieron en
los fuertes de Loreto y Guadalupe
en la Ciudad de Puebla. Al man-
-do del General Zaragoaz.

Meéxico hacia pocos afifios habia
logrado su independencia de Es-
pafia y aunque contaba con el
valor de sus hijos, no contaba con
los elementos indispensables para
formar un poderoso ejercito. Tam-
bién habia sufrido la pérdida de
mas del cincuenta por ciento de su
territorio, debido a la torpeza del
6 presidente Santa Anna y de los

artificiosos manejos de algunos
norteamericanos y mexicanos des-
contentos conel gobierno de Méx-
ico.

México tenia algunas deudas y
debido a su situacién econdmica
no estaba en condiciones de pagar;
Inglaterra, Espania y Francia
amenazaron con sus flotas de
guerra que anclaron el Puerto de
Veracruz; una misién diplomatica
explic6 que Meéxico pagaris sus
deudas, pero pedia una proérroga
para organizar su hacienda; Ingla-
terra y Espafia aceptaron y re-
gresaron a sus respectivos paises,
Francia no acepté y se prepar6
para atacar, en el camino que los
llevaria a la Ciudad de México,
estaba la Ciudad de Puebla, los
franceses pensaron que searia fa-
cil tomar la Ciudad de Puebla y
seguir hasta la Capital de la Re-
publica; pero al llegar a Puebla
se encontraron con las fuerzas
mexicanas parapetadas en los
fuertes de Loreto y Guadalupe;
todos los intentos que hicieron los
famosos zuavos por tomar los
fuertes fueron inutiles, las fuerzas
mexicanas los rechazaron, las-
fuerzas napolebnicas en derrota
suspendieron el intento.

En esa batalla se demostré que
las naciones del Continente Ameri-
cano estaban dispuestas a defender
su suelo y que sus hijos recha-
zarian cualquier intento de inva-
cién. Las testas coronadas de la
Vieja Europa se enteraron del
mensaje, desde entonces no ha ha-
bido otro intento de invacién a los
pueblos americanos. Maximilano
de Austria pag6é con su vida el
intento de establecer un imperio
europeo en tierras americanas.

RINA! HI! ALLO, ALA, como va
la cosa . .

THERE IS NOT SUCH THING
AS A DRUNKARD WHO
WOULD EAT A BURNING
COAL.—Spanish proverb.

Or, a madman who would . . .
or, “There is no such thing as
mental illness,” according to psy-
chistrist Thomas Szass.

I read Dr. Szass'book on mental
illness a few years ago, and be-
cause of his controversial state-
ments (he being a psychistrist) —
I planned to write to him and ask
him what should be called the
“schizofrenics,” “psychotics,” or
the “criminal insane,” who com-

pulsively kill, over and over again.

Because Dr. Szass (Medical
Center of the State University of
New York) thinks these mur-
derers are just people who have
broken the law— (the few mnecks
doing it too)!

Dr. S. in a recent conference in
Berkeley, Ca., completely denies
there is such thing as mental ill-
ness—period!

And as far as sex violations is
concerned, here are some of his
points of view:

In the case of Roman Polansky,
the movie director, who in Holly-
wood had sex intercourse with a
13 year old girl and high disre-
gard and contempt for the court
when rather than face sentencing
he flew to Paris:

Dr. Z. believes that Roman
should not have been sentenced
to 90 days psychiatric therapy be-
fore coming to Court. In his
opinion there is nothing mentally
wrong with Polansky, he is just a

fellow who broke the law—and
had fun doing it!

In half of the world, “under
developed—up there where the
brains are—machos, regard as
normal, sex relations with young
girls. In many countries they
marry 11, 12, and 13 year old
girls.

These men are not mentally
sick!

In real life there is seldom a
“All or nothing at all” situation.
A black or white definition.

Mental illness exists. But, not
to the extent the Polansky’s of the
world, nuts.

“Problems exist but they are
part of living. Life is not a bowl

“of cherries. But to say that the

vicissitudes of life are called a dis-
ease, and those who help, we call
them therapists, well that is just
nonsense,”’ said Dr. Zass and he is

. right—this time!

According to him, in many
cases in modern sex history, this
is just prostitution procuring.

“Pimping is illegal but when a
so-called sex therapist as Dr. Mas-
ters gets you a prostitute and calls
her a ‘surrogate wife’, when pimp-
ing becomes a form of treatment,
which you can take off your in-
come tax.”

Off again Dr. Z!

It may not be “therapy’ but it
is certainly a “sex school.”

Which, palabra! many men and
women need under expert super-
vision . . . cha cha chal

Dr. Zass advocates that the

money spent by the Health Edu-
cation and Welfare Department
for mental health and for pay-
ment to psychologists and psy-
chiatrists, should instead be given
to priests and rabbies who do the 1!
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same job for nothing!

Right on, again, Dr. 7!

The outspoken lecturer also
sees himself as an interpreter and
translator of the medical calo and
terminology used in the psychia-
tric media.

Dr. Z founded the American
Association for the Abolition of
Involuntary Mental Hospitaliza-
tion, in New York, some time ago.

And of electro shock therapy
as in “One Flew Over the Cuckoo
Nest,” “as far as I'm concerned it
is torture,” said Dr. Z.

As far as I am concerned, it is
capital murder!

Many suns and moons ago,
when I was a sweet innocent
nurse and worked in the Gonzalez
Hospital in Monterrey, Mexico, I
acquired a vast experience about
“locos,” nuts and mad people who
were committed there.

In a row of cells, in which the
“dementes” lived, each one of

these mad people, sooner or later
would advise me:

“Senorita, Miss, may a tell you
a secret . . . will you keep it in
strict confidence?”

One of them would say to me.

“Sure, trust me,” I responded.

“The man in the next cell, is
crazy,” I was told.

“No me digna?” — “You don’t
say so! I pretended to be devas-
tatingly surprised!

No, Dr. Z, life is not a bowl of
cherries, it is a cazuela de locos,
a bowl of nuts!
