ing Arts Center, Carmel Mission

Center and Bay Area colleges and
universities. He has also per-

Peti’s road to success hasn’t
been an easy one. A stint in the
army interrupted his flamenco
lessons from guitarists Rafael Gu-
tierrez and Mariano Cordoba.
After the army he played on vari-
ous cruise ships with dancer La
Mariquita and in 1972 he went
to Spain, the birthplace of flam-
enco.

Many people have asked me
why I write “bad” things about
many artists. In reading many
write-ups by various music critics
(I use that word cautiousally)
that can never find anything
wrong wit hany record or band

they write about. I feel this is a -

farce and many writers don’t
want to offend the “stars,” so they
can get the tickets to the gigs and
party with the mighty! So what
happens is many writers become
tools of the record companies or
artists. We as Latinos have not
really supported out artists. When
Santana came out it was “Latin
Time” I remember Carlos San-
tana being anything from Black
to Puerto Rican, from Central
American to American hippie, all
the while Chicanos just pointed
and smiled. The Santana success
lead major American record
labels to look for spics & grearers
carrying congos, guitars and ma-
raccas (throw in some foreign
sounding words and we’ll give you
a grand extra).

MIKE HEWITT; DRAFT PICKS

U.S. OLYMPIC TEAM

Mike Hewitt, the San Jose
Earthquakes veteran goalkeeper of
three seasons, has signed a con-
tract for the 1979 season. Terms
were not disclosed.

“We are happy to have Mike
back for the coming season,” com-
mented San Jose head coach
Terry Fisher. “Mike’s value to
this club was underlined last year
when he was injured. He is back
at full strength and has to be con-
sidered a key to our success next
year as he has always played an
important role through his ability
and leadership. He hasg proven
himself to be one of the best
‘keepers in this league.”

ewitt, who joined the Quakes

from the Tampa Bay Rowdies be
fore the start of the 1976 season
has played in the North Ameri
can Soccer League for four sea
sons. In that time, the 5117, 16
Ib. Scot has recorded 23 shutout:
and leads the list of all-time
Earthquakes goalkeepers with 2
whitewashes while a member of
the San Jose squad. .

Hewitt’s best season was his
first in San Jose as the 29-year-
old goalie became the mainstay in
the Earthquakes vaunted “No

~Goal Patrol” which held oppon-

ents to just 26 goals in 24 games
while capturing the old Southern
Division championship. During
that season, Hewitt pieced to-
gether a club record three con-
secutive shutouts and a remark-
able 0.92 goals-against average,
just 0.01 off the league mark that
season, set by Seattle’s Tony
Chursky.

Last season, Hewitt had al-
lowed just seven regulation time
goals in the first eight games be-
fore being sidelined by a knee in-
jury. He came on later in the
campaign to finish with six shut-
outs, just two off his cllul,) record
eight, set in 1977. Hew1tts'goals-
against average in San Jose is 1.53
while his average over four years
stands at 1.30. Among the San
Jose records Hewitt has set are:
best goals-against average (sea-
son)—0.92 in 1976; fewest goals
allowed (season)—17 in 1976;
most shutouts (season)—8 1
1977; most saves (game)—20 vs.
Ftk Lauderdale on July 12, 1977
and most minutes played (sea-
son)—2,995.
