THE PROBLEMS

ALCOHOLISM

—1.4 million Californians are estimated to
be problem drinkers. (A problem drinker is
defined as anyone who has family, health,
financial, or legal problems due to use of
alcohol.)

—The cost to business, industry, and gov-
ernment in the state for undetected and un-

- treated alcoholics on both private and pub-

lic payrolls is estimated in excess of $400
million a year.

—Alcoholism is the fourth leading cause
of death during the economically productive
years from 35 to 64.

—Half of the highway deaths occurring
each year involve alcohol. This means that
in California last year more than 2,000 died
in traffic accidents where alcohol was a fac-
tor. (The death rate is even higher for young-
sters from 16 to 24 where three out of ten
traffic fatalities result from excessive drink-
ing.)

—Approximately half of all misdemeanor
bookings in city and county jails are for
public drunkeness. That is more than 250,-
000 arrests a year—an average of 700 arrests
a day—at an annual estimated expense of $27
million.

—Los Angeles County alone estimates that
alcoholism annually costs its taxpayers $73
million in combined law enforcement, wel-
fare, and medical expenses.

VENEREAL DISEASE

—It is estimated that one in ten persons
between 15 and 25 has venereal disease.

—In 1972, for the 11th straight year VD
topped the list of reportable communicable
diseases in California.

—More than half a million Californians
have either undetected or unreported vener-
eal disease.

—111,000 cases of VD were reported in
1972.

—More than 02 million a year is spent to
maintain the syphilitic insane in California
institutions.

—Annual aid to the syphilitic blind in
California is estimated at $600,000.

—Failure to control VD directly costs Cal-
ifornia taxpayers more than $12 million a
year.

—Lost wages in the state due to venereal
disease represent $11 million annually.

DRUG ABUSE
—More than 34,000 minors and 102,000
adults were arrested for drug offenses in

1971. Relative to figures for 1960, this rep-
resented a 2,150 per cent increase for minors
and 580 per cent for adults.

—More than 1,350 persons died from drug
overdoses in Los Angeles County alone in
1971. This was a 19 per cent increase over
the previous year.

—Half a million Californians are estimated
to be drug dependent.

—One in seven of these arrests was for
heroin use.

—Heroin costs Californians $1 billion =
year (law enforcement, medical and trear-
ment costs, stolen property, etc.).

—More than 10,000 Californians are under
direct treatment for heroin use.

—In San Francisco in 1970 the average age
of persons dying from heroin overdoses was
38 years. In 1971 the average age dropped
to 34 years and in 1972 to 29 years.

—Three years ago only 20 per cent of the
heroin overdoses were female while in 1972
they accounted for one-half of such deaths.

DENTAL HEALTH

—19 million Californians (95 per cent of
the population) have dental decay.

—An estimated 90 per cent of California’s
adults have gum disease.

—2.2 million people in California are
without natural teeth. Half the population
over 65 is without natural teeth.

The Committee for Education at Elmwood
is an organization created to speak to the
urgent need for educational and vocational
programs at the Elmwood jails. We are here
to ask that the county government support
comprehensive, continuing programs as a
fundamental part of the rehabilitative proc-
ess. Such programs should be given the high-
est possible priority in the allocation of rev-
enue sharing funds. We believe that spend-
ing these funds on the creation of new jails
is an inefficient investment of taxpayers’
money and will do nothing to decrease the
crime rate in Santa Clara County.

We are all too well aware of the high
rate of recidivism which the present system
of incarceration has done nothing to reverse.
The majority of inmates are in jail precisely
because they do not have sufficient educa-
tion, adequate employment, income or the
opportunity to obtain job training.

At the present time, the jails perform lit-
tle more than a caretaking function. Al-
though some sporadic attempts at educational
and vocational programs have been made,
objective studies show that they have proven
wholly inadequate. Over 907, of the women
and over 807, of the men in the total county
jail population have no constructive activity.
In short, the inmates have no opportunity to
alter their nonproductive life styles.

The only way to break this vicious cycle
of recidivism is to provide all inmates with
a sociall acceptable alternative to a life of
crime. It is imperative that every inmate re-
ceive educational and vocational training
based on the following criteria:

1. Equal vocational and academic op-
portunities for all male and female in-
mates.

2. Paid professional teachers, counse-
lors and tutors experienced in working
with adults with problems.

3. Vocational program offerings
which have a realistic possibility of fu-
ture job or on the job training.

4. Educational and job referrel coun-
seling for every inmate.

5. Opportunities for continuance of
educational programs in existing com-
munity facilities after release.

The only educational or vocational pro-
grams that presently exist are the Work Fur-
lough Program (which involves about 200 of
the county’s 1200 inmates) and the part-time
General Education Development program
(which involves about 20 of the 1200). Even
if the existing programs were expanded ten-
fold, they would not meet the objectives out-
lined above. The present programs are too
narrow in focus, lack continuity and do not
make use of available community resources.
We urge you to visit the jail, inspect the sit-
uation and talk to the inmates. You will
find that Elmwood provides a minimum ed-
ucation for a minimum number of inmates.

While the idea of using only outside edu-
cational facilities is an appealing one, there
are many underlying difficulties. For exam-
ple, the need for transportation and security
would limit the program to those few in-
mates that were judged to need only mini-
mum security. It is mandatory that there be
a smooth transition from jail to community
and the only way for this to succeed is to
have educational and vocational programs
that begin within the jail and continue upon
release. Only in this manner can all inmates
be involved and at a minimum cost.

The duties of all personnel must be re-
examined. Reasonable and equal work loads
should be set for all rehabilitation officers
for they must provide the link between the
inmate and the community. Job referral serv-
ice must be initiated to insure all inmates
work upon release, rather than setting them
adrift in the community as is the current
practice. This can be accomplished by open-
ing communication with industry and with
such existing agencies as the State Depart-
ment of Rehabilitation, State Department of
Human Resources and Social Services. Upon
release it should be verified that every in-
mate has been provided with such basic
needs as clothes, food and transportation.

Rehabilitative programs at Elmwood will
not only be a benefit to the inmates involved,
but to the community as a whole. We have
bypassed this responsibility for years and it
can no longer be ignored.

Health and Welfare Report

The Threat to
Child Care

by Earl Brian
California Secretary of Health and Welfare

Nearly 4,000 letters have
crossed my desk this last
week, protesting the im-
pending cutback in Federal
funding of child care pro-
grams. | have been answer-
ing these letters as quickly
as possible, but I know a
lot more people would like
to know what is happening.

Although California’s
State government, particu-
larly the Health and Welfare
Agency, plays a big role
in child care programs, the
funds primarily come from
the Federal government.

Last month, Federal offi-
cials proposed new regula-
tions that would greatly
restrict available funding
for child care centers.
These regulations could go
into effect on April 1.

It seems that the Federal
government had good rea-
sons for these new regula-
tions. Apparently, some
groups in other states were
using these funds for other
than child care programs.

While any efforts to re-
duce abuse of government
funds must be applauded,
we have to be concerned
about the effect of these
efforts on the 1,200 child
care centers in California,
serving some 46,000 chil-
dren. By and large, these

centers are totally depen-
dent on Federal government
support in order to operate.

Child care services en-
able working mothers and
other family members to
get jobs or participate in
job training programs,
while providing their chil-
dren with proper care in a
stimulating  environment.
Without such centers, many
families would be forced to
go on -welfare. It would be
false economy to reduce
funding of child care ser-
vices and cause a greater
increase in welfare costs.

At the present time we
are working with Federal
officials to get their regu-
lations modified. I have
talked with HEW officials
in. Washington, and have
sent members of my staff
to provide further input
from California. I am op-
timistic that we will get
the Federal government to
modify its position.

Finally, if our efforts in
Washington are not suc-
cessful, we will make every
effort to get state legisla-
tion and appropriations to
pick up the slack where the
Federal programs are cur-
tailed.

California needs its child
care programs!
