GOEZ Art Gallery in East Los Angeles has been a
part of the Mexican-American mural movement since
its inception in the late 1960’s. Artists associated with
the Gallery have painted many of the over four hun-
dred murals which deal with a variety of themes re-
flective of the multicultural experiences which the
urban setting provides.
