THERE'S NO SINGLE
WAY OF REACHING
CHICANOS

The question as to the best method of
reaching the 180,000 persons of Mexican
origin residing in Santa Clara County is con-
tinuously asked by public agencies, political
candidates and the business community.

The answer is a complicated one. One thing
is certain—there is no single way of reaching
this large segment of our population.

The different levels of acculturation in
which the Mexican-American population
finds itself and the diversity in their com-
petency in the use of the Spanish language
makes it very difficult to find a single, effec-
tive approach to this question.

First of all, the acculturation of the Mex-
ican-American may be from the one extreme
where the individual has crossed the cultural
line and no longer speaks Spanish or identi-
fies with the Mexican-American community,
to the other extreme where he speaks little
or no English and his activities are almost
totally limited to the Spanish-speaking pop-
ulation.

Between the two extremes, there are many
other levels of acculturation that place the
Mexican-American in different categories
concerning their cultural and civic interests
and their ability to comprehend and speak
Spanish.

A small number of Mexican-Americans
attend Spanish speaking movies or read
books and publications written in Spanish,
although at least 85 per cent of them “'speak
Spanish” to a greater or lesser degree of
fluency.

The Mexican movies represent to most of
them a way of life which is unreal to that
which they find in this countfy. The Spanish
language and the colloquilisms used in these
movies also are unknown to many of them.

Those who try to reach the Mexican-Amer-
ican community by translating English into
Spanish during speaking engagements or

through printed matter, often accomplish lit-
tle because the translation may be written or
spoken in “better than average Spanish” that
some Mexican-Americans cannot understand.

An incident is recalled when former San
Jose Mayor Ron James was explaining the
new Model Cities program to a predomi-
nately Mexican-American audience in the
Gardner School.

The mayor had brought with him a Span-
ish-speaking interpreter to translate his pres-
entation into Spanish. After almost an hour
of translation, a Mexican-American from the
audience came to the front to translate into
Spanish a matter in which he was more fa-
miliar with than the interpreter.

The Spanish used by this individual was
mixed with local Spanish slang and struc-
tured with phrases in a manner used in this
part of the state. At that moment, a member
of the audience stood up and told the mayor,
“Next time, don’t bring your interpreter;
get this other one instead. We can understand
him.”

A large number of Mexican-Americans,
however, listen to Spanish-speaking radio
and TV programs. The quality of Spanish
used by the radio and TV announcers is
usually good, however, it varies with the
background of the individual.

Mexican music and variety shows, never-
theless, are enjoyed by the majority of the
Spanish-speaking community. This may ac-
count for the larger Spanish radio and TV
audiences.

Numerous attempts to establish Spanish
newspapers and magazines have been made
in this valley. Only one, however, has man-
aged to survive.

This is El Excentrico magazine, a popular
semi-monthly publication written in English
and Spanish. The magazine reaches large
numbers of Mexican-Americans and has been
regularly published for almost 25 years.

The magazine has succeeded because it en-
lists the assistance of a number of columnists
that relate to our population of Mexican de-
scent regardless of what level of accultura-
tion they find themselves.

Other foods on the list for June are dry
beans, cornmeal, corn grits, and eggs — all
of which can stretch your food budget.

Dry beans provide more protein for your
money than most other foods. Pinto beans
and pea (or navy) beans are most generously
abundant and make up two-thirds of the 1972
dry bean crop of 18 million hundredweight.

Eggs, too, are a relatively economical
source of high protein, even through June
1973 egg production is expected to be be-
low last year’s level. Hard-boiled eggs are
great for summer lunches and salads. And
just about any food that suits your taste can
be used in making omelets, French style.

Cornmeal and corn grits are relatively in-
expensive products. Corn grits can be served
Southern style, with plenty of melted but-
ter or margarine; or with brown sugar and
milk or cream; or with gravy. Production of
corn in 1972, at 5.6 billion bushels, was only
2 percent less than the record 1971 crop.
White corn is the source of grits.

Minority Heritage:

First printer a Mexican

Augustin V. Zamorano, a Mexican
printer, was the first person to in-
troduce true printing to California.

The printer purchased a press from a
trading ship captain for $460. This
was to produce the first piece of
typography on our Pacific Coast. The
first circular printed on this press
appeared in Monterey in 1830 and was
written.in Spanish.

The circular was written in Spanish
and announced to the local citizens:
“At the printing office ‘of Citizen
Augustin V. Zamorano & Company, es-
tablished in this Capital is offered to
serve the public with the greatest
exactness and care, receiving all kinds
of writing under the rules established
by the laws for the liberty of the
press,...”

The message was printed on a half-

sheet of letter paper with badly worn
type. Although Zamorano did not have
a great success, his printing office did
turn out a number of government
proclamations and small booklets
which provided him with a small in-
come.

Later, the government sent the press
to the Northern Military Department

.of the Province at Sonoma, Calif. In

1842, the equipment was returned to
Monterey, where it remained idle,
gathering dust in an abandoned
convent, until the American invasion
in 1846 during the war with Mexico.

Shortly after the Americaninvasion,
during the war with Mexico, the first
bi-lingual newspaper, bi-lingual in
that it was written in Spanish on one
side and in English on the other,
appeared in California. It was named
the “Californian.”

ESTABAN PRESENTES 20 periodistas, las ca-
maras de tres canales de television, los microfonos
de cinco cadenas radiales y una multitud de mas
de 30.000 personas.

El problema fundamental es la
actitud de pesimismo y egoismo de trabajadores,
comerciantes, profesionales, empresarios y padres
de familia. Detréas de cada fracaso en la vida nacio-
nal esta la avaricia y la corrupcion, y detras de ca-
da triunfo estd un cuerpo de estadistas honrados,
disciplinados y desinteresados. Ningiin sistema eco-
nomico puede prosperar mientras la gente carece
de respecto y amor por el projimo y mientras to-
dos buscan enriquecerse sin mayor esfuerzo. Ni los
préstamos mas liberales de la banca mundial, ni la
técnica moderna, puede reemplazar los valores
morales y espirituales dentro de una cultura.

El problema, entonces, radica en el corazén
del hombre, y la decadencia de la situacion mun.
dial de hoy se debe a la pérdida de los valores espi-
rituales en el hogar, en el aula, en el mercado, en
los tribunales, y en gran parte a un mensaje desa-
certado desde el mismo templo.

Se habla mucho de soluciones,
pero nadie quiere reconocer
qué es el problema

Como acontece en muchos otros campos, aqui
también la solucion es evidente a través del andlisis
del problema. Durante la historia, en tiempos de
crisis nacional, siempre ha figurado en forma nota-
ble la actitud del pueblo hacia Dios. Y en algunos
casos conocidos, por medio de un hombre “profe-
ta’ o un movimiento espiritual, se salvaron las ins-
tituciones 'y el orden. Una parte de la gente se
aparto de su indiferencia y volvi6 a la adoracién
de Dios.

Tal vez sean necesarios los discursos politicos y
la actuacion de gobernantes, pero al final de cuen-
tas, las soluciones dependen de situaciones mas
fundamentales—los valores morales de los ciudada-
nos, los suyos y los mios.

Alcoholics To Agnews,
Not Jail, After May 15

The Santa Clara County Alcoholic treat:
ment program known as the “Agnews Plan’|
Is approaching its projected opening date of
May 15, 1973, and volunteer drivers, clerical
assistants and aides are needed, according td
Jerome Becker, County alcoholism coordinal
tor. If interested phone 287-5890. |

After that date inebriates will be taken tq
one of seven alcohol service centers instea
of to jail. Once at the service center the client
will be examined by a doctor who will de!
termine the need for medical detoxification,
the extent of any physical injuries, and ob:
vious medical needs.

If treatment is indicated the alcoholic will
be referred to Valley Medical Center. When
an emergency is not indicated the client will
be sent to Agnews, Becker explained.

“The program is designed for all classes
of alcoholics,” he said. “The alcoholic is re-
garded as sick rather than morally degenerate
or criminal. Facilities now available through
the County Alcohol Service Centers will be
utilized for outpatient follow-up.”

Services will be provided through the cen-
ter to which the client upon his_discharge
from Agnews will be referred. Included are
marital and family counselling, vocational |
and employment rehabilitation, individual or
group therapy, personal health and housing
problems, a day treatment program and re-
ferral to other agencies that have special !
programs not provided by the County.
