Bobby Rodriguez y La Com-
pania (. . . and The Company)
have, in little more than a year,
risen to the forefront of New
York’s highly competitive Salsa
scene to become one of the most
popular bands in the city. Much
of the credit is due young band-
leader — reedman-arranger-com-
poser-vocalist Bobby Rodriguez,
whose warmth and sincerity con-
nected instantly with audiences
wherever the band played in its
early days. Add to this the in-
fectious swing of Bobby’s charts
and crisp playing of The Com-
pany, one of Salsa’s true ensem-
bles, and you have the ingredients
of success.

Bobby himself was born in
Manhattan. His first instrument
was clarinet; after organizing
various bands in junior and high
school, Bobby began gigging pro-

fessionally with older brother
Ray Rodriguez and his group,
“Duro,” while in his late teens.

Written by Ruben Blades, “Nu-
mero 67 1is a slice-of-the-street
tune about a bunch of guys wait-
ing at the 125th Street 1RT Sta-
tion for the No. 6 Pelham Bay
Line (which never comes) on
their way to a party. Featuring a
bright arrangement, cross-raps
among the band midway through
the tune, and train effects via
flute horns, “Numero 6” was un-
doubtedly one of 1975’s top Latin
tunes.
