Danzas Mervicanas

En el museo Nacional de la Capital, se encuen-
tra la estatua en basalto de Xochipilli, Dios Azteca
de la musica, el canto y la danza. Tiene una exp-
resion como de extasias, esta como prendida en el
hechizo de una musica primitiva, pero llena de en-
canto.

Maceualiztli quiere decir: Danzar, hacer penit-
encia. Para designar a la danza tambien se empleaba
la palabra sinonima: Tenotiliztll, voto o promesa.
Lo que nos demuestra que la danza precortesiana era
esencialmente religiosa. Era considerada como peni-

tencia, como obra meritoria de lante de los dioses.
Las casas de la danza se |lamaban Cuicalli o Cuica
cuilli, donde ademas de danza se ensefiaba a los jo-

venes canto y musica con objeto de formar bailarines
entendidos en el ritmo.

Sus instrumentos de musica eran de percusion. El
huehuet! eraun cilindro de madera de poco mas o me~
nos 3 ples de alto pintado con dibujos |lamativos.

En la parte superior se le ajustaba una piel fina
de ciervo, la cual se graduaba conforme se iba estir-
ando. El teponaztli es taba formado por un cilindro
hueco de madera fing, con 2 aberturas enmedio y 2
surcos largos y paralelos; tocando los surcos con dos
palos pequefios se producia un sonido triste y profundo
pero que servia admirablemente como fondo a las vo-
ces de los cantantes, Usaban tambien raspadores, con-
chas de tortuga y para acompafiar a estos el ayacaxtli
una pequefia calabaza llena de agujeritos y piedre-
citas, parecido a las actuales maracas.

De las antiguas danzas, aun quedan algunas,
siendo las mas hermosa e impresionante la danza del
volador. Espectaculo que podemos admirar en la
Sierra de Puebla y muy especialmente en Papantla,
Ver. el dia de Corpus Christi.

Subidos sobre un tronco de arbol de unos 25 o0 30
metros, cinco hombres ejecutan la danza del volador.

Van disfrazados de pajaros. En lo alto del tronco
se coloca un tambor movil de 38 centimetros de dia-
metro, 4 cuerdas lo unen a un cuadrilatero de mad-
era suspendido | metro mas abajo. En este cvadrila-
tero estan sentados 4 hombres. Otras 4 cuerdas grue-
sas estan arrolladas al tronco entre el tambor y el
cuadrilatero y atadas por la punta a la cintura de los
hombres. El 5to danzante se encuentra sentado toc-
ando el tambor y una flauta. Siempre sentado se in-
clina hacia atras hasta tocar con la cabeza el cuad-

rilatero; se levanta y repite la operacion en los lados
restantes, E| danzonte que esta bajo su cabeza cu~-
ando el se incling, se extiende sobre la tira de made-
ra de apenas |0 centimetros de ancho. Despues de ha-
berse inclinado ' hacia los 4 lodos, se pone de pie y
baila acompafiandose siempre del tambor y la flouta.
Taconea fuertemente, da saltos a gron altura sobre la
plataforma. Al terminar la danza despues de 2 horas,
los 4 hombres del cuadrilatero se lanzan al vacio po-
nlendo en movimiento el cuadrilatero y el tambor.

Las cuerdas se desenrollaon en espirales cado vez
mas amplias hasta que los hombres-pajaros llegan ol
suelo.

Re: Death of Frank Victor Alvarez

On behalf of the citizens of San Jose, the local
Community, Service Organization request that the de-
ath of FRANK VICTOR ALVAREZ be investigated in
a formal hearing.

The Death of Frank Victor Alvarez at the hands
of Patrolman B.J. Collins on August 9, 1960 was a
tragedy.

The tragedy has various overtones: The first one
was that Frank Victor Alvarez never enjoyed a pro-
per family life, or home, he was the product of
a broken home, whose parents were agricultural wor-
kers from Arizona, later coming to California, and
more particular to the City of San Jose.

The first encounters with the law, approximately
at the age of 10, involved the taking of toys to play
with. His schooling and education was poor. He
never adjusted to the camps or homes that he was sent
to.

Ironically enough, one of the early Probation Off-
icers involved In the handling of hiscase, was our own
National CSO President Herman Gallegos, now on
the staff of the Fair Employment Practices Commission
as speclal representative with offices In San Francisco.

On the day In question, at approximately 2:10
A.M. he departed from his flancees house, after sp-
ending the evening with friends at the home of Mr.
& Mrs. Llopez, he had been in good spirits when he
left his flancee to go to his own home, at 2:20 A. M.
he was dead.

These are the facts: Patrolman B.J. Collins had
during the past several months confronted the youth
about his connection or alleged connection with ot-
her offenses under Investigation. The patrolman knew
him by sight, and certainly by name, his identity was
clearly established when he was stopped, searched,
and sought to be arrested for suspicion of burglary.
The officer knew that the youth was un-armed, and
that he was a youth. He had searched the youth and
found no weapon; while he tried to handcuff him, the
youth broke and ran stating ' you are not going to
bust me on a burglary rap'', the officer fired a warn-
ing shot, then not being able to line up his sights he
fired agaln, and struck the youth dead.

The street where the youth was shot was a well
lighted street, and the youth was wearing a white T~
shirt, and brown trousers. If, as the officer claims
he could not line up his pistol sights, then why risk
the shot? He might have hit other persons in the ar-
ea. Could It not be prudently anticipated that this
identified youth could be easily picked up by the
police during the later part of the night?

No felony endangering human life was being per-

petrated by the youth, the officer was not in danger
since the youth was un-armed. Why so anxious to
kill this youth who was not committing o felony, or
as a matter of fact, not even a misdeamenor. ?

CSO has worked for Intergroup Harmony, and
finds its basls historically in Police Brutallty cases
throughout the state of California, beginning some
I3 years ago In the Los Angeles area. The request for
aformal hearing will eliminate the ugly rumors circul-
ating concerning the facts in this case. It will be o
very simple matter to conclude this case without fur-
ther action, but the consequences of such an act, may
lead to further difficulties bred by the conduct of the
officials who have it in their power to act and act co
urageously.

CSO has actively participated in the preparation,
of the GUIDE FOR PEACE OFFICERS IN RACE REL-
ATIONS for the Attorney General's office.

CSO has been active and instrumental in obtain-
Ing justice in the Frank Perez case in Watsonville;
during 1959; and the Tony Garule case in San Lean-
dro, during 1958.

Both cases involved serlous brutal injuries to the
defendents. Both were acquitted of all criminal ch-
arges by the juries hearing the cases. Perez had rup-
tured intestines as the direct result of a beating ad-
ministered to him by a patrolman, Garule had a br-
oken nose when he was struck In the face by a pat-
rolman of San Leandro, while Garule's hands were
handcuffed behind him.

Both these cases ocurred within 50 miles of this
fast growing city.

CSO Is Interested In this case because the fath-
er of the decedent has come to the local chapter to
ask for assistance In determining what and
Iindependently CSO Is concerned with the possibili-
ty of bad relations between the youth of Mexican anc~
estry and the law enforcement agencies of this City
and County.

The rumors in the ' Barrio'' are ugly, bad rumors,
that can become inflamed with the re~ocurrence of an
Incident such as this. It cannot re-occur.

The case brings forth questions which need to be
answered by the officlals In charge:

I. What efforts are to be used by the police, in
making an arrest before force Is used.

2, What standard Is used for drawing and firing
a lethal weapon with the intent to warn, and then
the intent to cripple or kill?

3. Does the training program emphasize the hum-
an relationship and understanding, or does It tend to
maximize the power of wellding authority?

4. Does the training of police officers In Son
Jose include the respect and protection of the civil

rights of the individual citizen, regardless of race,
color, creed, or history?

CSO has no interest in civil litigation. On be-
half of the Citizens of San Jose, Interested members,
and the fomily of Frank Victor Alvarez, a request is
herewith made for a formal hearing.

To that end, it is requested that the Council of
San Jose, allow this matter to be placed upon the ag-
enda for comment by the CSO, Labor organizations,
and other civic organizations, on an evening session
of the city council. Notice to be given to the writer,
and the local CSO chapter of such time and place.

We request your immediate reply.
