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LA IMPRENTA

Uno de los inventos que kan hecho avan-
zar la civilizacion a ritmo acelerado es la
imprenta, gracias a ella el hombre ha hecho
que sus conocimientos llegen a los confines
mas remotos de la tierra.

Fue en Alemania en 1450 cuando se hizo
la primera impresion en tipos movibles de
metal. Antes de ese afio las impresiones se
hacian en tipos de madera, lo que resultaba
muy lento y laborioso.

En 1398 nacio en Maguncia, Alemania,
Juan Gutenberg que en su juventud se dedico
a trabajos metalurgicos, mas tarde se dedico
a experimentar en el arte de imprimir. Gut-
enberg tenia la idea de inventar un sistema
mecanico para copiar los manuscriptos, asi
fue como logro en 1450 hacer la primera
impresion con tipos de metal movibles. Para
financear su experimento se asocio con Juan
Fust, un rico caballero de Maguncia, que
aporto el dinero para la primera prensa de
imprimir con el nuevo invento.

El primer libro que imprimio Gutenberg
en 1456 fue la Biblia Catolica. Segun los
bien enterados, quinientos afios mas tarde,
se vendio un ejemplar de esa edicion por
ciento veinte mil dolares en New York.

La sociedad de Gutenberg con Fust se dis-
olvio, por que Gutenberg no podia pagar
la cantidad que habia recibido en prestamo.
Sinembargo logro construir otra prensa, con
la ayuda financiera de Conrado Henry; en
la nueva prensa se imprimio una gramatica,
un alfabeto y otros libros, poniendo en todos
ellos sus conocimientos y su ensusiasmo, los
libros que edito Gutenberg se consideran
obras maestras. Aun cuando no logro hacer
una fortuna, sus biografos aseguran que no
paso necesidades.

La imprenta se extendio rapidamente en
el siglo XV, habia mas de mil imprentas en
los diferentes paises del Continente Europeo
y de Europa se extendio a todo el mundo.

Con este invento de Gutenberg bajo el
costo de las publicaciones y los conocimien-
tos del hombre se extendieron por medio de

los libros para beneficio de millones de per-
sonas.

En nuestra epoca hasta en los poblados
mas apartados o mas humildes se encuentra
alguna imprenta y la produccion de perio-
dicos, libros y. revistas llega a los mas apar-
tados lugares de nuestro planeta, llevando
las noticias, los conocimientos y la civiliza-
cion a todos los seres humanos.

Gutenberg, el inventor de la imprenta
murio en 1468; en 1910 se inauguro el museo
que lleva su nombre en Maguncia, Alemania.
Son raros los paises en el mundo en donde
no se encuentre un monumento a la memoria
del gran inventor y benefactor de la hu-
manidad.

Alliance for Alternatives
To Jail Construction

In order to examine the situation in Santa
Clara County the alliance for alternatives to
jail construction is calling a symposium for
May 9, 1973. It will be held at the Board of
Supervisors Chambers, 70 W. Hedding, San
Jose. The tentative program includes a panel
of experts who will discuss the possibility
of alternatives to incarceration and jail con-
struction.

ALTERNATIVES TO INCARCERATION

It would be inexcusable for the citizens of
Santa Clara County to allow the allocation
of millions of dollars for the construction of
new jail facilities without first investigating
other possibilities.

Sheriff Geary has stated that the “taxpay-
ers in the county had better come up with
alternatives to incarceration” or be prepared
to spend 30 million dollars on jail construc-
tion by 1975. If for this reason alone, the
exploration of alternatives to incarceration is
mandatory.

At present, there are a few such programs
in operation or varjous stages of study:

THE OR PROGRAM: This county-fund-
ed program to release individuals on their
own recognizance has been in effect for over
a year. Of the 14,532 individuals who were
booked from July through December of 1972,
2,674 were released on OR.

BENCH WARRANT PROGRAM: Un-
der study, the objective of this program is
to notify the individual by phone and reset
court appearance if-he has failed to appear
instead of issuing a warrant for his arrest.

ALCOHOL DETOXIFICATION CEN-
TER: Recently approved by the Board of
Supervisors, this program should serve to
divert all arrested public intoxicants from
the jails to a detoxification unit to be locatefl
at Agnews State Hospital. The 50-bed unit
will hold individuals for a 3-day period. As
a result of state legislation, public intoxifi-
cation will no longer be a criminal offence
and the activation of this unit will reduce

the present jail population by at least 120.
PROJECT INTERCEPT: Recently refund-
ed by the Board of Supervisors, Project In-
tercept diverts first time offenders from the
jail. Instead of sentencing upon conviction,
the judge may choose to release the indi-
vidual to the project. Job training, tudor-
ing, skill development are provided based
on the individual’s needs and upon success-
ful completion, the individual’s record may
be cleared. At present, Project Intercept deals
primarily with white, middle-class females
who have been arrested on misdemeanor
charges. There is the possibility this program
will be expanded, due to its success, to deal
with felons and more serious offenders.

POSSIBLE FUTURE ALTERNATIVES

There are a variety of programs of alter-
natives to incarceration in existence today
all over the country. A few of them which
might be suitable for Santa Clara County are
listed below:

CITATION PROGRAM: Under Cal-
ifornia State Penal Code (853.6) the
arresting officer has the option of re-
leasing a misdemeanor defendant with
a citation, notifying the individual to
appear for court. This program is be-
ing expanded in several California coun-
ties. The Correctional System Study of
the California State Board of Correc-
tions cites the administration of the pro-
gram as the key to its success. “Instead
of the staff justifying the release of a
person on citation, they were now asked
to justify keeping him.” This policy
change resulted in such a success that
the planned jail facility for this county
was not needed. People were appearing
for their trial dates “at a satisfactory
rate.” This is verified by the conclusions
of a study done by the Vera Institute
of New York showing that 96 per cent
of those released on citation appeared
for their court hearings, rivaling bail or
“OR”.

DES MOINES PROJECT: In 1970,
the National Council on Crime and De-
linquency initiated a project in Iowa
that released both misdemeanor and fel-
ony defendants to the Des Moines
Neighborhood Correction Project. These
individuals, who for some reason could
not get bail or “OR” were given indi-
vidualized assistance. Within a year the
project literally paid for itself financial-
ly and obviated the necessity of build-
ing a proposed additional jail facility.

V.D. - An Epidemic

California Secretary of Health and Welfare \ o

Recently, I was told
about a reporter who went
to a big shopping center
outside Sacramento and be-
gan easking people this
question: ‘‘Are you aware
there is a venereal disease
epidemic in California?’’

This was one of those
‘‘question-man’’ assign-
ments, and the goal was to
ask the question of 100
people picked at random. I
understand that the reporter
quit long before reaching
100 — she could only find
three people who answered
yes.

In 1972, for the 1lth
straight year, venereal dis-
ease was number one onthe
list of reportable communi-
cablediseases in the State.
Yet, many Californians
continue to ignore the fact
that V.D. in their state is
at an epidemic level.

This is why people who
work with the problem of
V.D. are so alarmed over
the public’s great lack of
information or concern about
this disease. It should also
explain why these people
have joined with the Gover-
nor in urging all Califor-
nians to observe April as
V.D. Awareness Month.

In 1971, 114,000 cases
of venereal disease were
reported in California. For
those working to combat
V.D., this is the ‘‘good”’
figure. These are the people

who have been treated. The
“‘bad’’ figure is the one
nobody really knows—the
number of people who have
V.D. but don’t know it, or
who think they might have
it but don’t get treatment.

This figure is estimated
at 700,000 and could be as
high as a million.

Why aren’t these people
getting medical treatment?

When it comes to V.D.,
there are just too many
people who lack accurate
knowledge of the disease.
Too many cases go un-
treated because of the guilt
or embarrassment asso-
ciated with having V.D.

Venereal disease can be
cured if tre ated promptly.
Postponing * treatment,
whether out of fear or ig-
norance, only increases the
dangers of irreparable
damage to health.

Anyone who thinks that
he or she has been exposed
to V.D. should immediately
contact a physician or visit
a local public health
clinic for competent—and
confidential—treatment. At
public health clinics, this
treatment is often free.

CHICANO REPRESENTS
'NEW ETHNIC BREED'

The Chicano is an individual of Mexican
descent that represents today a new ethnic
breed. He is the product of the Mexican-
American that roamed this country only a
few short years ago.

The Mexican-American himself, was the
direct descendant of “Spanish” now an ex-
tinct species that inhabited the Southwest for
several generations.

The metamorphosis from “Spanish” to
Chicano took place in the mazingly short
period of 15 years because the “Spanish”
species were quite prevalent in this valley
as late as the mid-1950’s.

The “Spanish” species in their time exist-
ed in a hostile environment and had to main-
tain a delicate social balance in order to sur-
vive. For the aspiring “Spanish” individual
it required that he undergo a radical be-
havioral change in order to leave the Mexi-
can barrios for the more affluent Anglo
Saxon residential areas, and from the prune
orchards to the blue and white collar jobs
in industry and government.

This social change was not an easy one,
it required first of all total abstention from
speaking Spanish in public, avoid being seen
with other Mexicans, and most important,
Anglocizing the spelling of your first name
and the pronuncication of your last name.

If you could change the spelling of your
last name to make it look and sound Italian
or Portugese, so much the better were your
chances of acceptance in the Anglo world.

Life was not easy for the “Spanish” in
those days, they lived under constant fear
of exposure. Especially if you were blond or
fair skinned and could really pass as an
Anglo.

If you were dark complced ‘“Mexican
like”, and you had been able to Anglosize
enough to be “accepted,” the problem of
being exposed did not really exist because
everybody knew you were Mexican, only that

no one ever talked about it. The situation
became uncomfortable at times, anyway.

Nevertheless, in order to keep you near-
Anglo status, you had to keep your distance
from the other Mexicans and never divulge
or give away your Mexican customs such as
bringing tacos to work in your lunch pail or
biting into a green chile in front of every-
body when you ate your lunch.

Then a social conscience began to develop
in the nation in the early 1960’s. The civil
rights movement had by then taken a strong
hold in our society and the “colored people”
were making fact gains. It was the era of
liberalism and ethnic tolerance.

These social changes brought a sudden end
to the remaining “Spanish” species that were
already by that time disappearing in large
numbers and reappearing as Mexican-
Americans.

Massive federal grants began to flow in,
justified by the number of Mexican-Ameri-
cans unemployed, school dropouts, in pov-
erty, etc.

Mexican-American leadership began to ap-
pear in unprecedented numbers. At last it
became clear we were Mexican-Americans,
and we had been deprived of our rights for
generations, and now our time had come to
speak out and demand what was rightfully
ours.

Things worked out rather well because
government and agencies at all levels began
to focus their attention to our needs and soon
there was diversity of community action pro-
grams that put the “sleeping giant” on his
feet and 'ready to go.

The era of the Mexican-American was
short but very significant in the impact it had
on the cultural, economic, and political status
of the group. The Mexican-American began
to learn how to play the game on how to get
the most mileage out of what had apparently
been liabilities in the past.

Knowledge of good Spanish and Mexican
culture became popular and these were sur-
faced to develop ethnic pride. Long lost
Mexican-Americans began to return to the
flock.

About the same time that the “colored peo-
ple” became blacks, the Mexican-Americans
became Chicanos.

. These were primarily young Mexican-
Americans that constituted a totally new

breed. They were the result of an unstable |
and precarious melting of the Spanish con- |
quest, geography, rocial discrimination and

cultural residual from Mexico.

The Chicano today is schizolingual and |

schizocultural, he can mix English and
Spanish in every sentence and effectively re-
lay his message to his fellow Chicanos. He
has also combined American and Mexican
culture plus something of his own into a
unique Chicano culture.

Now for the first time, the individual of
Mexican origin in this country feels ethnic
pride and he can be himself. He is confident
in his abilities and his making good use of
them to advance his socio-economic status.

Chicanos are graduating from colleges and
universities in large numbers, more are go-
ing into businesses and the professions. The
Chicano is now involved in politics and in
organizations designed to bring about civic

- changes that will better meet his needs.

Once the Chicano has made it socially and
economically and has gained enough confi-
dence and pride in himself, what happens
next? Where does he go from there?

I believe the Chicano era will disappear
when that happens. Our people of Mexican
discent in this country, no doubt, will con-
tinue to change, but the change will probably
be in more than one direction and not neces-
sarily as a group.

It also won’t be in the direction of Anglo-
Saxon conformity, but rather in a direction
that will ultimately blend and merge into a
way of living that is distinctly American,
whatever that means.

by the majority.

organization be named: THE MEXICAN
AMERICAN CHAMBER OF COMMERCE

of the City of San Jose, State of California.

5. The President made the motion, and
seconded, that at our next meeting Mr.
Joseph Calderon, Chairman of the Prof., In-
dustrial Dept., supply the members with
copies of other cities charters and by-laws,

with similar organizations, so that we, the |
elected officers, could better understand, '

evaluate and decide by vote the charter and

by-laws which will better serve our city and

organization. And, the President also instruct- .

ed Mr. Calderon, that if possible, bring a
person knowledgeable on the subject to ad-
vise us, the officers, on the best proven
methods of operation.

6. After a discussion, it was resolved that
the next meeting be held in the same place,
at the same time, on April 9, 1973, by the
Officers and those present as herein stated to

better solidify the functions, duties and re-
sponsibilities of the elected officials and to
consider the issues herein stated.

7. There being no new issues, or time, until
the introduction of the charter and by-laws,
a motion was made to adjourn; seconded,
and accepted unanimously as carried by the
President.

DR. THEODORE I. MURGUIA New
President of San Jose City College

Dr. Theodore I. Murguia, foreign lang-
uages department chairman at California
State University, San Francisco, has been
named president of San Jose City College
by trustees of San Jose Community College
District.

Marguia will assume his new duties in
the $29,000-a-year post on July 1, 1973.

Dr. Otto Roemmich, district superinten-
dent, has also served as San Jose City Col-
lege president since July, 1967. Roemmich
relinquishes his presidential duties to Mur-
guia in order to concentrate on district mat-
ters, including development of the new Ever-
green Valley College scheduled for opening
in 1975.

An interview and screening committee,
consisting of student, faculty, classified and
administrative representatives, reviewed all
applications for the position. According to
Roemmich, Murguia was selected from a
field of nearly 60 opplicants from through-
out California and the West Coast. “Dr.
Murguia’s outstanding combination of teach-
ing and administrative experience eminently
qualifies him for this position,” Roemmich
declared.

Holder of four collegiate degrees, Murguia
earned his BA at Park College, Missouri, in
1951, the MS at Kansas State University in
1952, an MA at the University of Washing-

ton, and in 1961 obtained his Ph.D at the
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University of Washington.

The 48-year-old educator interrupted his
education to serve with the U. S. Navy dur-
ing World War II from 1943 to 1946.

After earning his MS degree in 1952, Mur-
guia taught Spanish, English and social
studies in San Bernardino secondary schools
until 1956. He next served as a teaching as-
sistant at the University of Washington until
1958.

From 1958 until 1962, he was an instructor
and assistant professor at the University of
California at Santa Barbara, serving as direc-
tor of student teachers of Spanish from
1961.

During the summer of 1962, Murguia was
native informant, NDEA Spanish Institute,
at the University of Southern California.

He first joined San Francisco State College
in 1962 as assistant professor of foreign lang-
uages, advancing to associate professor in
1966, and becoming professor of foreign
languages in 1971.

Murguia was a Fulbright lecturer at the
University of Granada, Spain, in 1968-69,
and during the summer of 1968 was study
tour director of an educational tour program
visiting Colombia, Ecuador, Peru, Chile, Ar-
gentina and Brazil.

As chairman of CSUSF's department of
foreign languages, Murguia coordinates
seven foreign language programs and a
teacher training program for language ma-
jors. He supervises 35 full-time instructors,
together with part-time instructors and teach-
ing assistants, bringing his total staff to al-
most 60.

His administrative experience includes:
Coordinator of the Spanish program at SFSC
from 1964-72, chairman of the SFSC foreign

languages department, coordinator of Latin- |

America Area studies at SFSC in 1970-71,
and membership in the SFSC academic sen-
ate during the same years.

Murguia holds membership in CSCSF's

Hiring Retention and Tenure Committee for
the Division of Ethnic Studies, Academic
Affirmative Action Committee, and General
Studies Committee on University, Credit
through External Experience.

Murguia describes his interest in San Jose
City College as, “an opportunity to work in
the community, in innovative curricula, and
in academic and vocational education.”

Murguia, and his wife, Jerrie, have an 11-
year-old daughter and a 17-year-old son. His
family currently lives in Millbrae, but Mur-
guia plans to establish his home in the San
Jose community soon.
