Time for revolt?

Student voters turned out the old student 
government and voted overwhelmingly to give 
the newly-formed ATAC slate a chance to solve 
the problems plaguing student government.

The ATAC slate headed by newly-elected 
president Joe Persico completely dominated 
the AS elections held last week, winning 13 of 
the 19 positions up for election.

In last week’s run-off Persico defeated inde­
pendent candidate Terry McGann, 1345-1057. 
ATAC’s Aditja Mukerji narrowly defeated Kar- 
minded Singh for the vice-president’s position, 
1171-1116.

The only major office in which ATAC failed 
to place a candidate was treasurer. Incumbent 
Andy Weiling will get another year in office 
after defeating non-ATAC member Chuck Mc- 
Auliffe, 1061-949.

Division representatives elected in the run­
offs included:

• Creative Arts — John DeVries defeated 
Ray Thein, 119-38.

• Physical Education — Joe Becerra de­
feated Susan Green and Bob Dalton, 54-41-3.

• Social Science — Aidan Kelly defeated

Barry Burrill, 183-176.
Persico ran on a platform promising the stu­

dents:
• support of the faculty against the Trustees
• regular faculty-student exchange pro­

grams
• $1.50 minimum wage for student employ­

ees on campus
• group automobile insurance for grad stu­

dents
• free typewriters in the library
• vending machines in the buildings
Only a handful of students voted in the run­

off elections last week. 2449 students out of the 
15,000 enrollment marked ballots.

The students may see still another election 
before the semester is over. The AS Judicial 
Court has ordered AS Election Committee 
Chairman Terry Wogan to hold an election for 
an Air Science representative “ not later than 
the last Monday in April, 1964.”

Wogan told the Gater Friday afternoon that 
he would not hold another election “ until I get 
a hearing.”

Club wages

The club wants a house in a 
neighborhood bordering the 
campus which can be used as 
a library, counseling center 
and meeting place for club 
members.

In February, the club mem­

bers found the house they 
wanted. But they also discov­
ered that their prospective 
neighbors didn’t want them.

The Lakeshore Property 
Owners Associtaion appealed 
the decision of the zoning ad­
ministrator to grant a “ use 
permit”  to the San Francisco 
Archdiocese, which is buying 
the house for the Newman 
Club.

USF newspaper banned

The University of San Fran­
cisco’s weekly student news­
paper, the Foghorn, was with­
held from distribution Friday 
by a Board of Student Control.

The board cpnfiscated the 
Foghorn for “ inaccuracies”  
in a story and editorial on the 
college administration’s dis­
qualification of an AS Vice- 
presidential c a n d i d a t e  for 
serving eight gallons of beer 
on a corner across from the 
campus.

According to Mike O’Con­
nell, managing editor of the 
Foghorn, the board said the 
story contained “ falsehoods 
and lies.”

(O’Connell recently received 
the 1963 Tappe Award from 
the Association of Catholic 
Newsmen for his series on 
censorship.)

O’Connell said the board 
meeting disqualifying candi­
date Tim Meyer was closed, 
but the board sent a statement 
to them following the meeting 
from which all of the facts in 
the Foghorn story were taken.

He also said the newspa­
per’s faculty advisor was read 
the story and the editorial 
over the phone Thursday night 
and approved of them, but was 
not consulted Friday morning 
when the board met.

In the editorial, the Fog­
horn said it wished “ to regis­
ter its disgust at the arbitrari­

ness of such decisions. If Mr. 
Meyer transgressed, let him 
be given a reprimand. It is 
difficult to see why the Ad­
ministration has so much trou­
ble letting the punishment fit 
the ‘crime.’ ”

“ We urge all of Mr. Meyer’s 
supporters to continue his 
campaign and counteract the 
Administration’s decision with 
a write-in campagn,”  it con­
cluded.

A d e m o n s t r a t i o n  was 
planned for Friday afternoon, 
but o f f i c i a l s  apparently 
squelched it by posting a copy 
of the paper in the Student 
Union.

According to the Foghorn, 
the board, consisting of stu­
dents and Jesuits, was not 
provided for in the AS consti­
tution.

The story said that at the 
board meeting, Meyer asked 
if the ASUSF sponsored and 
dean of students approved 
“ beer-bust in Golden Gate

Park earlier this year, which 
resulted in almost $100 worth 
of damage to public grounds, 
did not also represent a 
breach of prudence.”

The Foghorn said Meyer 
was informed that “ the differ­
ence was that the students who 
cavorted in the park were giv­
en permission to do so.”

Meyer said he had permis­
sion of the board to serve the 
beer, but in a statement Fri­
day afternoon the board de­
nied it.

Meyer was reinstated as a 
candidate Friday “ when sub­
sequent facts revealed other 
candidates were involved in 
infractions of c a m p a i g n  
rules.”

The election will be tomor­
row.

Dodd takes racial survey
SF State President Paul Dodd took a “ rou­

tine”  step several weeks ago to make a study 
of the minority job holders on campus.

“ This is in connection with our policy of non­
discrimination,”  Dodd said Friday. “ It is a 
routine matter, something I want to be in­
formed on.”

The study will involve the racial make-up 
of various positions in non-academic areas, 
according to Dodd.

“ But it will not go all the way into various 
departments. We do not want to infringe on

anyone’s personal rights,”  he said.
“ We just want to see how we stack up at the 

present time, so, if any areas need action in 
the future, I will be in a position to take such 
action.

“ I never take anything for granted,”  he 
added.

Dodd said he first thought of the study two 
or three weeks ago, at the height of the civil 
rights demonstrations in San Francisco. He 
expects the study to be completed in two 
weeks.

L a k e s h o r e  homeowners 
charge the house occupied by 
the Newman Club would vio­
late the single residence dwell­
ing zoning of the area.

Today the dispute goes be­
fore the Board of Permit Ap­
peals in a public hearing at 
City Hall at 2 p.m.

Methodist Campus minister, 
Alfred Dale, whose Wesley 
Foundation owns a house in 
the same neighborhood, said 
he was asked Friday by New­
man Club adviser Father 
Burns to attend today’s meet­
ing and support his group.

He had this to say about the 
Lakeshore Property Owners:

“ These people are on the 
verge of hysteria. What they 
want is a first class neighbor­
hood in a good white, Anglo- 
Saxon tradition. They don’t 
want any students from this 
campus violating their little 
lives.”

“ They are,”  he added, 
“ completely separated from 
the intentions of this campus. 
They don’t want to have any­
thing to do with it. They never 
attend any of the plays or oth­
er activities here. I can’t help 
but think they are just a lit­
tle bit ignorant.”

Dale is also a candidate for 
the Democratic nomination to 
Congress from California’s 
Sixth District. The Lakeshore 
area is part of that district.

SNCC seeks workers
A young Vassar graduate, 

fresh from the racial contro­
versy in Mississippi, will be on 
campus today seeking 500 vol­
unteers to work for the Negro 
cause this summer.

Carole Merritt, a 23 year-old 
secretary for SNCC will speak 
at noon at the Speaker’ s Plat­
form.

According to Miss Merritt, 
to qualify, applicants must (1) 
be able to stand constant pres­
sure, (2) pay their own sal­
ary, and (3) be prepared to 
spend a month or two in jail.

John be Handy, John be jazzy
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Commie Party lost 
shirt in W all Street

(Editor’s Note: T h e r e ’ s
irony in the Communist party
losing its shirt in Wall Street
— but that’s what happened.
The second of four articles on
the fortunes and misfortunes
o f  th e  Communists in  th e
United States recounts what
happened.)* * •

Certain that Stalin was in­

fallible, the Communist party 
of the United States—CPUSA 
—took a giddy leap into Wall 
Street.

It had the wrong m a r k e t  
analyst. The Russian bear 
market failed to materialize. 
Ex-Communists tell it this 
way: ,

Red doctrine decreed that 
world war w o u l d  ring the 
death knell of world capital­
ism. A Communist economist 
named Eugene Varga had 
doubts, however, and wrote 
that the U. S. postwar depres­
sion might be delayed some 
years.

Furious, S t a l i n  denounced 
and banished Varga, then re­
asserted the doctrine: Imme­
diate U. S. depression was in­
evitable. It was all CPUSA 
needed.

Happily, the party in 1946 
dipped into its considerable 
working capital and sallied 
into the market, intent on 
making money to finance the 
revolution which would come 
soon after the inevitable de­
pression. Party financiers sold 
short.

Result: Disaster. The de­
pression didn’t come. The 
party lost a bundle.

To this day, Communists 
see nothing funny in the inci­
dent, and this reveals one of 
the party’s great drawbacks 
in America. It could not per­
mit a sense of humor. It 
could not afford a joke on it­
self. It could not be other 
than arrogant in demanding

that its m e m b e r s  restrict 
their thinking to the Krem­
lin’s rigid rules.

• • •
After suffering heavy mem­

bership losses because of the 
Nazi-Soviet p a c t  signalling 
World War II, the Commu­
nists recouped when Germany 
attacked the Soviet Union. 
The party abruptly dropped 
its anti-war c a m p a i g n  of 
strikes and sabotage. Over­
night, Communists b e c a m e  
superpatriots. P a r t y  boss 
Earl Browder forgot his anti­
war pronouncements and be­
came pro-war.

But in the long run this con­
tributed to the party’s de­
cline.

Browder and others were 
not agile e n o u g h  after the 
war. B r o w d e r ,  who had 
earned a reputation as an 
executive in the Communist 
International c o n s p i r a c y ,  
seemed to believe that the 
Roosevelt, Churchill, S t a l i n  
agreements presaged a post­
war era in which Communists 
could win their aims by non­
violent means. He even con­
ceived the idea of changing 
the party to the “ Communist 
Political Association,”  aban­
d o n i n g  t h e  conspiratorial 
structure and becoming out­
wardly respectable.

Browder was 15 years ahead 
of his time. What he was in 
1945, Soviet Premier Khrush­
chev became in the 1960s. 
What the Russians were in 
1945, the Red Chinese became 
in the 1960s. That is, Brow­
der-like ideas, now espoused 
by Khrushchev, caused the 
Soviet-Chinese split.

However, for his pains in 
1945 Browder was deposed. 
Moscow chose French Com­
munist leader Jacques Duclos 
as the executioner, with the 
notorious “ Duclos letter”  de­
n o u n c i n g  the new sin of 
“ Browderism.”

Controversial film

Festival schedules 'Salt1
“ Salt of the Earth,”  a controversial film 

dealing with the problems of labor and man­
agement, will be shown at SF State Sunday, 
April 26, at 8 p.m. in the Main Auditorium.

The film will be shown as a part of the 
film festival during the Contemporary Arts 
Festival.

The labor film was written, produced and 
directed by three blacklisted artists, and 
deals with three contemporary struggles in 
our society. It is concerned with a zinc 
miners’ strike in New Mexico and balances 
the themes of men against bosses, wives 
against husbands, and Mexican workers 
against the better-treated Caucasians.

The cast includes Rosaura Revueltas, one 
of Mexico’s leading film stars, and Juan 
Chacon, the president of a labor union in 
Mexico.

San Francisco is one of the few cities in 
the United States where “ Salt”  was origi­
nally shown. Since its release in 1954, it

has been shown at a North Beach theater. 
There will be no admission charge.

“ Psychotest”  has been the 

word recently in the psychol- 
o g y division as instructor 
Phil Macbride sponsors a con­
test open to all students and 
faculty.

Sets of Psychotest questions 
have been available every two 
or three days since April 3 
from a colorfully decorated 
bulletin board across from the 
psychology division office in 
ED 306. A total of 12 questions 
will be distributed until the 
deadline for entries, April 28.

Each question consists of a 
quotation from w h i c h  two 
words have been omitted. En­
trants must figure out what 
the omitted words are, exact­
ly as they appear in the origi­
nal text.

The texts from which the 
quotations are taken—and in 
many cases the page numbers 
—are provided.

All books used are on re­
serve in the library Garden 
Room.

Tito aide to speak tomorrow
Yeljoko Micunonic, Ambas­

sador of Yugoslavia to the 
U. S., will speak in the Main 
Auditorium tomorrow at 1 
p.m. He will speak on “ Where 
Does Yugoslavia Stand?”

Micunonic was the former 
Yugoslavian ambassador to 
the USSR before coming to 
the U. S. in 1962. According 
to Louis Wasserman, associ­
ate professor of political sci­
ence and chairman of the

College Lecture Series at SF 
State, Micunonic is “ the top 
ambassador.”  W a s s e r m a n  
added that he is also “ an im­
portant government official in 
Yugoslavia.”

Micunonic has been with 
President Tito’s regime since 
its establishment. As an offi­
cer with Tito’s l i b e r a t i o n  
army in World War II, he en­
gaged in attacks on a number 
of Nazi forces then occupying

Yugoslavia.
Wasserman says that Micu- 

nonic’s message will be “ ex­
tremely interesting in light of 
many African nations’ inter­
est in fashioning their respec­
tive nations after Yugoslavia.”

The last Yugoslavian am­
bassador to visit the campus 
was Leo Mates. Mates spoke 
here in 1958. Micunonic will 
be accompanied here by M. 
Catipovic, Council General for 
Yugoslavia in San Francisco.

Spokane police officers, who 
had police dogs with them, 
took no action.

About 20 pickets greeted 
1,000 delegates from 100 west­
ern universities and colleges 
as they arrived at the Spokane 
Coliseum for a plenary session 
of the general assembly.

Some carried signs reading 
“ Keep the U.S. out of the 
UN,”  and “ The UN forgot 
God.”  Others .carried pam­
phlets and literature purport­
ing to prove the uselessness of 
the UN.

A picket refused to give his 
name, saying, “ I don’t want 
to be on the group research 
list of the AFL-CIO.”

When asked if he was a 
member of the John Birch 
Society, the demonstrator re­
plied: “ No, but members of 
the John Birch Society are 
marching here tonight.”

Terry McGann, another SF 
State delegate, argued the val­
ue of the UN for more than 
an hour with one of the dem­
onstrators.

“ I wanted to know what they 
w e r e  protesting,”  McGann 
said. “ As it turned out, they 
were irrational and unwilling 
to offer supportive evidence.”

“ Mike,”  when asked what 
he would use to “ keep world 
peace”  after abolishing the 
UN, said, “ The might of the 
United States.”

In a bizarre side-light to the 
demonstration, an Indian ex­
change student attending the 
conference tried to lay in front 
of a police dog and have a 
picture taken.

Student shot
A journalism major here and part-time taxi driver drove two 

miles to a hospital from Hunters Point early Friday with three 
bullet wounds in his head and arm.

Sam Assad, 30, told police that after he had driven two 
sailors to the Hunters Point Naval Shipyard, two men and a 
woman got in and commandeered his taxi. One of the men 
shot him when Assad broke free.

Assad later underwent surgery at Franklin Hospital. One 
wound was in his right temple, but the bullet did not penetrate 
the skull.

Friday noon, hospital authorities reported his condition “ not 
serious.”  As of that time Assad was under intensive care and 
only family and relatives were permitted to see him during 
visiting hours.

According to Wogan the AS 
constitution says that represen 
tatives must be elected from 
academic divisions. He ex­
plained that under the new re­
organization plan, Air Science 
is not an academic division.

Air cadet Mike Cheda sup­
ports the court, explaining 
that the legislature runs the 
elections and should decide on 
its own membership.

“ Rule four of the legislature 
lists Air Science as a division 
that is to be represented in 
the the legslature,”  said Che­

da.
“ I don’t think the new re­

organization plan is official 
yet,”  he said. “ The college 
has one idea how it is going 
to re-organize and the trus­
tees have another. Air Science 
is not clasisfied as a division 
now. But whether t is or not, 
the legislature sets the rules 
as to how elections shall be 
run.”

According to Wogan, also an 
air cadet, “ the college should 
decide what constitutes an ac­
ademic division, not the leg­
islature.”
