MEDITATIONS
From
PRISON

L 4

Part 4

The long hazy days of summer are gone.
Here and there the prisoner spys an accent
of scarlet amid the green leaves on the trees
he views from his window. Beyond, on the
hills, the busy fingers of Autumn have left
their mark. The annual miracle is almost
here. Soon, the golden brown Summer will
yield, first to the flaming red, and then to
the lush green of Autumn. For a long time
now, Autumn has been the prisoner’s favor-
ite season. What a joy it would be to ride
a favored horse full gallop up and down
those inviting hills! For a brief moment a
rare smile lights up his face and then is
gone, as the shocking reality of his surround-
ings intrudes upon his reverie.

Desperation manifests itself in many dif-
ferent ways in the perpetual agony of the
inmate. He has gone through various phases
since his arrival. He has resurrected his past,
he has joined it to his present, and with
hope, and with agonizing expectations, he
has envisioned his future.

Inevitably he thinks of the many people
he has met throughout his life whom he had
called his friend, and he remembers how he
had hoped they would have expressed some
concern for him. Yet, it was just the first
curiosity of his friends that brought them in
to see him, and that was only in the begin-
ning. Now they have faded away. It is at
this point that the prisoner begins to believe
that his future is one of darkness and lone-
liness. For his friends and relatives, includ-
ing the immediate family, have now begun
to gradually disappear from the scene.

He has many needs. All of them urgent
and critical to him. He has now passed the
Parole Board. He knows the length of time
that he has left to be in prison—eighteen
months. In the meantime, the needs of his
family, his wife’s problems, his children’s
lack of basic things such as shoes for school,
must be met. But, how can he do this when he
is here in prison shut away from them.

These torments drive him to begin to

question his own Faith. The Faith he was
given as a child. Thus, he begins to doubt,
and in desperation, he tries to reach back,
deep into his last human resources for some-
thing to cling to. “I will not let my Faith
go.”

Then, as if a miracle, a friend—a visit—a
letter comes bringing renewed hope. Al-
though intangible, hope has sprung into
existence once more. But, its existence is
transitory, and the prisoner finds that he
needs to help this hope to grow and to en-
dure. If he does not have it, he manufac-
tures it. And at times this is terribly cruel,
particularly when friends mislead him with
their promises to do this or that for him to
help him out of his predicament or to help
his family, only to break them once they have
turned their backs to him and walked out
of the prison.

Dawn of every visiting day finds the pris-
oner on his knees praying that he might get
a visit this day. Three hours before visiting
time begins, he is pacing nervously. He
combs his hair a hundred times. He pulls
his shirt, looks at his trousers, and at the
shine on his shoes. He listens intently for
his name to be called. With every name that
is called that is not his, he makes himself
believe that the next time they call, it will
be for him. This process lasts throughout
the visiting hours and, at the end, when he
was not called, he has already manufactured
the excuses to rationalize why he did not
have a visitor. He frequently explains that
he knows why they didn’t visic: “It is be-
cause they anticipated that they were not
able to leave work, or that they didn’t have
transportation, but, tomorrow, they will
come!” This horror goes on seemingly with-
out end.

The sense of desperation begins to sink
in. The apparent cruelness of his friends and
his family has no limits. “They are not able
to understand the critical importance that it
has for a visit. They grant it to everything
a higher priority than coming over to see
me.”

There is a form of doubt that grows in
the mind of the individual as cancer grows
in the human organism. His desperation has
begun to make him abandon himself. This
is the crucial point. The prisoner uncon-
sciously reaches in for the last possible
strength. The worst is to give up. The con-
demnation is to allow this feeling to take
over his mind.

At night he becomes pensive. His mind
flies away to his loved ones and with his
soul he yells: “I am here! I am not gone!
I am not dead, yet! Do not bury me! Give
me life! Give me hope! I need you! You are
the sole reason for my being alive! Help me
that T can survive this horrendous experi-
ence! Without you, there is nothing left!
Please believe that I have the kind of a need
for you that I never even dreamed it is pos-
sible to have! Please come to see me! Please
hear me! Please do not abandon me!” ... and
he falls asleep with a final prayer, “My God,
My Lady of Guadalupe, help me!”

The next day, he wakes to the same ex-
cruciating experience. “Each day repeats
itself, with the bleeding of the heart, with
the difficult to contain tears in your eyes.
You walk the same tightrope every day,
watching yourself at every step. The tension,
the fears, the yearnings, the hopes, the anxie-
ties répeat themselves, but they never make
a pattern, It is always new suffering. New
tears. New tribulations. New hopes.” If there
only was some way that he could reach his
friends and his loved ones to ensure that
they really understood what he is going
through. Maybe then, there would be a lit-
tle more human compassion shown him.

He thinks of the many voluntary groups
that are in the community. The ‘Good Sa-
maritans’, the countless people that had al-
ways claimed or who had become proud of
how much good they were doing in the com-
munity. Is there none who would think
about what a prisoner is going through? Is
there any given group that would think
about humanizing the dehumanizing situa-
tion that all prisoners must live in?

He thinks of the do-gooders, the humanist
groups, the anti-war organizations, the ani-
mal protection leagues, and he wonders if he
has fallen lower than an animal. There are
no persons who will come to rescue the
tragedy that he any many of his kind ore
living under. He thinks about the anti-pov-
erty groups, and about the minority concern
organizations. He thinks about the many
state and county funds diverted to help the
underptiviledged and the needy, and he won-
ders why he and his fellow prisoners are not
included in the social rescue forces of the
socially structured entities in this community.
Through his mind he reviews the names of
the many friends and acquaintances who are
engaged in these activities, reportedly to help
the minorities, the underpriviledged, and the

needy. The names come easily to his mind,
and he hears them speak. They were always
so quick to verbalize, with social and politi-
cal thought, when explaining how much they
are doing for the Mexican, or how much they
are doing through their marvelous programs
to help the Chicano. And, he wonders—he
wonders, “Is the Mexican not here? Is the
Chicang not here? Am I not a Mexican?
Where are they now, all of those helping
hands?

“I remember the books I read when I was
young. Books in which the authors treated so
well the desperation of the underdog, of the
forgotten, and of the social outcast: los
novelas de Chucho Azecela, Los de Abajos,
y la de Alejandro Dumas, Los Miserables, y
el libro de Cauelo Sanchez, en espana, El
Vaye de Los Caidos.

El escape esun juego que no se puede ganar. Aun-
que uno evita por un tiempo el dolor de ciertas co-
sas, huir de la realidad significa perder al final. El
escapar no soluciona nada, y el jugador se hace ca-
da vez mas cobarde y se engafia (inicamente a s
mismo. Nunca llega a conocerse, y por lo tanto
pierde el significado de la vida.

Juegan hombres y mujeres, ricos y pobres, obre-
ros, cstudiantes, empleados, profesionales, politi-
cos y religiosos. Aunque a veces se creen inteligen-
tes debido a su ingenio, son pobres infelices que se
han melido en un mundo-de fantasra.

NOSOTROS

By RICARDO
MONTALBAN

The United States is considered
to be the land of opportunity. The
Constitution guarantees that every
man has the opportunity to enter
the profession of his choice and to
seek his own level of success.

Whille theoretically that's true,
In practice it doesn't always work
out that way. All one has to do is
take a look at the minorities in this
country — the Blacks, the Indians,
and the Mexican-Americans — to
see that until very recently, that
fresdom of opportunity was denled
to them.

NOSOTROS, meaning "“We" In
Spanish, was formed earlier this
year to help promole the frecdom
of opportunity for all peopie of
Spanish-speaking origin in the en-
tertainment industry. We realized
that while not belng overtly discri-
minated against, there were delinite
Inequitles as to the part Spanish-
speaking people played in the In-
dustry — both In terms of the roles
we did and did not get, and the
screen image that we had.

In forming NOSOTROS. we were
not demanding jobs as actors and
techniclans in the industry merely
because we are of Spanish origin,
but we are Insisting that we not be

The Freedom Of Opportunity

excluded from consideration be-
cause our surname Is Gonzalez,
Gomez, or Lopez. Actors should be
chosen for thelr quallfications, not
thelr heritage. It Isn't uncommon to
find an entire cast of non-Spanish
speaking actors appearing in roles
deplcling Spanish, Mexican or La-
tin American characters. The aclors
will be given Spanish names, and
yet none Is of Spanish origin, which
Is ironic since there are many com-
petent aclors to fill the parts. But
we aren't saying that a Mexican
must be hired to play a Mexican
role. Rather, we are simply asking
for the right to compete—to prove
ourselves as actors. We welcome
the competilion as long as our com-
petition Is also welcome.

Of course, this extends into oth-
er areas, too. NOSOTROS Is not
only interested in producing Latin-
type roles for Spanish surname ac-
tors. It goes much deeper than that.
We are seeking 1o be considered
for any role where the actor's phys-
ical characteristics match the scrip-
t's requirements. That's why we are
actors.

While there have been inequi-
ties In casting Spanish-speaking
actors, our screen Image has also
sutfered by stereolypes allached (o
our heritage. We are depicled as
being Latin Lovers and Frito Ban-
dilos as well as tho Mexican In the
blg sombrero sleeping beslide a cac-
tus. While there have undoubledly
been Latin Lovers and Mexican
bandits, they certalnly don't typify

Mexico and Latin America, just as
cowboys and Horatio Alger don't
typily the United States. Mexico
{oday leads the world In architec-
ture, in painting, in many aspects
of culture—Mexico had a culture
long before there was a U.S.A.—
but you wouldn't know It from the
Hollywood version of the Mexican
people. In this sense, Hollywood is
still old-fashioned, because it be-
lieves that people can only relate
to stereotypes. But peoplé are more
sophisticated today. They travel
now. They visit Mexico and South
America and they see the poverty
and the stereotypes, but not to the
exclusion of seelng an entire peo-
ple at work in all walks of life. What
we need now Is a more realistic
view of the people of Spanish-
speaking orlgin and that is what
we in NOSOTROS are trying to
promote.

We are by not means militant
Instead, we belleve that In organ-
lzing NOSOTROS, we have brought
about an awareness in the Industry
that there are Injustices that need
correcting and stereotypes that
need dispelling. We have already
received 100 per cent backing from
the Assoclation of Motion Picture
and Television Producers which is
a posilive step in the right direclion.
In the very near future, we hope to
have succeeded In securing the
freedom of opporiunity for our peo-
ple that is one of the basic precepls
of the American system.
