Diégenes, a quien por sobrenombre llaman “El Cinico”, fue
algo asi como un asceta primitivo, segin veremos al transitar por
esta semblanza. Dio el rostro a la luz de la vida hacia 414 antes de
nuestra Era en Sinope, ciudad de Ponto Euxino (Asia Menor).
Se ha dicho que a su padre Icesio o Ilikesias se le arrojé6 de Corin-
to, donde se le habia confiado el manejo del erario publico, pues
se dedicé a acunar moneda falsa. Diégenes pagé como fiador por
culpas ajenas, porque fue expulsado de la ciudad juntamente con
su progenitor, iniciando su peregrinaje con los pobres desapadri-
nados del oro por las calles de Atenas.

Hay otra opinién en la que se hace defensa del linaje de Dié-
genes. Se dice que se equivocd una interpretaciéon de la palabra
némisma en una respuesta que “El Cinico” de insélitas costumbres
recibié del oraculo délfico, en la que éste le ordené: Parachardxalto
némisma, que vertido a nuestro romance significa: “Reforma las
costumbres™; pero como el vocablo némisma también quiere decir
“moneda de plata”, se interpreté: “Vuelve a acunar tal moneda”.

Ya en Atenas, Diégenes ingres6 al discipulado de Antistenes,
cuyas ensenanzas de menospreciar las conveniencias sociales, fueron
llevadas al extremo por el alumno.

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Bien pronto Didgenes cogié los sazonados frutos de la sabiduria
de Antistenes y hasta llegb a censurar a éste, diciendo que no creia
lo que ensefiaba y que era una trompeta que la ofan los demés y
no se oia a si misma por no rimar su vida con su doctrina.

Pero se convirti6 en el mas celoso propagandista de aquella ra-
ra escuela a la que el pueblo no tardé en bautizar de cinica, porque
se hallaba en el Cinosargo, que era el gimnasio de los nifios aban-
donados, y porque ademas sus alumnos tomaban a destajo zaherir
a los transetintes con censuras y pullas o porras de isécrono voce-
rio, que en cierto modo los asemejaban a una brava jauria. Era el
perro, por lo demas, emblema de la secta, debido a su fidelidad.
No otra cosa que perro quiere decir la palabra cinico, derivada de
kynos, nombre griego de ese animal.

El estrado de los cinicos era el suelo y la basura, pues ensefia-
ba su escuela las ventajas de una vida independiente, libre de pre-
ocupaciones sociales y ayuna de deseos, en la que debia oponerse
a las volteretas de la fortuna, un valor a toda prueba; la razén a
las pasiones; y la naturaleza a las leyes, prejuicios y conveniencias
de la sociedad.

humor godesco y accesible.

Diégenes dio con la puerta en las narices a toda proclividad del
género humano, yéndose a vivir a un bosque de cipreses que coro- |
naba la colina Kraneién, cerca del mausoleo de Lais y del santuario

Dio el fatal tributo a
muerte por 323 6 324 a. de J. C., el mismo dia que fallecié Ale
jandro el Magno. Su cadaver se hallé6 en Corinto y un solemne
convoy funeral lo acompafié hasta su Gltima morada no lejos de
Kraneién. Sobre su tumba se colocé una suntuosa estatua de mar
mol de Paros que representaba un perro encima de un tonel.

Wrestling is a science of balance and
leverage, and any exhibition of wrestling
would be as such, minus the kicking, biting,
punching and self-inflicted blood that is not
only used but sanctioned by the Athletic
Commission of California,

In any arena there are invariably a
number of skeptics, but, there are few com-
pared to the audience that is reached through
the mass media of television. To convince
these thousands of skeptics young and old
alike, Big Time Wrestling has to resort to
the use of self-inflicted blood., The instru-
ment used is two pieces of razor blade taped
in such a way that four minute cutting edges
are exposed at the corners, They are car-
ried into the ring and used when the excite-
ment of the exhibition reaches its peak., This
blood closes all arguments for the skeptics,

However, it is the result of this gim-
mick and not the actual use that is discern-
ible, since the results are always on the

forehead, Any general practitioner can say
whether it is a contusion caused by an acci-
dental butt or a linear cut such as a razor

would make., '

To quote Chief Inspector Robert L,
Turley: "It is all part of the buildup just
like show business and the people realize
that it is prearrang

To all law enforcement agencies may
it be stressed that Commission responsibi-
lities end with the actual exhibition, and that
any riot created in this existing atmosphere
of combustion is not show business. The si-
tuation must be handled by the four or five
officers present which could easily place
both them and the spectators in jeopardy;
the officers being in amongst and trying to
contain five to fifteen thousand rioting fans,
It does well to note that through past experi-
ence all over the world any number of riot-
ing fans are a menace to life and limb,

The aforementioned existing situation,
plus the selling on Studio TV or through out-
right promotional chicanery any exhibition
as a legitimate contest is exceedingly unfair
toany amateur wrester with adesire to turn
professional in order to stress his athletic
superiority; simply because official bodies
today do not protect him, They also do not
protect his right to earn a living as a legi~-
timate professional wrestler, because a li-
cense to steal has been issued to this quasi-
monopoly called BIG TIME WRESTLING.

The San Francisco Olympic Club, to
name but one organization, has the following
amateurs who went to the Tokyo olympics -
Russ Camilleri, Dan Brand or Northrup who
would find disobeying orders including re-
fusing to bleed, would get them blacklisted
across the United States and Canada,

Would you allow the telecasting of
these studio exhibitions in your locality ?

Would you sanction the use of blood
on TV or in the arenas?
