“I came to San Jose,” said Gov.
Griselda Alvarez Ponce de Leon,
“because I learned of the feminist
women’s democratic movement
here. I understand that women
are occupying the positions of
president of the municipal council
as well as president of a umniver-
sity.”

Ms. Alvarez, governor of the
state of Colima in Mexico, did
meet with San Jose Mayor Janet
Gray Hayes and San Jose State
University President Gail Fuller-
ton during her two-day stay in

San Jose ; ;
Gov. Alvarez is as symbolic of

the changing roles of women as
San Jose’s celebrated mayor and
university president. As governor
of Colima, she is the first woman
to be governor of a province in
anv Latin American country.

“For 25 years, the law of Mex-
ico has provided political equality
in voice as well as in vote,” she
explained through U.S. Depart-
ment interpreter Ted Herrera.
“Prior to my election, women
have filled the positions of muni-
cinal presidents (mayors), coun-
cil members, members of cong-
ress—these are growing in num-
hers—and senators.

“This is the culmination of an
offort. and makes us feel that
there has been a true advance in
Mexican democracy.”

Before hev election to the gov-
crnorship in March with a re-
counding 72 percent of the popu-
lar vote, she served in the Mex-
ican senate from Colime for three
vears. She also has held importar-
rovernment positions in health
and welfare. A magna cum laude
graduate of the University of

Mexico in Spanish literature, she
also holds elementary and special-
ized teaching credentials, and has
published several collections of

verse and fiction. Some of her
werk appears in the anthology
“Ten Women in 20th Century
Mexican Poetry.”

When she sat down with Mayor
Hayes. however, the conversation
was more political than literary.

“We had a friendly social visit
on various topics of common in-
terest,” Gov. Alvarez reported.
“These were problems that con-
cren me in my forthcoming ad-
ministration, of an administrative
and political nature. I also told
ker I desire that, once I am sworn
in. she will come to visit us.”

Gov. Alvarez spoke lovingly of
“my small entity” of Colima, a
vrovince of slightly more than 2,-
000 square miles on the Pacifi¢
Coast due west of Mexico City and
about 600 miles north of Aca-
pulco.

Walking along Miami Beach
recently with a good friend whom
I had not seen for about two
vears, and discussing our past to-
gether and our plans for the fu-
ture, I wondered what kind of an
influence her Cuban background
may have had upon her decision
to become an artist. My question
was not necessarily answered, but
it did lead to a long discussion
about art, life and their meanings.

Nelly began our conversation.
“A different culture triggers one’s
perception of things. I was able to
understand and communicate
visually as a child.” She meant
visually as opposed to verbally, of
course, having come from another
country. “It was an individual
and personal expression. I had to
ceal with that problem of lan-
guage. It was the way I could un-
derstand reality.” Compared with
what really happened, “my emo-

tions told me something else. You
can’t separate personal experience
irom art. If this is reality, for ex-
ample coming from Cuba, it is
more emotional and so my ex-
pression is more powerful because
it 1s a_ visual expression of that
emotional experience. It is a tran-
sitton from the self (ie: percep-
tual) to the physical. It’s like
growing up. You're always taking
on a new responsibility. In art
you are taking on the responsibil-
ity of making a unique and strong
statement about life. Some people

find the truth in a partner, busi-

ness or lifestyle. I find mine in
axt.’

This responsibility came for
Nelly Zamora only years after
having to give up her childhood
dream of returning to her native
Cuba. She came to the U.S. at the

-age of nine with part of her fam-

ily. Her father was not reunited

13
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with them for four years, and this
indeed must have colored her per-
ceptions of life. She grew up in
Miami, and later attended Miami-
Dade Community College in the

pursuit of a career in art. She.

later received her B.A. in the Fine
Arts and her MLA. in Art Educa-
tion from the University of South
Florida. After graduating, she re-
ceived a Cintas Foundation Fel-
lowship to further advance artistic
studies. She ch ose this opportun-

ity to travel to Europe for fresh

ideas. Zamora is currenly the

Chairman of the Art Department |,

at Halifax High School in South
Boston, Virginia. In addition to
her teaching duties there, she is
involved in the community
through her art work. She par-
ticipated in the first art festival
in that town, her work has been
exhibied, and she is a member of
the Virginia Museum.

As our conversation continued,
I asked Nelly what medium she
preferred for her own work. Her
response was immediate. “The
strongest, most direct two-dimen-
sional mixed-media because of the
pleasure I receive from the varia-
tion of textured and unstructured
thin gs. It’s like life. It has much
variety. There is an emotion felt
in each of us and when that comes
out, this is more powerful than
reality itself. Freedom of expres-
sion also comes into the picture
because of more choices to achieve
the freedom of your imagination.
Like life, the aim of art is perma-

nence. I am (also) into welding

because it is more permanent than
per and ink. Even if you throw it
away, it is hard to destroy.”

I'm living the life of an
artist. I express how I feel at all

times. I have made a commitment

to the world of expression..”

This commitment can only be
understood by those who know
Nelly. Art is primarily her inter-
pretation of life. It is her way of
coping if you will. The emotions
play a very strong part in her
work. The emotions which cannot
always be expressed through lan-
guage, most certainly are through
her art. Can this be attributed o
her Cuban or Latino tempera-
ment? Having known the artist |
for quite some time, I would ven- |
ture to say ‘“‘yes, como que no?’”
The search for reality is another
theme which is examined in her
paintings and sculptures. To see
the grotestquely enlarged forms
and the colorful, yet unrealistic
settings forces one to wonder what
the artist had in mind when
choosing her background. One

Hispanics made the greatest
gains in federal jobs under Presi-
dent Nixon, according to IMAGE,
the organization concerned with
obtaining government jobs for
Hispanics. ;
Hispanics gained about 8,000
jobs during the Nixon years while
overall federal employment de-
clined by about 22,000 jobs.
Since then, we have seen
changes in administrations. We
have seen President Carter offer
a plan to reorganize the federal
civil rights efforts and we have
seen Congress approve equal em-

ployment opportunity reorganiza- |

tion.

But throughout this period, the
Hispanic community has been in-
volved as an observer rather than
a participant, according to an
article written by Roger Lang-
ley for Hispanic Business Maga-
zine. According to the Equal Em-
ployment Opportunity Commis-
sion, Hispanics are the most un-
der-represented gruop in govern-
ment.

There are 2.4 million civilians
in the federal work force. Only
83,394, or about 3.4 percent of
these workers, are Hispanics. His-
panics represent more than 7 per-
cent of the country’s population,
and the 1980 census in expected
to show a considerable increase in
that percentage.

The chairman of the Congres-
sional Hispanic Caucus, Edward

Roybal, D-Calif., says: “For many
in the federal government, equal
employment opportunity and af-
firmative action plans do not ap-
ply to Hispanics.

Hispanic Business Magazine
says that in all of government,
‘there are only 56 Hispanics in
top federal jobs paying more than
$44,000 a year.

This writer has had a feeling
for some time that the principal
reason Hispanics have made little
pains in federal appointments is
largely due to the insensitivity of
President Carter and his South-
ern staff of advisers toward the
Hispanic population.

We must remember that the
president and his advisers have
had little or no contact with His-
panics and much less with Chi-
canos who reside in the South-
west. The fact that 80 percent of
the Hispanic vote went to Carter
during the presidenaial election
apparently did not make much of
an impression on his advisers or
the president himself.

Hispanic voters should keep this
in mind in 1980 when they go to
the polls. I personally believe we
have a man in California who can
be a bettter leader for our nation.
He is Gov. Edmund G. Brown, Jr.

Brown has demonstrated his
understanding, appreciation and

| confidence in Chicanos by the

numerous appointments he has
made in state government and to
the judiciary.

Meanwhile, the governor has
been a strong supporter of our
most needy Chicanos, the farm-
workers, in their struggle for fair
labor conditions. For these rea-
sons, I would like to see Jerry
Prown voted in the White House
next year.

THE ADVANTAGES OF BEING
A CUSTOMER

In my many years in the Auto
Repair business I've pondered
many times about that special,
sometimes strained, mechanic-
customer relationship and how it
can be improved. I have done
business in South America, Santa
Barbara, San Francisco. I know
what customers need: their cars
fixed . . . at reasonable prices and
in reasonable time. But what

about customers’ attitude? — It

can certainly be improved, too! —
And to your advantage.
Free services. — How many

times we; service people, go to |

rescue stranded customers, or in-
spect ladies’ vehicles that refuse to
start — without charging for our
pains? Many imes. But let me say
it from the start: we do i for cus-
tomers. Strangers pay the going
rates. My advice is: be a cus-
tomer.

Look for a good place. — Take
a good look at your tires. Are
they worn, need replacements? If
so, you have right then and there
the leverage to become an “in-
stant good customer” to a friendly

by, IMMO BISTCHKUS
eventually will have to buy them,
who why not give the business to
the repair shop or gas station
you're dealing with? But do it
wisely, plan it. If the repair shop
or gas outlet has of late dis-
appointed you, carefully select
another one. A good repair shop

-should have at least one mechanic,

a sizeable two-decked tool box
(usually pinted red), an oscillo-
scope, gs nlyzer. Approch an--e
scope, a gas analyzer. Approach
the shop owner or the mechanic.
Tell him why you are there.
Sometimes, after your first visit,
if be is un buen vendedor, he’ll
probably notice your need in tires
and point it out to you. If you like
the place and he strikes you as
bueno y honesto, “fall” for it. Buy
the set, all four. But use some
psychology, don’t buy that very
moment. Go back next day or the
coming week. That way he'll
think you shopped around and
found his the best deal. He'll
probably be ver contento for that.

Usually repair shops don’t
make much on tires (the average
is about $6.00). But they expe-
rience constant pressure to sell
them and the inventory may tight
up a considerable proportion of
the invested capital. Any trans-
action that makes tires move is
more than welcome. What are
the best tires? I've used Good-
year’s lately, after trying so many
others, and find them study and
reliable; best of all: they last,
(something rare mnowadays).
With a good battery and good
tires your chances of getting
