GARDEN SNAILS
ARE GOOD EATING!

SACRAMENTO — The State Department
of Agriculture has come up with the ultimate
in biological control of garden pests — eat
them!

Ron Hawthorne, an entomologist for the
Department, says that the common garden
pest, Helix aspersa, or the European Brown
Snail, is an epicurean delight. Eating them
is not only a practical method of control for
those who don’t like to use pesticides on
their lawns and gardens, but it is of definite
economic advantage too, particularly in light
of today’s high meat prices.

The preparation of snails as a gourmet
item involves two steps—purging and cook-
ing.

First, collect the snails and put them into
a large, clean metal or glass container with
a heavyv lid and some provision for air for
about two days. The snails will purge them-
selves of anything they have eaten before
then.

Then, heat water to boiling in a pan and
throw in the live snails. Let them boil for
about 15 minutes, remove them from their
shells and wash them thoroughly several
times. Place them in clean water and boil
again for 15 minutes. Remove, rinse, and

dry.

Heat a little butter in a frying pan and
fry the boiled snails just enough to brown
them. They can be served with a tasty sauce.

There are many ways to serve and eat
“escargot.” Consult your local library or gour-
met cookbook. Good eating.

SIGNALS START OF
MORE INTENSIVE EFFORT

After only 17 days of actual operation,
the San Jose GI Forum Veterans Outreach
Office has helped 62 veterans in getting ad-
mitted to callege, obtaining employment, en-
tering apprenticeship programs, applying for
reversal or review of their discharge, etc.

Today’s Grand Opening signals the start
of more intensive effort by the three-man
staff head by Project Coordinator Ernest S.
Gallego, a 22 year veteran of the U. S. Air
Force. A team of two veterans outreach spe-
cialists counsels, interviews and refers vet-
erans to agencies which can help them. Dan-
iel Campos and Frank Garcia, both are ex-
Army servicemen from the Vietnam era.

Of the 62 men helped thus far, 10 have
been placed on jobs; 19 have enrolled in
college, 6 are attending high school, 2 are in
on-the-job apprenticeship programs, 3 are ap-
plying for reversal or review of their mili-
tary service discharge; 1 has applied for dis-
ability compensation; 4 are taking vocational
training; 1 has applied for dental care and
United States citizenship; 1 has applied for
public assistance, and 15 are awaiting place-
ment on jobs.

For the past six weeks, volunteer members
of the San Jose GI Forum have been paint-
ing, paneling, sanding, cleaning, and remod-
eling the premises to make them suitable for
the project staff. Even the red, white and
black sign over the front door was made,
painted and hung by San Jose GI Forum
volunteer workers.

While the Forum members were preparing
the building for occupancy, the Veterans
Outreach office staff has undergone train-
ing for their task of helping veterans gain
full benefits to which they are entitled under
the GI Bill of Rights.

This project, and 17 others across Amer-

ica, is funded by the U. S. Dept. of Labo

One of the basic problems inherent in vej
erans programs is the reluctance of young
men to go into the traditional, plush esta[.)i$
lishment-type office. Because of his long hau‘i
and modish clothes and because of a dis-'
trust of “older” people, he has no faith that
going into an office will do him any good.
In this office we have two young Vietnam
veterans who can relate to their problems.
am, myself, retired from the U. S. Air Force,
so I know the GI. I know how he feels.

We opened our doors on January 2nd and
thus far over 65 veterans have been served
in one way or another. We have answered
many questions on the telephone. We have
gone into the communities of Gilroy, Hol-
lister, Watsonville and Salinas to establish
contacts in those communities for future
visits.

We are just now getting settled into the
routine of our jobs, and are already begin-:
ning to be swamped with inquities fron:
veterans seeking the full benefits of theit
GI Bill of Rights. :

There are a number of problems w hA|ch
we have encountered, the major one bulf\}:
the regional Veterans Administration office
in San Francisco. By actual experience, it
sometimes takes two to three months
(MONTHS!) to process an application fot
educational benefits.

telephone calls to San Francisco and now
have a promise that he will be paid by Feb.
2. Granted, this case is an exception rather
than the rule, but it serves to point up the
frustration that veterans face.

It now takes over 1 year to get a discharge
reviewed. And with the Vietnam war ending,
their work load is going to be much heavier.

Let me go into this Bad Discharge Trip
a little more. Prior to 1970, the armed serv-
ices had a regulation whereby if a GI even
gave a hint that he was on drugs, he was
booted out of the service with an undesit-
able discharge. The young man had made up
his mind to get out of the service one way
or another. After settling down to the civil-
ian life routine, faced some pretty harsh re-
alities. HE CAN NOT GET A JOB. HE
CAN NOT GO TO SCHOOL. IN SHORT,
HE IS UP THE CREEK WITHOUT A
PADDLE!

He hears about the American GI Forum
Veterans Outreach office because some of
you in this room chose to become concerned
enough to give us some ink and BINGO!,
he contacts us and the wheels begin to turn.
We try to convey the idea to him / or her,
that WE ARE AWARE OF HIS / HER
PROBLEMS. WE CAN RELATE TO
THEM, AND BEST OF ALL, WE ARE
EAGER TO DO SOMETHING ABOUT
THEM.

It grieves me deeply to know that for mat-
ters which .are very, very important to the
returning ex-GI, he sometimes has to wait
up to a year for the “establishment” to grant
him his benefits. It only takes 16 weeks to
take an 18-year-old schoolboy to a basic train-
ing center, cut his hair, fit him with clothes
tailored by a butcher, put a weapon in his
hand, shoot his arms and other sensitive areas
of his anatomy with needles, and convince
him that he is a trained killer keeping the
world safe for democracy. And three years
later, it takes him ONE YEAR OR LONG-
ER to go back to the life that was inter-
rupted by his military service . .
SCHOOL.

The GI's routine during his time in service
consists largely of waiting, waiting, and more
waiting. We are here in the GI Forum Vet-
erans Outreach Project to help him get the
full benefits of his GI Bill of Rights and
cut the waiting time down as much as we
can.

Lastly, we are not satisfied that the ex-GI
has benefits and may or may not be aware of

. namely

them. We are going to seek him out, explai

his rights to him, and encourage him to tak

full advantage of everything to which h

military service entitles him.

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Welfare Fact and Fancy

by Earl Brian
California Secretary of Health and Welfare

““Welfare recipients don’t
want to work; they wouldn’t
be on welfare if they’d go out
and get a job.”’

Sound familiar? I must hear
that statement, or something
like it, almost every day. It’s
one of those broad generaliza-
tions that helps to confuse

the whole wel-
fare issue.
About 10 per-
cent of Cali-
fornia’s 20 mil-
lion citizens
are currently
receiving
some form of

public assis-
tance. Back

in March; 1971, there were
2,293,906 people on welfare,
and the rolls were growing by
40,000 cases per month and
threatening to bankrupt the
State. The Welfare Reform
Program has successfully
halted this explosive growth,
and rolls have been dropping
steadily. We haven’t just been
economizing for economy’s
sake, however; eligibility
standards have been tightened
so that we can increase sup-
port to those individuals and
families for whom the welfare
program was originally con-
ceived—the genuinely dis-
advantaged.

Let’s take a look at current
caseloads and see who is re-
ceiving public assistance, and
why.

The Department of Social
Welfare, within the Health and
Welfare Agency, processed
aid grants for 2,010,080 resi-
dents in September, 1972.

1,041,543 were children.
305,208 were over age 65.
14,078 were blind.

201,574 were totally and

permanently disabled.

That adds up to 1,562,403
people who couldn’t support
themselves because of age,
blindness, paralysis, birth de-
fects, and lost limbs.

Of the remaining 447,677
people on welfare during this
particular month, the majority—
374,372—were the sole heads
of needy families.....usually
mothers with absent fathers.
Often the mother is working
full or part time, but still
qualifies for welfare assis-
tance.

The balance—73,305—were
in the ‘unemployed’ category.
Both parents are usually in
the household, but the head
of the family is unemployed or
working less than 100 hours
per month.

If all heads of households
on welfare could be meaning-
fully employed on jobs paying
enough, we could reduce wel-
fare rolls by another 185,000
men, women, and children. We
can and will apply better man-
power programs to help welfare
recipients get meaningful jobs,
and we will be constantly
screening the rolls to elimi-
nate welfare fraud.

But the point of this num-
bers game is that we can’t
ever wipe ‘out the welfare rolls
entirely. We must constantly
recognize our obligation: to
help those who are truly in
need.

While happiness is certainly not every-
thing in life, it is an enormously important
facet of human existence, happiness is what
makes life truly worthwhile.

Unhappiness is as much a part of the
human condition as happiness. Accept-
ance of all facets of the human ¢ ondi-
ance ance of all facets of the human condi-
tion contributes to realistic happy possibi-
lities. "How can this happen to me when |
have worked so hard? " being unhappy in
unhappy situations is entirely appropriate,
but so many of us suffer more than we have
to unnecessarily prolonging unhappiness.

There are two main distroyers of hap-
piness.  The first is impossible expectations
These include fantasies and unrealistic idea-
lized expectations that we have of ourselves,
parents, children, mates, friends, the world
and the human condition generally.  They

also include our unrealistic hopes the joy
attainment of things, prestige, status, e
Most of these individuals achieved the pa
ticular goals to which they always aspire
yet their impossible expectations remaine
unfulfilled, and all kinds of familiar problen
stubbornly remained a part of life despil
success.  So we must learn to accept th
simple truth that life is indeed tough.
we refuse to face the truth, we not onl
make it tougher, we also destroy our pote
tial for happiness.

The second destroyer of happiness |
self hate.  As human beings we have
capacity for happiness beyond the realm o
of any other creature on this planet. W
have greater intelligence, feelings, sensitiv
ty, humor, the ability to relate, to cry, t
laugh, to make choices and decisions,
love, to think.  But we also have many
mitations and human characteristics that ar
less than ideal. Not one of us is exemp!
from being suspicious, distrusting, unfr‘usf
worthy, hypocritical, prejudiced, self-serving
possesive, jealous, envious, and capable of
bad judgment. And self-idealization and sel
glorification lead to self-hate, we will all re:
main limited and imperfect as will the wo'rld
at large.  Cries for personal perfectior
and justice will invariably lead us to frustra:
tion. You must learn to accept humar
shortcomings. ;

Times of personal liabilities are times
when we most need self accepfance,‘self
love and compassion. It is at such times
we must protect and cherish ourselves. But
to do so we must recognize self-hate. Self
compassion leads to self-esteem, and puts us
in touch with constructive aspects of our
selves, aspects that are necessary for the
effective persuit of a human, realistic hap-
piness.

If we are motivated.  Here are a‘fe_w
things you can do to help yourself within
the human possibility:  Remember these
truths: life is tough.  Justice is good but
uncommon. Unreasonable expectations
of any kind must lead to disappointment
and unhappiness.  Learn to accept y?uf‘
human value as well as your human '||m|fa-}
tions.  Learn to recognize your m|s+a‘|(es
and immediately take a firm stand agamf’:
it. Make maximum use of compassion ln“
accepting all aspects of your self, so thaf
you can grow and attain happiness. : .Re-
member that happiness is every day. living.
Eating, breathing, seeing, loving, talking, lis-
